RENEWAL OF DISCUSSION

Between Fall Term (1909) Grand 
Jury and the Commission­

ers’ Coirt.

( t e n t h  i n s t a l l m e n t . )  

Editor Courier:
The rending public will recall 

how this controversy began and 
who began it. They remember 
that one of the Commissioners, 
prompted and urged by the lead 
ing member of the Court as we 
are informed, threw the first stone. 
The public will recall that we have 
not published a fact or made a 
charge that we didn’t get from the 
official minutes of the Court. All 
thisjjp preliminary to reminding 
the public of the stuhliorn, shiuing 
fact that/We have urged and im- 
plored the County Commissioners 
all through this controversy to 
either refund tha money which 
state and county officials have held 
they bad no right to under the 
law or order the county attorney 
to bring suit to test their right to 
collect and hold it  Responding 
to an aroused public sentiment for 
a test suit the Court n.et on the 
11th of March. At that session, 
after transacting other business, 
the matter of directing the county 
attorney to institute tent suits 
came up. The Commissioners 
themselves as we understand it 
were in favor of the suits, as we 
were advised, or at least a majori­
ty. It was a matter of such rnagni 
tude as not to be treated with indif­
ference or contedopt for the band- 
some sum total of fully $2500 or 
more was involved. The minutes 
of that meeting, like other impor 
tant meetings, are very incomplete 
and unsatisfactory in that they do 
not Bhow in detail the proceedings 
touching the matter of suits. 
They do not show who introduced 
the resolution to instruct the 
oounty attorney to institute the 
suits. They do not show who 
voted for the resolution and who 
voted against the resolution, all of 
which should appear in the min­
utes in a matter of such impor 
tance, but they de not. This may 
be an accident, but it looks very 
much like it was intentional and 
deliberate, the purpose being to 
cover ap something and shield 
somebody. And the public will 
think so when they look at these 
minutes.- They show the resolu­
tion, however, to order the suits 
and this is it:

RESOLUTION.

“ On this the 11th day of March,
A. D. 1910, it is ordered by the 
Court that the county attorney of 
this county is hereby fully author­
ized and empowered to bring such 
suits as he may deem necessary 
and proper against any of the 
members of this Court or their 
predecessors in office for the re­
covery of any of the road and 
hridge or other funds that has 
been paid to the members of this' 
Court or any or either of them 
or to any or either of their prede- 
decoHsors in office for road service 
or any other service to which they 
or any or either of them may not 
have been legally entitled under 
the laws of this state. But this 
order is not intended to in any 
way waite any legal or equitable 
defense any party or parties so

sued may have in such suits.”

The above resolution or order 
the Commissioners Court put on 
their minutes at the March session 
according to these same minutes. 
The force and strength of the 
words “authorize and empower" 
may be noticed as present and the 
term “direct” as absent. We are 
not disposed to comment on or 
criticise the order on that score. 
We were so very much gratified 
ami overjoyed at hearing that the 
Court had ordered a test suit of 
the matter that we waived or ig­
nored sueli technical details—so 
pleased were we that the question 
was at last to be judicially consid­
ered and all criticism and conten 
lion put away. Wo have at no 
time believed that the Commis­
sioners took all this money know 
ing they had no right to it. But 
inasmuch as their right to claim 
and collect this money had been 
called in question by state and 
county officials, then in justice to 
themselves, valuing and guarding 
their honor and integrity as up­
right citizens, they were the ones, 
primarily and pre-eminently the 
ones, to say: “ If we under the 
law are not entitled to this money, 
we will not touch it, but since 
there is a question as to our legal 
right to it we will take it and or­
der suits and let the Courts give 
the law the correct interpreta­
tion.” That is whHt they should 
have done and after the session of 
the Court in March last that is 
what everybody understood bad 
t>een done. But the gratification 
over the action of the Coart on 
the 11th of March lasted but a 
short while. The county attor­
ney, we understand, began work 
preliminary to instituting suits. 
He went to work on tho official 
records of the Court, assembling 
facts gnd figures of use in the liti­
gation. All at once somebody 
discovered that the scope of the 
order authorizing the suits was 
too broad and far-reaching, liable 
to be interpreted as applying to 
former administrations and calcu­
lated to stir up trouble where it 
was not intended. There might 
be dynamite wrapped up in that 
little bbmb. The thing had a fuse 
to it at least arul there was no tell­
ing just when it might go off or 
where. So another session of the 
Court was called to meet April 11, 
just 80 days since the order for 
suits was passed. The Court met 
on the 11th of April, Monday of 
last week. What happened at 
this meeting? Let us go to the 
minutes as we have done in every 
instance. What do we find? 
Nothing except the order rescind­
ing the order to bring the suits. 
The minutes do not show who 
made the motion to rescind the 
former order, they dp not show 
who voted to rescind and who 
voted against it, all of which 
should appear on these min- 
utos that the people may know 
who is who and what is what. 
The people have a right to know 
all about the proceedings of the 
Commissioners’ Court passing the 
order for 9uits and then passing 
an order undoing the former or­
der. And it is to he hoped that the 
present Grand Jury will make an 
effort to penetrate the veil of mys­
tery investing this matter and let 
the people know who it is block­

