A Very Singular Case.

Austin, Texas, October 19.—
According to its own statement
the court of criminal appeals has
heen called upon to consider few
cases of more singular character
than that of Ed Chanler, who,
February 16, 1910, was convicted
of murder ip the first degree 1n
the district court of Trinity county
0 connection with the killing of
Will Goynes. Chanler did not
himself kill Goynes, it is stated,
but bhad Ernest Sweeney to do
this. The court characterizes
Sweeney as ‘‘undoubtedly an
active and principal participant in
the killing of Goynes.” Goynes
was in jail at Groveton, and Chan-
ler desired to get him out and kill

bim, in order that said Goynes

might not be able to testify against
him (Chanler) in a case then pend-
ing.

Sweeney became the State’s
witness upon conditional promise
that he would be exempt from
prosecation. He told how Chan-
ler came to him with a plan to
get Goynes out of jail. This was
September 7, 1908. Chanler and
Swedney, ‘accompanied by two
others, first went to the shenfl’s
office and secured the keys of the
jail, whose door they opened and
whose inside door they broke
down with an ax, thus permitting
Goynes to walk out. When he
left the jail Goynes carried a small
grip.

After the group had walked
some distance, according to the
testimony, Sweeney asked Chan-
ler what he proposed to do with
Goynes. “‘I'll get rid of him,”
Chanler 1s said to have replied.
“*When I raise my hat you kill

{bhim,” he is said to have added

presently. Sweeney is alleged to
have acted on instructions, and
after Goynes was dead his body
was covered with trash and stumpa
and burned.

Concloding  its
court sad:

““We have discussed every ques-
tion raised in the record. The
case is a very singular one, and it
18 possible, of course, that appel-
lant may not be gulty. The
State’s case, however, was devel-
oped and marshaled with great
skill and directness, and there 1s,
as we believe, testimony in the
record which, if believed by the
jury, might well justify them in
finding appellant guilty of . this
most horrible crime, and in view
of the fact their verdict has re-

ceived the approval of the learned
trial court, we do not feel that on

opinion, the

appeal we ought to interfere with

,or set aside its action,”
