HYSTERIO’JS MEKRAN.

A Dosolate Land. Douocnod by Nature
and Shunned by Man.

“A mysterious vell has always hung
over the land of Mekran,' says the
London Times. *“Mekran is the name
given to the long coastal region
stretching almost from the Indus to
the entrance to the Persian gulf. Salil-
ors have coasted along its white shores
from time immemorial, but few in
modern days have ever penetrated the
ranges of hills which He beyond. The
greater part of Meklan is desolate and
forsaken, a land desiccated by nature
and shunned by man. The few tribes
which linger there are the jetsam of
history, stray wreckage which has
drifted into this obscure corner of the
world in the backwash of great events.
It is even believed that the Dravidiane
passed through Mekran on their way
to southern India and left straggiers,
whose descendants have dwelt there
ever since. There are patches of Mon-
gols from the days of Jenghiz Khan;
colonels of half breed Arabs from the
time when an Arab dynasty held Sind;
unmistakable Rajputs, who were there
before Alexander; African negroes, the
offshoots of medieval slavery, and
traces of still older peoples whose
origins are lost in the mists of time.

“Yet Mekran cannot always have
been either so dry or so deserted.
Many of its hills are closely covered
with little stone houses, mostly square
at the base, narrowing upward like
truncated pyramids, and with deme
shaped interiors. They are tombs, and
among the rubbish found within them
are fragments of light green pottery
of fine quality, which no one seems
able to identify. Then there are vast
masonry dams, obviously built to catch
the water in the hills, just as engi-
neers are making dams in the Indian
ghauts to-day.

“Sometimes the hills are terraced
for cultivation, after the fashion of
hills in southern Japan and elsewhere,
only in Mekran the terraces are dry
and bare, and not even a blade of
grass remains. The crumbling ruins
of whole cities, the very names of
which are forgotten, lle concealed be-
tween the serrated ridges.” \

BUDDHIST CREMATION.

The Funeral Pyre and the Disposition
of the Ashes.

A Buddhist cremation is a strange
and uncanny event, and it is not often
that a foreigner is given to witness
one. I saw some of the preliminary
ceremonies at a tegaple in south China,
but found myself apparently becoming
pensona non grata as the time for the
cremation proper approached and did
not care ehough about seelng it to in-
trude. I have since heard and read
several descriptions of the grewsome
ceremony.

The priests are dressed in white sack-
cloth, similar to that worn by the
mourners at the funerals of the lay-
men, and their brows are bound with
white bandages. The corpse, dressed
In a cowl and with the hands fixed In
an attitude of prayer, is placed in a
sitting position in a bambop chair and
carried to the funeral pyre by some of
his fellow monks, all the other monks
of the monastery following in a dou-
ble line. As the procession adv
the walls of the monastery echo wi
the chanting of prayers and the tin-
kling of cymbals.

When the pyre is reached the bearers
place the corpse upon it, and the fag-
ots are kindled by the head priest,
and while the flames are mounting the
others prostrate themselves in obel-
sance to the ashes of their departed
brother. When the fire is burned out
the attendants collect the charred
bones and place them in a clnerary
urn, which is often deposited in a
small shrine within the precincts of
the monastery, to remain theré until
the ninth day of the ninth month,
when the ashes Are sewed up in a bag
of red cloth and thrown into a sort of
ossuary or monastery mausoleum.—
Lewis R. Freeman in Los Angeles
Times.

THE FIRST SOAP.

According to Pliny, It Was In Use
Among the Gauls.

Wha invented soap? According to
Pliny, soap was an invention of the
Gauls, who used it for ?vlng a bright
hue to the hair. He also states that
it was employed by the Germans
both as a medicinal and as a cleansing
agent, two kinds being used—hard and
soft. There Is reason to belleve that
it was introduced into Germany by the
Romans, though on this point there is
some difference of opinion.

Homer tells us in the “Odyssey” that
Nausicaa, daughter of Alcinous, king
of the Phaecians, and her attendants
washed clothes by treading upon
them with their feet in pits of water,
80 "that apperently she and her serv-
ants were unacquainted with the use
of soap.

The fact that soap was obtainable
by bolling together oily or fatty sub-
stances and alkalis was known at an
early period of history, but it must
be borne in mind that the substance
referred to in the Old Testament and
translated “soap” (Jeremiah i, 22,
“For though thou wash_ thee with

niter—properly, natrou—soda—and take
thee much soap,” and Malachi iv, 2,
“For he is Hke a reflner's fire and
like fuller's soap') refer to the alkal
itself and not to the substances pre-
pared from oily bodies and these alka
Iine matters.

The French word for soap (savon)
is supposed to have been derived
from the fact of its having been manu-
factured at Savona, near Genoa.

