Long betore the presiding officer
made any effort to call the convention
to order, Robert F. Crain, chairman
of the Baltimore committee, an-
nounced at the' platform that the door
were being rushed, that the ushers
and doorkeepers were Lhelpless by rea *
son of lack of organization, and that
the situation waus dangerous.

CONVENTION ADJOURNED WHEN
IT WAS EVIDENT NO ONE
COULD BE NOMINATED

CLARK FORCES. LOST STEADILY

Democrats Take Twenty-Six Ballots
Without Nominating Presidential
Candidate—Clark Goes
to Baltimore.

Ballimore, Md — With Governor
Woodrow Wilson gaining on eskh bal-
lot and Speaker Clark constantly los-
fng ground in the race for the presi-
dentlal nomination, the Democratic
National Convention at 11:06 Satur-
day night adjourned until Moanday
morning at 11 o'clock.

WOODROW WILSON,

Twentysix ballots had been taken
pince the first call of the states, and
there was no hope of a final verdict
When the convention took a recess
Saturday night Mr. Clark was hurry
ing to Baltimore from Washington in
response to a call from_ his managers
William J. Beyan.at the afternoon ses

Wil
ron began at 2563 and ended at 407%,
a net gain during the day of 61 votes
SBpeaker Clark began at 564 and fell
to 463%, a loss of 90% votes.
