9:30 SALOON CLOSING LAW

IS FULLY U?‘ﬂ.b.

Governor That Legislative Intent Is |
What Governs and It Is Plain.

Austin, Texas, April 8.—The at-
torney general's department an-
swered the governor’s inquiry with
reference to the 9:30 o'clock saloon
closing law to the effect that not-
withstanding the several manifest
mistakes and errors in the different
sections of the bill that the inten-
tion of the legislature may be satis- |
factorily found and that such in-
tention was merely the enactment
of a 9:30 closing and a 6 o'clock
opening law, and that the particular |
portions of the bill which appear to

and with the body of laws of which
it forms a part, so as to carry out
the plain legislative purpose and
intention.

As is well understood, the legisla- |
ture passed a penal statute requir-
ing saloons to close at 9:30 at night
and remain closed until 6 o'clock
the following morning, except Sat-
urday nights they should remain
closed until 6 o'clock the following
Monday morning. This act was in/
obedience to the platform demand
of the democratic party, adopted at
San Antchio. There were no errors
in this bill. It has been signed by
the governor and deposited in the
department of state.

In order to conform the civil
statutes to this change in the crim-
inal statutes it became necessary
to amend those portions of the
civil statute that regulate the man-
ner of making application to the
comptroller for license that pre-
scribe the conditibns under which
the comptroller may be justified in
cancelling a license, and that pre- |
scribe the conditions of the liquor |
dealer's bond. All these provisions |
of the law had to be changed to|
conform to the penal statute. This|
was proposed in a separate bill |
from the penal statute. In that|
portion of the bill which requires |
that the applicant for license shall’
make an application for the same‘
and shall state substantially a
number of facts as a prerequisite, |
it was in this section of the civil |
statute that the errors occurred, and |

Review of the Thirty-Third Legislature.

The Thirty-Third Legislature,
which adjourned April 1st, to meet
again in special session July 2l1st.
considered a total of 1,467 bills and
resolutions. Of this number 197
general bills and resolutions finally
passed both branches of the House
and have been acted upon favorbly
by the Governor.

In all 1,397 bills were introduced.
Of this number the senate fathered
494 and the house 903.

* In the senate twenty-four joint
resolutions were offered and in the
house forty-three.

Bills and resolutions offered this
session exceed those of the thirty-
second legislature by 443. During
the session of the last legislature a
total of 1,024 bills and resolutions
were presented for consideration.

There were ninty-five bills passed
by the senate, all of which have
either received consideration at the
hands of Governor Colquitt or will
soon be at his disposal, while one
hundred and two bills passed the
lower branch of the house.

A perusal of the records shows
that during the past session of the
legislature one hundred and four-
teen bills were either killed or died
on the calendar while twenty-three
amendments to the constitution
met the same fate.

A joint resolution calling for a
constitutional convention was also

-~ killed.

/ A concurrent resolution provid-
ing for a commission to frame a
program of court reform met death.

- Clean Advertising—A Hopeful Sign.
The fight against fraudulent ad-
vertising seems to be in a fair way
bearing fruit. Each year
newspapers and maga-
zines have joined this campaign for
- decency and truthfulness. Now
there has arisen a new power, the
Associated Advertising Clubs of
America. It has over 10,000 indi-
vidual members, and includes many
advertisers who operate on a nation- |
al scale The organization has
a National Vigilance Committee
which was created “to wage war on
dishonest advertising.” This com-
mittee, through its chairman, Mr.
H. D: Robins of New York, has for
some time past been in correspond-
ence with the Journal of the Amer-
ican Medical Association for . the
purpose of obtaining reliable in-
formation regarding medical frauds.
Many individual advertising clubs |
in different parts of the country, |
component parts of the Associated
Advertising Clubs of America, have |
their own local “vigilance commit- |
tees” whose duties are similar to'
those of the national committee but
applied to local rather than national |
problems.

If this attitude is taken by the
purchasers of large advertising
space it will result in the segregation
of objectionable advertisements.
There will doubtless be some sheets
that are willing to accept the off-

scourings, but in the nature of the
case, the influence of such mediums
will be nalf-limiteq.

