Interests Identical.

Some two weeks ago, the Review,
as well as a large number of other
papers, contained a half page ad-
vertisement of the railroads of Tex-
as in which was set out the iden-
tity of the interests of the railroads
and those of the people. Since the
rates of freight and passenger fares
are fixed by the state, there is no
opportunity for the railroads to
overcharge. It is also well settled
that the railroads must earn enough
to pay all operating expenses, inter-
est on bonds and reasonable div-
idends to the stockholders. Every
excessive charge on the railroads
by unjust or exorbitant judgments
must be paid by the people and be-
comes an indirect tax upon the
whole people. For instance a suit
has been filed against one compa-
ny for an amount sufficient to
bankrupt the company. It would
be an incalculable loss to the peo-
ple for this railroad to be put out
of business in Texas. Now should
this suit by the attorney general be
successful, who will necessarily
have to pay the bill? The people
of course. The only sensible pen-
alty for violations of the law by
corporations is by imprisonment.
Juries, in rendering verdicts against
railroads, should be governed by the
same judgment as if the defendant
were an individual. To render
excessive verdicts against railroad
corporations as a kind of punish-
ment is simply levying an indirect
tax upon the whole people.

The railroad companies are adopt-
ing a sensible plan in dealing with
the people by using the columns of
the press, especially the country
press, in explaining the relations
between them and the people.

There is one criticism to make
