London Thinks Attention Will Be Paid
"Rather to Local Exhibitions and
Displays. |
London, Aug. 30.—Regarding the
refusal of great Britain to take part
in the San Francisco exposition,
there is a good deal of talk here to
the effect that the day of the great
international exhibition is over—so
far as business interests are con-
cerned, at least. The secretary of
the London chamber of commerce,
Mr. Charles E. Musgrave, expressed |

" that view to a Herald correspon-|

dent before England's decision in |
regard to San Francisco was an-|
nounced. In his view attention is
going to be paid in the future prin-|
cipally to local exhibitions and to|
specialize displays organized in the |
interest of some particular industryi
or propaganda.

A similar view is expressed by
Mr. W. J. Chinneck, who is getting
up a children's welfare exhibit here |
for next spring. He says of inter-
national expositions:

“They are not got up for the ben-
efit of the exhibitors, but in the in-
terest of the country or town which |
wishes to boost itself. Many peo-
ple go to them because they are
big show places. The exhibits are
merely a background to the pleas-
ure side. The serious side and the
commercial value of the display
are almost entirely subordinated to
the amusements. It is the amuse-
ments, in fact, which draw the
crowd, and that means that they
are not there for business.

“I think there is much less ten-
dency to go into big international
exhibitions than formerly. What
i8 going to take their place is the
sectional exhibition, lasting for a
short period, and carried on on
business lines, so as to ~bring to-|
gether the people interested in any

|

particular subject. An exhibition
of that kind does not mean to the
exhibitor the same derangement of
business or the large expense in-i
volved in showing at the big inter-|
national expositions.”

Reviviag a Scandal
Harry K. Thaw's sensational es-
cape from the asylum for the crim-
inal insane at Matteawan will serve
but one purpose, and that is to
keep alive one of the most brutal
and shameless scandals ever un-
earthed in this country—a scandal
that, however, has done more to
check vice and immorality among
the idle rich than any one incident
of recent history.
Disagreeable though it may seem,
there was not a single element of
good in al those. events and cir-
cumstances. which led up to and
culminated in the murder of Stan-
ford White.

It was a drama staged on the
lowest possible level, and enacted
by characters whose depravity
when revealed startled the whole
civilized world.

The only good that could be said
- about Stanford White at the time
of his death was that he was a
great ' architect. For the sake of
posterity and out of respect to his
family the rest of his biography has
remained unwritten. Yet it was
the rest of his biography and not
the fact that he was a great archi-
tect that led to his death at the
hands of Harry K. Thaw.

Evelyn Nesbit Thaw, whose de-
generate charms formed the center-
piece of the tragedy, made such a
revelation of her character at the
time, and has since so conducted
herself, as to convince all . people
that she was scarcely worth the
taking of a human life, even such a
life as that of Stanford White.
Harry K. Thaw, the unfortunate
~ instrument of implacable fate, was
well calculated to play the part
assigned him. As a suitor for the
affections of the chorus girl he had
always been compelled to play
second fiddle to the dominating will
and fascinating brutality of Stan-
ford White.

The trial was as gloomy as the
tragedy itself—a compromise to
cripple justice.

Thaw was declared insane, not so
much because he was insane as to
satisfy the public that to some ex-
tent he would be compelled to atone
for a crime too obvious to be con-
doned.

His counsel were willing to ac-
cept insanity because they consid-
ered it the only way to save him
from that grim chair in Sing Sing.
The trial made and the trial broke
one legal reputation. William Trav-
ers Jerome came out of it with fly-
ing colors and has since sat down
to a practice which is said to be
worth $75,000 per year.

Delmar, the far-famed luminary
from California, who came into the
case trying to look like Napoleon,
left it bearing strong resemblance
to a chromo turned toward the
wall.

It was in Italy that the art of ing

banking as known in our times
was first introduced. The earliest
bank established in modern Europe
was that of Venice, which was
founded in 1157. It originated in
a loan which the state raised durin,

the great war of the republic wit

the Greek empire, 1156-1171.

The bank of Genoa was founded
about 150 years after the bank of
Venice. Macaulay in his “History
of England” has a partial deseri
tion of the operations of this bank,
which existed from 1320 to 1798.

Previous to the year 1694 there
were only four considerable banks
in Europe, but on the 27th of July
of that year a charter was granted
by William and Mary for establish-
ing the Bank of rEynghnd, which

for oEulence and extent of circula-
tion has for many years been the
greatest in the world.

The first bank established in the
United States is known in financial
history as the Pennsylvania bank.
It began operating on July 17,
1780, and since that time Pennsyl-
vania has figured conspicuously in
the banking affairs of the country.
Besides being the home of the first
bank in the United States, Penn-
sylvania has the distinction of hav-
ing the first bank incorporated un-
der the national banking act. Char-
¢er No. 1 was given to the First
National bank of Philadelphia. That
state is also the home of the first
trust company. In 1809 the Penn-
sylvania company, & corporation to
write insurance on lives and t
annuities, was organized in i
delphia. In 1836 this institution
was authorized to execute trusts.
Not until 1853, however, was it
empowered to act as executor and
administrator.—W. C. Jenkins in
National Magazine.
