HOUSTON COUNTY FINANCE
COMMITTEE MAKES REPORT.

Second Half of An Interesting Document—Road District Work Re-
viewed and Criticisms Made—Two Commissioners Under Fire.
The First Half of This Document Appeared Last Week.

Dan LaRoe of Anderson county
being sworn testified as follows:

“I worked 7 miles on the new
Lovelady road, grading same and
in some places sanding and claying.
I paid $3.50 per day for teams that
I hired. Got $4.50 a day for all
teams | worked, from county.
Commissioner Knox was present
supervising and giving directions as
to work, etc.” Question by com-
mittee: What did you pay Com-
missioner Knox? “Nothing.” How
was he compensated for the time
he put in on your road? “I don't
know, 1 paid him nothing.” Did
you feed the horse of Commissioner
Knox?! “I did and charged him
nothing for the feed, though he
offered to pay.”

The committee put up to Mr.
LaRoe the same question it pro-
pounded J. H. Smith and others,
which was, “What per cent of a
full equivalent do you consider the
road district got for all this large
sum of money voted and expended
for good roads? “Not over 60 per
cent.”

Mr. J. H. Smith's reply to the
same question was, “1 consider
the cost for moving dirt in this
district has been 22 cents per cubic
yard when it could have been
moved under contract for 13 to 15
cents per cubic yard. The district
has not gotten over 60 per cent
efficiency for money spent. Rail-
roads expect to get 85 per cent
efficiency, and we should have got-
ten it in this district.”

Other witnesses agree with the
above that the district has not got-
ten over 60 per cent of what it had

“a right to expect for this enormous

expenditure of money.

In Commissioner Long's precinct
we had quite a number of witnesses
as to character of work done, how
done, the number of teams employ-
ed and other details of road build-
ing. The leader or boss of the
gang at work in this precinct was
J. F. Cook. Several witnesses liv-
ing near the work testified to the
fact that frequently work stock was
seen standing up in the corral do-
ing nothing. There was the same
criticism of the character of the
work done on these roads that we
met with on other roads. J. F.
Cook, being sworn, said: “I got
$3.00 a day for my services and
$200 a day for each team with
hoard and feed for self and teams
furnished by the county.” Question:
Did you in your pay rolls collect
for teams which.-were in corral
from being sick or crippled? “Yes
sir. If one of my mules got laid
off from being knocked out, the
county paid for him just the same
as if he was at work. The same
was true of all other mules which
worked in my camp.” “How often
was Mr. Long out where you were
working the roads?!” “Three or
four times a week. I felt that I
was under him. He charged noth-

ing and 1did not pay him one
cent. He made suggestions as to

work, right-of-way, changing road,
etc. I did not swear to my pay
rolls because the court did not re-
quire it.”

Just here the committee wish to
call attention to what seems an ex-
traordinary proceeding in the fact
that of all this vast sum of money
expended . for road construction,
aggregating nearly $160,000.00,
| with one or two exceptions, we fail
to find the jurat of any official,
| authorized to administer oaths, to
‘any of the pay rolls involving the
'payment every week of several
| thousand dollars. We fail to see
| the consistency in requiring that a
| bill for a few pounds of nails be
attested by oath when presented by
a person on one hand when a pay
roll for a thousand dollars may be
presented by .the same person on
the other hand and collected with-
out swearing to any part of it.

The magnitude of the work and
the sum to be expended would cer-
tainly seem to call for the authen-
tication of pay rolls under oath.
The Finance Committee will not
undertake to define the offense of
| which Commissioners Matchett and
| Lively are guilty in accepting com-
pensation from road contractors as
related above. We refer the mat-
ter to the grand jury and attorneys
for the commonwealth to determine
the degree and character of the
offense, whether malfeasance, mis-
ifeasance or other official miscon-
'duct. We have established to our
entire satisfaction by competent
,evidence the fact that they ac-
| cepted this remuneration from those
engaged in contract work for the
county and during the same period
!of time were, as commissioners of
| the county, passing on or approv-

ing in an official capacity, the con-
ftracts and bills of these same con-
' tractors from whom they were ac-
| cepting remuneration for doing, ac-
|" cording to the evidence, absolutely
(nothing in recompense for even
| their board and horse feed, not to
' mention the money which passed
ifrom the hands of the road con-
| tractors.
| They have been guilty of the
| grossest and most culpable official
' misconduct and there ought to be,
[if there is not, some method of vis-
| iting them with punishment befit-
|ting the offense. We cannot ex-
| pect to maintain a high standard of

:civic righteousness or official con-
| duct, if two officials, charged with
| responsibility of serving the people
|and protecting their interests, can
fat the same time act in a dual
| capacity, claiming in one to be the
| guardians of the peoples’ welfare
'and in the other serving the inter-

ests of their benefactors and do all
this with impunity. It is not a
 matter to be wondered at that
iamong the people of the county
' and especially of Road District No.
13. there is a deep seated and wide
pervading indignation over the

fact, patent even to the undiscrim-
' inating, that this vast sum of mon-

‘cover the money thus illegally paid

ey has been dissipated in reckless,
riotous disbursement and in ‘return
therefor so small a per cent of co-
efficiency given in substantial, en-'
during highways.

