The remains of Judge J. G. Bar̂  

bee, who died at Wharton on 
Wednesday of last week, reached 
Crockett Friday at noon and were 
conveyed to the home of the broth­
er, Hon. N. B. Barbee. Funeral ser­
vices were held at the Methodist 
church Friday afternoon at 3:80 
o'clodi. conducted by the Methodist 
pastor. Rev. D. R  Hotchkiss. The 
services were attended by numy of 
our people and the floral contribu­
tions were numerous.

Interment occurred in Glenwood 
cemetery immediately foOosrliM the 
services at the church, whidi were 
apfwopriate and brief. The newly 
made grave was benked to conceal­
ment with flowers-^ last tribute 
of esteem from relatives and friends 
in Orockett, Wharton, Houston and 
elsewhere.

Judge Barbee was bom in Grpek- 
ett on July 4, 1850, and was the 
son of Dr. J. G. Barbee and Miranda 
(Burrow) Barbee^ both of. whom 
were natives of North Carbttna, but 
early settlers in Tennessee.

Dr. Barbee waa pne of the pio­
neer physiciaiis'of his time and 
locality. He began the practice of 
medicine as a young man and con- 
.tinned throughout his life. He 
came to Texas some time in the 

.  80s, first settling in Shelby county. 
He continued his proMsion in Shel­
by county until 1852, wben_he 
moved to what is now Lee county, 
w hm  he lived until his death In 
1853. His widow lived there until 
the close of the war, when she re­
turned to Houston county and lived

until her death in. 1886.
Judge Barbee was the youngest 

of the nine chlldrai of his parents. 
Of these, Julia, Edna, John a n d l 
second son named John are dead. 
Those living are: Mrs. V. J. Vty- 
mier, the wife of E  F. Frymier, a 
former Crockett dtiaen; N. E  Bar­
bee of Crockett and Mrs. Gay, widow 
of George Gay of Lee county.

Judge Barbee’s wife was Miss 
Fannie B. FIfer of Alabama, a 
daughter of Jacob and Lucy Ann 
FIfer. After his marriage Judge 
Psfiwf  cngsiged in the insurance 
business in Memphis, Tena, for two 
years and then moved to Houston 
county, where he took up farming, 
also serving as Justice of the peace 
at Augusta, Houston county, for 
two years. In 1884 he moved to 
Wharton and since that time the 
latter place has been his home. At 
Wharton he first engaged in the 
mercantile business, but later took 
up fanning again. In 1893 he was 
elected county Judge, serving one 
term. Since bis retirement from

Vfb Btatee all came close to their rec­
ords. Texas produced in 1S14 4,5S0,t33 
balas against 3>44,>70 In 1*13.

A feature of the crop was the great­
ly Increased production la California 
and Arlxona, two stataa where the cot­
ton-growing Industry la in ita Infancy 
and wbero a superior quality of the 
staple la raised.

California’s production amounted to 
4iA16 halos, or 34,917,600 pounds, 
while. Aiiaona’s waa 7,142 bales, or 
SA71,000 pounds.

Unofficial astlautes place the value 
of the crop, which this season has 
been greatly reduced by the effect of 
the Boropean war, at $670,000,000 for 
lint. That Is based on an average 
price of 7.3e per pound to producers, 
aad an estimate of 70 per cent as the 
quantity already aold, with the re­
mainder selling at an average of 7.8c 
a pound. On. the same basis the value 
)f tba seed is estimated at 1134,000.- 
000. These together made the estl- 

ed value of the 1914-16 crop to cot- 
tqb fOrmeri $704,000,090. compared 
aitb  $911,000,000, the value of the 
191$-14 crop, estimated In the same 
manner.

three largest crops prior to 1914. In­
cluded In the 1914 figures are 121,461 
bales which glnners estimated-would 
be turned out after the March can­
vass.

1911.