ing this proceedtire. We do not 
find on the minutes anything 
throwing any light on what was 
said or how any member of the 
Court voted. All we find is the 
resolution to rescind and stop the 
suits which County Attorney Ad­
ams had begun work on.

RESOLUTION TO RESCIND.

“That whereas in this Minute 
Book, page 340, of the Commis­
sioners’ Court in and for Houston 
County, Texas, there appears an 
order on the said page with this 
cuption. Order fo r Suits,’ and 
•whereas the said order was made 
and entered on the said minutes in 
vacation by one individual member 
of the said Court after the ad­
journment of the Court on that 
day and done without the approval 
of this Court, it hero now orders 
that the said order be and is here­
by declared null and void and 
shall from this 13th day of April, 
A. D. 1910, be of no further force 
and effect.”

And thus the good work for 
which we were disposed to ap­
plaud and commend the Court was 
all undone in a jiffy and nothing 
said. They give as a reason the 
flimsy pretext that it was done in 
vacation time. It was passed on 
one of the days (11th of March) 
the Court was in session and for 
which each one drew $3.00. And 
if being passed in vacation time 
invalidated the order, it could 
have easily been validated by 
being passed in open session. An­
other very flimsy pretext for un­
doing the order for suits was that 
it was “ made and entered hy one 
member of the Court after ad­
journment” Well, it was an easy 
matter for the whole Court to pass 
the order while the Court was in 
session and thus save the order 
tor the suits. As a matter of fact 
a session can be called at once and 
the order passed by the whole 
Court in open session and thus 
avoid the “ vacation time oxcuse” 
and the “ individual 
cuae.” Why not do that? It is 
not too late. But that is not what 
certain members of the Court 
want. Wbat they want is no suits 
stall. Why can’t the Court give 
the public a true, frank and full 
history of the proceedings order­
ing the suits and then cancelling 
the orders. The public don’t want 
any jugglery about this matter. 
They want to know the facts about 
bow these suits came to he ordered 
and then the order revoked; they 
want to know how each one of 
the Court stood on each proposi­
tion. They have a right to know 
and ought to know.

It is an extraordinary entry to 
find on the minutes of the Com­
missioners’ Court— such as the 
public will see if they will take 
the trouble to walk over to the 
county clerk’s office and inspect 
the minutes of the last two ses­
sions of the Court. You can’t

FOREIGN.

Report on Panama canal record th« 
total amount of material excavated in 
the central division during the month 
of March was 1,894,674 cubic yards 
of which 711,909 were classified as 
earth and 1,282,666 rock. Of this 
amount 1,945,976 cubic yards were re­
moved by steam shovels, 18,315 by 
hand and scrapers and 30,285 by con­
tracts. The highest record was made 
by Shovel No. 213, which worked 26 
days in Culebra, excavating 70,290 cub­
ic yards of soft rock. This is also the 
highest monthly record made since the 
work began.

Senor Calvo, minister to the United 
states from Costa Rica, received a 
cablegram Friday from San Jose, stat­
ing that an earthquake shock had been 
felt in all parts of the republic. Slight 
damage was reported from various sec­
tions, but there wag not a fatality.

Colonel Roosevelt was received at 
the Austrian capital Friday In a man 
ner almost similar, to that accorded 
a reigning sovereign. The punctili­
ous Austrian court, the most ceremon­
ious of those of Europe, had arranged 
the program and it let nothing un­
done which could emphasize the un- 
precendcnted honor that was being 
paid the visiting American.

H. Clay Pierce, founder of the Wa­
ters Pierce Oil Company, and his son, 
C. A. Pierce, president of that cor­
poration, arrived Friday in the City of 
Mexico, in a special car for the pur­
pose of looking over their interests in 
that republic.

The report that the pope hag ettml 
nated the names of American candi­
dates from the list of candidates for 
the cardlnalate has, tlpon investiga­
tion, been found to be erroneous.