The manufacture of soap began In
London in 1524, before which time it
was supplied by Bristol at a penny
per pound. A duty was imposed on
soap in 1711, but after several reduc-
tions was totally repealed in 1853.—
—London Journal

Washingten Monument Bent by Heat.

The towering Washington monu-
ment, solid as it is, cannot resist the
heat of the sun poured on its southern
side on a midsummer's day without a
slight bending of the gigantic shaft,
which 1is rendered perceptible by
means of a copper wire 174 feet long
banging in the centgr of the structure
and carrying a plummet suspended in
a vessel of water. At noon in summer
the apex of the monument, 850 feet
above the ground, is shifted by ex-
pansion of the stone a fcy hundredths
of an inch toward the north. High
winds cause perceptible motions of the
plummet, and in still weather delicate
vibrations of the crust of the earth
otherwise unperceived are registered
by it

Bleod Thicker Than Some Water.

“Blood s thicker than water”—
though not much thicker—and not so
thick as sea water. The water of the
ocean contains thirty-five parts of sa-
line material a thousand, while the
vita! fluid of the human body contains
but seven parts a tbouﬁnd or one-
fifth as much. In the human body
each of its myriads of cells is bathed
with this seven-tenths per cent sallne
fluid.—Dietetic and Hyglenic Gazette.

After Amos Burnside entered the
Academy, he was a popular toast,
8o to speak, on account of his
manly beauty of form, courtly
manner, and erect, soldierly figure.
With Havens after his entrance,
the form was: The Apostle Paul,
Andrew Jackson and Amos Burn-
side.” Our readers will recall some
of the things we have written"about
the Battle of Fredericksburg—the
stone wall at the foot of Marye's
Hill behind which were Cobb and
his Georgians as well as other
commands. They will recall the
dashing, gallant charge of Meagher’s
Brigade with others and how his
men were slaughtered; they will
recall the terrific cannonading from
Burnside's three hundred guns back
of the city:

** Earth shook, red meteors flashed along the sky,
And conscious natives shuddered at the cry.”

After being warned to leave the
city, very few of the women left,
preferring to stay in their homes,
believing like the heroic women
they were, they could be of some
service to the Southern wounded.
And the storm of shell and shot
was never so full of peril as to deter
one of these noble women from
going to and succoring a wounded
man in gray. Where this plain,
across which the flower of Burn-
side’s army had swept in headlong,
futile gallantry, joins the city there
lived a family of the name of
Stevens. It was one of the old
families and their home was filled
in a short while with the wounded
of the South. This woman the
appalling terrors of the battlefield
daunted not in the least in her
merciful missions. During the awful
cannonading and while the King of
Terrors was riding the storm of
battle this angel of mercy went and
came, ministering to the wants of
the stricken, bandaging the wounded
and extending a helping hand when-
ever and wherever she could. She
was the Molly Pitcher of the fight.
Having exhausted whatever supplies
she had in the way of cloth for
binding and bandaging, this hercine
tore from her person the garments
she was wearing and used them.
It was to the house of this noble
woman that the brave General Cobb
made his way with her help. After
a defense of the stone wall, unsur-
passed for stubborn valor, he fell
mortally wounded. He was seen
by her struggling to get to shelter
and relief under her roof when she
fearlessly dashed out to meet him
and helped him in. There have
been numberless monuments and
memorial tablets and windows in
many sections of the South to
mark and commemorate the match-
less deeds and exploits of the men,
all of which is eminently right and
proper, but we have yet to hear of
such testimonials to the ever
honor and glory of the noble women
of the South. The history of the
part which they acted in that great
drama is a grand one and deserves
to be chronicled in the songs of the
peet, the annals of the historian,
and by the chisel of the sculptor.

This digression from the current
of our narrative is a wide one, but
we could not resist the impulse to
write of some of the happenings
around this picturesque bit of
antiquity on the banks of the
Rappahannock. Whenever we pass

a personal, historic nature which
troop up from the dim, misty past,
pressing to be put down on record.

This was the home of that first
of American naval heroes and the
inspiration of later ones, Paul Jones.
Much could be said of him and his
home life, of his boyhood days, but
we shall move on, though the in-
centive is{strong to say:

" Come, listen to another song,
Should make your heart beat high,
Bring crimson to your forehead,
And lustre to your eye.
It is a tale of olden time,
Of days long since gone by,
And of a hero stout and bold

shroud the ruins and downfall of
that ‘which was once radiant with
beauty and charm and throbbing
with life in happiest ecstasy. The
lizard thrids through the grass, the

the gloom of the nearby forest, the
catbird may be heard from some
remnant of an apple tree—the only
evidence of life whére once every
hill and dale, lowland and upland
echoed with songs and shouts of
joy and happiness. An air of
melancholy rests over all and is
bodefully dismal. But it is a
question as to which is the more
destructive, time with its blasting,