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WONDERS OF THE KREMLIN.

Crowning and Burial Place of the Cxars
For Centuries. ‘

The Kremlin in Moscow, like the

Forbidden City in Peking, is inclos-

ed by a wall entirely independent of

that encireling the city. It marks

the part which escaped the great
conflagration when the outlying dis
tricts of Moscow were burned by the
Russians, who were besieged by Na
poleon. The present wall replaced

one of oak-—-some 500 years ago
which, like the Great wall of China,
was erected as a defense from the
Tartars.

Within this inclosure are the im-
perial palace, the treasury, the ar-
senal and three cathedrals, which
for centuries have respectively been
the places .of the crowning, the
marrying and the burying of the
czars of this great nation. The in-
closure also contains a convent and
many great monuments. On one
side, far below, flows the river
Moskva, from which the city takes
its name. From the river’s opposite
bank the view of the splendor of
this collection of buildings is unsur
passed.

Probably nowhere in the world
does an inclosure of the dimensions
of that described by the wall of the
Kremlin contain precious stones ap-
proximating the value of those dis-
played here. It has been aptly stat-
ed that they should not be counted
by thousands, but measured by the
peck. To guard them 800 soldiers
are constantly in and around these
buildings.

The Ivan or bell tower is the
most conspicuous structure in the
inclosure and contains thirty-six
bells, two of which are of silver, the
largest of the collection weighing
sixty-five tons.

This large bell seems to lose its
magnitude when we come to ex-
amine the one resting on a stone
foundation just outside the tower,
which weighs 200 tons. It was
originally intended to hang within
the walls, but soon after it was cast
a fire destroyed the building which
sheltered it, causing nine gaping
eracks and the displacement of a
ai::: of the bell weighing nine tons.

Not far from the bell tower
stands the arsenal, in front of which

is a display of 850 bronze cannon, J

trophies captured from the Turks
anthrench. Prominent among these
is the “great gun,” its mouth havi

a diameter of three feet, surround
by so thin a shell that regard for
safety probably accounts for the
fact that it, like the great bell, has
mever spoken.

These two curios, coupled with
Moscow’s prevalent paving material,
are speken of as the three ancient
wonders of the city—*“the heaviest
bell which never was rung, the lar-

gest cannon which never was fired

and the greatest amount of cobble-
stone pavement” (which ought to be
fired).— William Wisner in National
Geographic Magazine.

DEEP BREATHING.

|1t Means Heaith, It Costs Nothing, Yet
3 Most People Ignore It

No piece of advice that the phy-
sician can give will bear more fre-
quent reﬁtition than the pithy sen-
tence, “Breathe deeply.” ' It is a |
erfectly simple rule of health, yet |
it is constantly broken. There is
no reason why our lungs should not
 have all the f’resh air they need for
' their work. The supply is unlimited.
But in our folly we refuse to give |
them their fair share of it because i
'we are too lazy to remember to
' breathe deeply.

We go on {rom day to day draw-
!mq in%ittla inadequate puffs of air,
living from hand to mouth, as it
were, and then we wonder why we
feel tired and nervous, why our skin
is sallow and our eyes dull, why we
catch cold easily and digest our food
‘badly. When things have come to
' this pass there is nothing for it ex-
'cept to put ourselves at school and
‘learn patiently to do what we were
meant to do unconsciously.
| There are two ways to learn to
| breathe. If our powers of self dis-
| cipline are poor, as is the case yith
'most insufficient breathers, it is a
good plan to join a gymnasium or
| calisthenic class and learn to use the
lungs as a baby learns to use its feet
and hands. But remember that
' lessons in breathing will do no good
if the scholar thinks he is absolved
 from his. task except when he is in
the class.

A simpler method for those who
have not time or opportunity for
| the gymnasium is to turn life’s daily
routine into a continuous discipline
in breathing. If the poor breather
| takes the trouble to watch himself
carefully he will find that when he
| is engaged upon any work that calls
for close attention he does not
even breathe as deeply as usual. He
almost invariably holds his breath.