Evidence is overwhelming and
conclusive that the character of
work done is not what it should
have been and what the people had
a right to expect. And while all
this money was being thus expend-
ed there was one of the court very |
prominent and active in providing |
means for squandering the money'
of the people, who had no right to!
sit as a member of the court and |
was not even a citizerl of the coun-
ty. This fact furnishes another!
element of support to the conten-
tion of the committee that the acts|
of the commissioners’ court, so far
as they may affect the application |
of the special road law to District |
No. 3, are without warrant of law.‘

For nearly nine months Com-
missioner Lively had been serving
as a member of the court after he
had ceased to be a citizen of this
county and this fact was known in
certain sections of the county and
could have been readily established
at any time during this interval by
witnesses who were cognizant of
the fact that Commissioner Lively's
family had moved about January
1, 1913, to Walker county. It was
also a matter of common gossip on
the streets of Crockett and Grape-
land that as soon as commissioners’
court adjourned for the tesm or took
a recess to a day fixed, Commis-
sioner Lively almost invariably took
the train for his home in Walker
county.

The finance committee suggests
that some action be taken to re-

this commissioner for services as 'a
member of the court.

In commenting on the money
feature of Road District No. 3, we
wish to call attention to the acts
of the commissioners’ court. This
court has no right to take the in-
terest accruing in the depository,
to the credit of Road District No. 3,
and pass same to the credit of the
general fund. But the court seems
to have done this very thing as ap-
pears from proceedings recorded on
page 267 commissioners’ minutes,
which reads: "“The treasurer is
hereby directed to transfer interest
on deposits as follows: To R. & B.
Sinking, $1,000.00; to R. & B. No. 3
Sinking, $1000.00; to County Fund,
$2,519.20; total, $4,519.20.”

We thus see.- that this sum the
most of which is interest from de-
posits of Road District No. 3 money,
has been diverted from its proper
channel and turned over to funds
that have comparatively little claim
toit. The most of this interest
should have gone to credit of Road
District No. 3 current fund and
been applied to the roads. This
court not only diverts money legiti-
mately belonging to Road District
No. 3 to other funds, but refuses to
give Road District No. 3 any part
of the general R. B. current fund
raised from the whole county, al-
though Road District No, 3 pays
nearly or quite one-fourth of all
this tax.

A close scrutiny of the minutes
of commissioners’ court will dis-
close that they are in habit of trans-
ferring money from one fund to
another with a rather careless ob-
servance of the law and equities
involved. Just here we wish to

state that this court has been in
the habit for several years of creat-
ing special R. & B. funds, one for
each commissioner’s precinct. The
Attorney General, in an opinion,
says emphatically that the court
has no authority to create these
special R. & B. precincts and place
funds to their credit to be expended ‘
by each commissioner at his option |
and discretion for material and !
work ordered and approved by him. |
The exercise of such authority in
the creation of these special pre-
cinct funds is equivalent to con-
stituting each commissioner a com-
missioners’ court in his own right.

Our contention will be appreciated
when we say that we have before
us as we write, two quarterly reports
of one commissioner for 1912 One
of these shows where the commis-
sioner spent for labor and material
over $1,000.00 in one quarter. The
other report shows where this same
commissioner spent over $1,500.00
for labor and material in another
quarter. Here is over $2500.00
disbursed on approval of one com-
missioner in six months and at the
same rate of disbursement he ex-
pended over $5,000.00 in one year
out of this special R. & B. fund set
aside to the credit of this commis-
sioner for his special use and ap-
plication to the roads of his pre-
cinct. :

The people can see how the mon-
ey goes when it is thus illegally
handled. In looking through one
of these two quarterly reports, we
notice this account: “Cash paid
‘John Doe' and ‘others, work on
road, $100.90." Notice the wording
of this item,

“John Doe and Others.”

Who are those in the word
“others” and how many of them
were there? = We cannot believe
the law ever intended to give the
commissioners' court power to
create four or even one special R.
& B. precinct and place same in
charge of any one commissioner
with a special fund to the credit of
such precinct.