The general commonwealth elections 
In Melbourne, Australia, Wednesday 
resulted in the complete defeat of A l­
fred Deaktn's fusion government by 
the labor party, which gained eigh­
teen; seats.

Wind Blows, Half an Haur In tho
Fiorco, Biting Cold Moana Death.

The co Id eat place In the world one 
would naturally export to be either 
the north or the south polo, but It la 
not It la a Tillage In the northeast of 
Siberia named Verboyanak.

There the arerage temperature o f 
the three worst winter months la S3 
degrees F. below aero, which means 
85 degrees o f frost During January 

. the average temperature la 60 degrees 
below aero, or 88 degrees o f frost On 
one occasion the thermometer regis­
tered the remarkable figure o f 120 de­
grees o f frost! The average January 
figure for London, on the other hand, 
la 7 degrees above freexlog point

Out In Verboyanak moat months are 
winter mouths. July, curiously enough, 
la aa hot there as In London, but the 
shadow o f the terrible winter hangs 
over even the warmest months.

Even In midsummer the forests 
which surround the deeolate plain In 
the center o f which Verboyanak 
stands are withered and gray. The 
grass la colorless. The few flowers 
are odorless. Tbs bars soil o f tbs 
plain Itself refuses to produce vege­
tables o f any kind. Tbs ground Is 
frozen bard te an Incredible depth.

No farming, o f course, la possible. 
There art no cattle or poultry. All 
food la Imported. Why, then, does this 
little village exist ? It  la a convict sta­
tion. and Its population o f 400 la made 
np o f otBclala and exiles.

No precautions against escapes are 
needed. Prisoners are known to have 
gone mad with the loneliness o f the 
place. Bat no one has ever been mad 
enough to try to escape. Verboyanak, 
strange though It sounds. Is guarded 
by the wind. A gale when the ther­
mometer stands at 80 er more below 
sero will destroy every living thing 
that Is not under abetter.

One o f the many curious facta about 
cold la that Intense cold Is In Itself 
easy to bear provided the air Is stllL 
One traveler baa declared that he has 
often felt colder in Piccadilly on a 
damp day In November than daring 
bis entire stay In Verboyanak, where 
the thermometer sometimes showed 00 
degrees o f frost

The reason Is that at Verboyanak
the air la Intensely dry. and dry cold 
does not penetrate far. With a tent 
at night and warm furs la the day­
time one can be quite comfortable, 
however low the temperature.

But let s wind once rise and things 
are different. Aa Verboyanak Is the 
coldest place In the world, the few 
winds that come must bring warmth 
But then all winds carry moisture 
And so ws have the curious fact that 
though one may be quite comfortable 
with the thermometer showing 00 de­
grees o f fros t If a wind springs up 
and adds 20 or 30 degrees o f warmth 
to the air on# has to fly for dear 
Ilf* to shelter.

Half an hour in that fierce, biting 
cold means death. But the Intense 
dry cold that la. Verhoyansk*a normal 
weather la. I f  not so dangerous, quite 
as powerful In Its effects In that Icy 
stillness an Iron ax baad dropped on 
the ground smashes like JjUas. A 
board o f unseasoned wood/ on the 
other hand, freezes bard aa Iron.

Ds Wtndt In his travels In thin re­
gion carried hie milk In solid cubes 
In a net attached to hie sleigh. His 
thermometers all burst for st the 
Verhoysnsk temperatures quicksilver 
freezes and can be hammered Uke 
copper. I t  has indeed been turned Into 
bullets and shot through a deal board.

Ail be coukl find o f a case o f claret 
were a few  lumps o f red Ice and some 
splintered glass. But what troubled 
him most was the discovery that It 
was Impossible to smoke. A t 40 de­
grees below sero frozen nicotine blocks 
the stem o f the pipe, while cigarettes 
or cigars freese to the Ups.

It  must be embarrassing to find, as 
one does when the thermometer reach­
es 80 below, that ons’s very breath 
falls at one’s feet In a fine white pow­
der. A  mustache becomes a torture— 
a heavy, solid lump o f Ice. To Isy a 
bare band on metal means that the 
skin will stay where It touches. A 
careless traveler once wltlessly left .a 
shirt outside his hut to dry. When he 
picked It up again It bent and almost 
broke. When swnng through the air 
it mads a noise Uke theatrical thun­
der.

At these temperatures many usuaUy 
trusty articles, such as combs and 
razors and knife handles, shrivel or 
bend or break.