Just here, in reference to the in-
terest which accrues from deposits
in bank, we are of opinion that it
should be prorated among the sev-
eral funds on deposit and the book
of the treasurer should show the
exact sums to the credit of each
fund. The reason which prompts
this improper transfer of funds may
be found in an embarrassing fact
which exists today—that but for
the transfer of the interest which
has accrued from the deposit of
money to the credit of Road Dis-
trict No. 3 to the general county |
fund there would be a deficit in
that fund, a s*atus which can be
explained by the extravagant bills |
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hesitate to say that we believe the

rate of taxation is greater tham it
should be for Houston county. Ams

barrassing array of facts and fig-
ures.

commissioners’ court for help for
almost any kind of loss or damage.
We find bills allowed for post mor-
tems or autopsies that are cleadly
illegal. We cannot dwell toe
strongly on the adage that a full =
pocket book or an overflowing
treasury leads to waste and extrav-
agance. And when the several \i
funds become swollen, “slopping”
over 80 to speak, instead of leaving
the money in the pockets of the
peodple by cutting the tax rate, the
ingenuity is taxed to devise new en- -
terprises and provide new channels
to absorb this surplus. Thecout
liquidated and yet the court still
leaves the C. H. & jail current and
sinking fund tax, and then trans-
fers the money to the general fund.
We are frank to claim that the tax
rate of this county should be re-
duced 15¢c on the hundred dollars
and remark further that the mat-
ter of taxation is getting to be a
serious question in this county.

Rail-
roads expect to get 85 per cent
efficiency, and we should have got-
ten it in this district.”

Other witnesses agree with the
above that the district has not got-
ten over 60 per cent of what it had
a right to expect for tl enormous
expenditure of money.

Evidence is overwhelming and
conclusive that the character of'
work done is not what it should
have béen and what the people had
a right to expect. And while all|
this money was being thus expend- |
ed there was one of the court very |
prominent and active in providing |
means for squandering the money |
of the people, who had no right toi
sit as a member of the court and |
was not even a citizenl of the coun- |
ty. This fact furnishes another!
element of support to the conten-|
tion of the committee that the acts!
of the commissioners’ court, so far
as they may affect the application
of the special road law to District
No. 3, are without warrant of law.

For nearly nine months Com-
missioner Lively had been serving
as a member of the court after he
had ceased to be a citizen of this
county and this fact was known in
certain sections of the county and
could have been readily established
at any time during this interval by
witnesses who were cognizant of
the fact that Commissioner Lively's
family had moved about January
1, 1913, to Walker county. It was
also a matter of common gossip on
the streets of Crockett and Grape-
land that as soon as commissioners’
court adjourned for the term or took
a recess to a day fixed, Commis-
sioner Lively almost invariably took
the train for his home in Walker
county.

The finance committee suggests

In commenting on the money
feature of Road District No. 3, we
wish to call attention to the acts
of the commissioners’ court. This
court has no right to take the in-
terest accruing in the depository,
to the credit of Road District No. 3,
and pass same to the credit of the
general fund. But the court seems
to have done this very thing as ap-
pears from proceedings recorded on
page 267 commissioners’ minutes,
which reads: “The treasurer is
hereby directed to transfer interest
on deposits as follows: ToR. & B.

Sinking, $1000.00; to County Fund,
$2,519.20; total, $4,519.20."

We thus see. that this sum the
most of which is interest from de-
posits of Road District No. 3 money,
has been diverted from its proper
channel and turned over to funds
that have comparatively little claim
toit. The most of this interest
should have gone to credit of Road
District No. 3 current fund and
been applied to the roads. This
court not only diverts money legiti-
mately belonging to Road District
No. 3 to other funds, but refuses to
give Road District No. 3 any part
of the general R. B. current fund
raised from the whole county, al-
though Road District No. 3 pays
nearly or quite one-fourth of all
this tax.

ELECTRIC CURRENTS.

Why Birds Are Not Killed When They
Hop Upon the Third Rail.

While waiting at a railroad cross-
ing you may have been horrified to
see a robin or a starling calmly step
upon the third rail. Of course you
expected to witness a fluttering of
the wings and then—death. In-
stead, the bird hopped along the
rail, meandered to earth and hop-
ped back again, while you wondered
what magic saved the bird from
electrocution.

The problem is very simple. It
is not due to any biological differ-
ence between birds and other ani-
mals or human beings, but to the
nature of electricity.