Verboyanak la a huddle o f mod plas­
tered huts along one straggling street 
The windows are o f Ice, so that can­
dles are needed both summer and win­
ter. Twenty miles away, across a dis­
mal plain o f snow. Ilea a low, black

ON T H E  W IT N E S S  S T A N D .
Tho Night of a Witnooo to Qualify Hlo 

Answer*.
Like Steveuson's child, as s rule, the 

witness should «|>«uk only when ho la 
spoken to. He should not volunteer 
anything except that when he is asked 
a question which with apparent Inno­
cence could really be answered "yes" 
or “ No’’ he has a right to qualify a 
plain “ Yes” or “ No.” Thla o f course 
happens most often In the case o f ex­
pert#. The “ Yes, but I will explain,” 
and “ No, but 1 will explain,” o f one of 
the distinguished expert witnesses for 
the commonwealth in the case o f com­
monwealth versus Quay, which was 
tried before Judge Biddle In the court 
o f quarter sessions of Philadelphia 
county several years ago still linger In 
the writer’s memory.

It Is a mistaken notion that a wit­
ness Is bound to answer “ Yes” or “ No." 
It is surprising that such should hare 
ever been the received theory, but then 
the hunting down o f witches and the 
expounding o f the doctrine o f witch­
craft were regarded aa proper judicial 
functions only a century or two ago. 
The theory as to categorical reply was 
completely exploded by the gentleman 
who propounded the question, “ When 
are you going to stop beating your 
wife?” and demanded a categorical an­
swer. I f  the lawyer attempts to tell 
you that you ipuat answer “ Yea”  or 
"N o” you have the right to say that 
the question Is one which Is not sus­
ceptible o f a categorical answer. This 
should floor counsel for tbs moment.

Mannerly behavior on the part of 
witnesses Includes keeping one's tem­
per under almoet all provocations. 
Cross examination for the purpose o f 
testing your memory la not intended 
to be and should not be regarded as 
Insulting. It sbonld therefore not be 
resented. I f  the cross examination 
transcends all bounds and your pa­
tience Is exhausted s sharp retort will 
not neceesarily Injure your testimony 
with the jury. The jury sympathizes 
with the witness mors than with the 
lawyer, and. while mere smartness for 
the sake o f being smart or because o f 
a too expansive personality la to be de 
plored. yon will be sure o f a sympa­
thetic audience I f  you are In the right 
and counsel In the wrong.—Ira Jewell 
Williams in Green Bag.

Guarded as carefully as auy o f the 
guests’ jewels that lie beside It lu the 
big safe o f a great and glittering 
Broadway hotel In New York city and 
treasured by the proprietor more than 
Its weight In gold Is nn old cashbook. 
The entries run from March to De­
cember, 1846. They record In quaint, 
descriptive phrases the comlugs and 
goings o f the travelers who stopped at 
a wayside inn on a turnpike road less 
than 100 miles from New York. This 
tavern was kept by the Broadway ho­
tel proprietor’s grandfather. The build­
ing of the railroad, the passing o f the 
stagecoach and the chuuges of more 
than half a century have obliterated 
this once famous old Inn at South Dur­
ham, and now all that remains o f It Is 
this ancient book, which served not 
only as a record o f cash received, but 
took the place o f the modern hotel 
register.

The prices charged by this Innkeep­
er o f long ago are as far removed 
from those exacted today as this an­
cient hostelry is from the gorgeous 
summer hotels o f the countryside 
where It once stood. The regular price 
for a dinner was 10 cents, but even 
this appears to have been "cut”  to fre­
quent travelers. For Instance, there Is 
an entry o f "Candy peddler from A l­
bany, two meals and lodging, 31 
cents." Almoet every entry is a brief 
description o f the Individual traveler 
and what bs got—for example, "Frec­
kle faced, eagle nosed boy, hay, sup­
per. lodging and grease, 81 cents." 
This boy was probably driving a horse 
and wagon, which would account -for 
the hay and grease. Another man who 
was described as a "fallow with tired 
colt" got bay, lodging and breakfast 
for 44 cents.

Every few  days there came along, 
according to this ancient register, a 
“Connecticut man.” He invariably 
spent juet 6 cents for food, and that 
was for pis. On two occasions there 
la an additional charge for "greasing 
wagon. 6 cents.”  There ware no the­
atrical companies touting thla turn­
pike road half a century ago. but a 
phrenologist appears and vanishes. It 
being recorded that for “ bay. 0 quarts 
o f oats, lodging and breakfast”  he 
gave up 00 cents. Once in awhile a 
real spendthrift would come along, 
like the "gent with three ladles and 
two children.” They had six dinners. 
For these, the hay for the horses, the 
"meals for the dog”  and the "segmr" 
for the man 91-28 was charged. There 
waa a wedding breakfast at thla 
quaint tavern too. It la set down as 
“ wedding, RadcIlfTa sister. 6 dinners. 
12 quarts o f oats. 91.60."