At every power house 12,000 to
30,000 volts are generated, the
number varying according to the
distance to be traversed. In short
services, such as the ordinary sub-
urban service, about 12,000 volts are
generated, which are reduced to
675 volts before being sent through
the third rail to the substation,
from whence the electric.current is
returned to the power house, so

DIAMOND MINING.

How They Treat the Blue Dirt In the
I Kimberly Region.

| Writing to his mouthly from Jo-
hannesburg, E. W. Howe tells how
the diamonds are taken from the
| mines in South Africa. Briefly, the

GARGOYLES OF NOTRE DAME

These Grotesque Forms Were Cut by
Frampton, an Englishman.

Perhaps few cathedrals st home
or abroad possess on their exterior
80 many curious grotesques as does
Notre Dame, and scarcely any visi-
tor to Paris leaves that fair city
without being more or less impress-
ed by them.

Probably the majority, if they
have a thought at all upon the sub
ject, put these down as part and
parcel of the original fabric, which
dates from 1163. But such is not
really the case. The majority are
comparatively modern and, curious-
ly enough, were not carved by
French craftsmen at all, but by an
Englishman named Frampton, a
clever artificer who has long since
gone to his rest.

About the middle of the last cen-
tury a then well known London con-
tractor named George Myers obtain-
ed the commission to build a large
mansion neas Paris for a member
of the Rothschild family. 1In its
erection he employed on the spot a
large number of English workers,
whom he sent from London for that
purpose. Frampton was one of
them.

About the same time that prince
of continental architects, the late
Viollet le Due, was engaged on the

| renovation of the exterior of Notre

| Dame.

When the Rothschild work
was completed the architect in ques-

| tion, whose attention had already

been attracted by Frampton’s skill,
offered the latter a position among
the cathedral staff then at work
there.

This perhaps was the more readi-
ly accepted, for during his sojourn
in that country Frampton had taken
to himself a French wife. Almost
the first thing he did in the em-
ploy was to produce a new grotesque
in place of a mutilated old gargoyle,
and Viollet le Duc was so pleased
with the spirit thrown into it that
he kept Frampton upon that par-
ticular kind of work.—Harry Sterns
in the Guardian.

It would seem unnecessary to tell
any one not to use the present
fense instead of the past tense
when mentioning what another has
said, yet a careless person may be
heard saying, “He says” instead of

“He said.”

Other faults are to say “A great
ways,” “Somewheres,” “There’s
plenty of places.”

The contraction “don’t” for “do
not” should never be used with a
ginglar noun or pronoun. It is cor-
rect to say “He does not,” and not

Most of the hostelries and tav-

Gallier in “Usages et Moeurs d’Au-
trefois,” were situated along the
Appian way. Some of them were
passable. It was at one of the bet- |
ter ones that Cicero used frequent-
ly to stop and write his letters.

The most interesting hostelries,
however, were near the circuses |
and amphitheaters. The shrewd |
and generally dishonest owners had |
s double purpose in selecting that |
situation. It was well chosen for |
the patronage of the huge crowds |
that ‘went to the circuses on holi-
days to see the fights between wild |
animals and the gladiatorial com- |
bats, and the landlords could buy
conveniently and reasonably those
animals that had been slaughtered
during the day, to be served on |

Thus a merrymaker might wit-
ness a battle between a lion and a
tiger in the amphitheater in the aft-
ernoon, and if he went to a nearby
hotel might find parts of the same
lion or tiger in his stew for dinner.
A bear’s steak was considered a
great delicacy in Rome.

The furnishi of the common
room, which in these hotels served
as dining room, parlor and taproom
were severely simple. A few wood-
en tables, a few wooden benches
and a sort of elevated throne were
the only pieces of furniture. On the
raised chair or throne sat the owner
of the inn and watched over his
guests and probably his belongings.

A large number of the hostelries
displayed upon the ceilings of their
common rooms a painting repre-
senting a rooster. The painting
bore an inscription, the spirit of
which will never grow old: “When
this cock crows, then we will give
credit.”

That is the one link that binds
the crude, uncomfortable tavern of
ancient Rome to the elaborate ho-

That
official may possibly need help at
times in his office, but the law
does not give the commissioners’
court power to furnish same in the
capacity of clerk or otherwise.

We would recommend to his hon-
or, Judge J. S. Prince, the appoint-
ment of a finance committee at
every term of court. By doing so
it will obviate the necessity in fu-
ture of such long and tedious ses-
sions as your present committee
has been obliged to hold.

When this committee first met
only one or two of the ferries had
paid the license and filed the bond
required by law. Since that date
all have paid but two or three.

The commissioners’ court was in
session 103 days in the past year.