People “ went west" by wagon In 
those days from the thickly settled 
east to seek their fortunes. Borne did 
not find what they expected and came 
back again. One such group, an “ em­
igrant family returning east—seven o f 
them” —spent 92 at the Inn. "Three 
cents' worth o f candy”  la a frequent 
entry. Probably the "candy peddler 
from Albany”  paid for his food and 
lodging in sweets There are but two 
entries o f anything stronger than lem­
onade, and those are for beer—four 
quarts for 0 cents. Oysters were 
cheep, too. for six plates o f them In­
creased the contents o f the tavern 
keeper’s money box by just 16 cents.

Among the journcyera along this 
turnpike road whose passage la record­
ed In this age yellowed volume is “Old 
I ’artlcklar.”  Doubtless he was some 
cranky old codger who kicked abont 
everything and whose goings the Inn­
keeper sped as much as possible. Then 
there was the "Whistling Man,” the 
“ Stiff Arm Man,”  the "Dispcptic Man” 
(he had four quarts o f tea) and the 
“ Hen Man,”  who ate a piece o f pie 
and traded roosters with tbs hotel 
keeper. Other travelers along the 
highway are thus described: “ Aboli­
tion Man.” “ Mean Fellow,”  “ Gent 
With Noble Horse,”  "Lady W ith Cry­
ing Baby.” “ Hank Day’s Likeness” 
and “Cravat Peddler" (fool).

Occasionally an old acquaintance 
would pass by or some dignitary, for 
it is set down that a "friend from 
Lexington” had bay and lodging one 
day at the Inn. Who knows but be 
might have been a son o f one o f the 
"embattled farmers”  who kept tbe 
bridge that April morning o f tbe ride 
o f Taul Revere? Tho “Grand Juror 
and Ills  W ife”  tarried for a meal at 
the Inn the same day as did the “ Dom­
inie’s W ife and ChlM.” On Nov. 3. so 
tbe careful chronicle says, the pro­
prietor “ went to York,”  where he re­
mained six days. He must have had 
a roaring, roistering time o f It while 
la the metropolis, for the next entry 
In his handwriting Is somewhat shaky 
and says, “ Sundries while at York, 60 
cents.”—New York Press.

Disclaiming responsibility for the 
hissing of the president of the United 
States in connection with his address 
of greeting to them Thursday, when 
he freely stated his sentiments on the 
subject of woman suffrage, the Na 
tlonal American Woman Suffrage As- 
sociatiou Friday officially expressed 
Its regret to President Taft that “any 
one present, either member of our 
organisation or outsider, should have 
Interrupted your address by au expres­
sion of personal feeling."

Satterfield, superintendent of tbe 
Crockett Publio Schools, will rep­
resent Houston county and has 
been elected to give the profes­
sional work in Methods and Man­
agement, Psychology, and History 
of Education. Each instructor 
will teach only those subjects in 
which he is strongest. This ex­
ceptionally large and well selected 
faculty assures a very high grade 
of work. This faculty will be 
one of the largest ever organized 
for independent summer normal 
work in tbe state and will prove a 
decided advantage over the usual 
small local normal. Work will 
be given in all the subjects requit­
ed for second grade, first grade, 
permanent primary, and perma­
nent certificates. While tbe en­
deavor will be to make this nor­
mal one of the best places in the 
state for one to prepare to stand 
the examination for certificate, 
special emphasis will be given to 
the professional side of the work. 
Effort will be made to make thjs 
normal one of the strongest fac­
tors for the advancement of edu­

cational interests in Texas. 
From reports from different parts 
of tbe district, those at the head 
of the movement feel assured of 
au attendance of 250 teachers, and 
arrangements are being made for 
over 300 teachers. The dormito­
ries of tbe two colleges in Jack­
sonville are to hf open to the 
teachers at a very low rate for 
board. The sessions of tbe nor­
mal will held in the new A. C. I. 
building.

W e feel sure that this unusual 
opportunity will be fully appre­
ciated by the teachers of Houston 
county, and we are glad that it is 
so easily accessible to them. By the 
proper cooperation on tbe part of 
tbe teachers of this section of the 
state we ahall be able to bold one 
of the most successful and helpful 
summer normals ever held in any 
part of Texas.
