CLAIMS FRYE SUNK LEGALLY

Last Reply Fails to Concede Amenr
ica's Interpretation of the
Treaty of 1828, Etc.

Washington.—Germany is uanyield-|
ing in her refusal to concede that thel

sinking of the American sailing ship
William P. Frye by the auxiliary cruis
er Prinz Eitel Friedrich in the South

Atlantic last January was a violation |
of American rights under the Prus-
sian-American treaty or intermational |
law,

In reply to the last representations
of the United States the German for-|
eign office in a note made public at
Washington Wednesday by the state
department reiterates a previous justi-
fication of Germany's course, declares
again her willingness to pay for the
ship and accepts a proposal, first ad-
vanced by the United States, that the
amount of damages be fixed by two
experts, one to be selected by each
country

Such a sum, the German government
pledges itself to pay prompt, with the
stipulation, however, that the payment
shall not be viewed as a satisfaction
for violation of American rights
should that method be unsatisfactory,
Germany invites the United States to
arbitration at The Hague.

The entire dispute revoives about

article 13 of the Prussian-American
treaty of 1798, which was revived and
inciuded in the treaty of 1828, That
article the United States contends spe-
cifically protected the Willlam P.
Frye from being sunk, although it did
not protect 2 contraband cargo. Ger
many takes precisely an opposite
view, contending that the article only
obligated her to pay damages. Fur
thermore, Germany replies that as the
Frye's cargo of wheat, destined for
England, was contraband, the ship
was llable to confiscation and that as
an attempt to take the prize into a
German port would have imperiled
her captor, the destruction of the Frye
“was according to general principles
{ of international law.”
“The right of sinking,” says the uer-
! man note, “is not mentioned in the
treaty and is, therefore, ncldur ex-
pressly permitted nor expressly pro-
hibited, s0'thial on’ this point the party
stipulations must be supplanted by the
general rules of international law.
¢ & * It is not disputed by the
American government that, according
to the general principles of interna-
tional law, a belligerent is authorized
in sinking neutral vessels under al-
most any condition for carrying con-
traband.

The note argues at length for the
German interpretation of the disputed
treaty provision, contending that its
intent is to establish a reasonable
compromise between the military in-
terests of the belligereant contracting
party and the commercial interests of
the neutral party.

*On the one hand,” says the note,
“the belligerent party is to have the
right to prevent the transportation of
war supplies to his adversaries, even
when carried on vessels of the neu-
tral party; on the other hand, the com-
merce and navigation of the neutral
party is to be interfered with as little
as possible by the measures necessary
for such prevention and reasonable
compensation is to be paid for any in-
convenlence or damage which may,
nevertheless, ensue from the proceed-
ings of the belligerent party.”

'ANNUAL CONVENTION OF

Union Dolo.om Demand Non-interfer
ence With Cotton Trade With Neu-
trals—Resclutions Passed, Etc.

Houston, Tex.—Many resolutions
were passed at the annual convention
of the Farmers' Union of Texas at
Houston last week.

Chairman N. 8. Ray of the commit
tee on crop conditions in Texas report
ed as follows: “The crop condition
in Texas is placed at 68.1 per cent.
The reduction of acreage in cotton is
placed at 265 per cent and the acre
age in grain and forage Is placed
above normal.” Inciuded in the re-
poert of the resolutions committee were
the following resolutions:

Resolution praising President Wil
son for the stand he has tuken to pro-
mote peace and asserting that “peace
without honor Is humiliating and we
demand that the farmers of the South
be protected against unwarranted in-
terference with the shipment of cot-
ton to neutral countries and we urge
the president to notify all countries
that this nation will permit no inter
ference with its trade with neutral

Resolution indorsing a permanent
warehouse and marketing law.

Compulsory education was indorsed
as a demand of the union.

Resolution favoring the separation
of the A. and M. College and the Uni-
versity of Texas.

Resolution indorsing the bill against
usury as introduced in the thirty-
fourth legislature.

Resolution favoring an amendment
to the cosstitution for a graduated
land tax.

Resolution favoring an amendment
‘o the comstitution providirdg that all
State, district, county precinct of-
icers be elected for a\term of four
years instead of two years.

Resolution declaring that the initia-
tive, referendum and recall was the
only reliable safeguard of the interests
of the people. -

Resolution urging that all foreignery
become American citizens before they
are allowed the privilege of the ballot.

Resolution opposing the creation of
new courts and new offices and sug-
gesting that the problems be solved
by longer hours and shorter vacations,

Resolution favoring an amendment
to the constitution providing for nom-
inations for State an ddistrict officers
by a majority -vote.

Resolution favoring a law limiting
the expenditures of candidates for po-
litical offices.

Resolution favoring an amendment
to the constitution to permit cities and
counties to exempt manufacturing
plants from taxation for a period of
years in order to encourage those in-
dustries that will consume the raw
materials of the State.

Resolution commending the State
agricultural department for establish-
in ga bureau of markets.

All of the above resolutions were
adopted according to information
given out at the close of the session.

CHANGED CONDITIONS OF WAR-
FARE REQUIRE NEW APPLI
CATION OF PRINCIPLES. -

HOLDS COURSE S’ JISTIRED

Sir Edward Grey in Reply Molds That
America’s Protest Is “Unsustainable
Either in Point of Law or Pringi-
ples of International Equity.”

Washington—Great Britain's replies
to the Iatest American representsa-
tions agaiust interferemce with neu-
tral commerce reject entirely the con-
tention that thé orders in council are
illegal and justify the British course

as being wholly within international
law,

“Unsustainable, either in point of
law, or upon principles of internation-
al equity,” is the British reply to the
American protest against the block-
ade of neutral ports, with an invita-
tion to submit to international arbi-
tration any cases in which the United
States is dissatisfied with the action
of British prize courts.

Great Britain's reply, embodied in
two notes, one supplemental, was
made public at Washington Tuesday
and in London simultaneously, by
agreement between the two govern-
ments. With the notes was made pub-
lie also the correspondence over the
American steamer Neches, seized by
| the British while en route from Rot-
| terdam to the United States with
| goods of German origin. Al the cor-
respondence aggregates 7,000 words.

Changed conditions of warfare, the
! British note contends, require a new
? application of the principles of inter-
| national law. The advent of the sub-
| marine, the airship and the ac‘ion of
{ German troops in Belgium are cited as
Justification for the exercise of ex-
treme measures. The blockade is jus-
tifiled on the contention that the unl
versally recognized fundamental prin-
ciple of a blockade is that a bellig-
erent is entitied to cut off “by effec-
tive means the sea-borne commerce of
his enemy.”

The note reiterates that Great Brit-
ain will ¢ontinue to apply the orders
complained of, aithough not without
every effort to avold embarrassment
to neutrals, and observes that the
American statistics show that any
loss in trade with Germany and Aus-
tria has been more than overbalanced
by the increase of other industrial
tivities due to the war. ;

In the general reply to the Ameri-
can representations against the orders
in council, Sir Edward Grey, the for
eign minister, addressing Ambassador
Page, begins by expressing the hope

that he may be able to convince the |
administration in Washington that |
“the measures we have announced are |
not only reasonable and necessary in
themselves, but constitute no more
than an adaption of the old principles
of blockade to the pecullar clrcum-f
stances with which we are confront.
od "

“I need searcely dwell on the obli-
gations incumbent upon the allies”
wrote Sir Edward, “to take every step
in their power to overcome their com-
mon enemy, in view of the shocking
violation of the recognized rules and
principles of civilized warfare of
which he has been guilty during the
present struggle.”

Sir Edward then refers to alleged
atrocities in Belgium, poisoning of
wells in German Southwest Africa, use
of poisonous gases against the allled
troops in Flanders and finally the
sinking of the Lusitania to show “how
indispensable it is that we should
leave unused no justifiable method of
defending ourseives.”

Mexican Raiders and Bandits Clash
Near Brownavilie and One U. 8. 8Sol-
dier and Several Bandits Killed.

Brownsville, Tex-~The band of
Mexican ralders, reported surrounded
north of Brownsville Tuesday by Unit-
ed States cavalrymen and an Ameri-
can posse, has escaped, according to
fnformation Wednesday. The ralders,
after Tuesday's fight with cavalrymen
and posses, in which Privata McGuire
was killed and Privates Curtis and
Clapsaddle wers wounded, and in
which the Mexican dead has been va-
riously placed at from twelve to fif-
teen, were reported intrenched in the
brushy country about eighteen miles
north of Brownsville, hut when the
place was rushed the United States
troops found only six saddled horses
and one extra saddie. Only two Mexi-
cans are now belleved to have been
killed, while two have been captured.

The Original Incubator,

(By MRS, A, J. WILDER.)
In order to make as great profit as
possible we should use economy in
' the production as well as good judg
ment in the marketing of eggs and
poultry.
The farmer has a great advantage
here over the poultfyman who has all
the feed to buy and we must not for
#et 10 make the best use possible of
this advantage.
Grit and charcoal can be found and
made on the farm and the expense of
buying these necessary things can be
saved. If there is & creek bed near,
baul gravel from that and place near
the henhouses where the poultry can
find it Charcoal can be made by tak-
ing the live coals from the stove and
pouring water over them. They will
immediately turn to charcoal and can
be ground or broken up into the right
size Tor the chickens to swallow. Bet-
ter do this work out of doors as steam
and ashes will iy from the coals when
the water is poured on them
In these ways we can greatly reduce
the cost of keeping our poultry and
it will pay us to give time and thought
to our work as the profit in u,"m
try business, as in any other, Hes be
tween the cost of production d the
amount received for the eted
products.

Besides comfortable quarters, the
chick, to thrive, must have exercise,
water, grit, a variety of grain food,
green or succuleat food, and caseln
or meat foods.

Exercise is as essential as food, and
lack of it indicates wrong methods of
rearing. natural way for a chick
to take its is to scrateh for it, tak-
ing a little at a time. If small chick-

are put into a box with a bare
and fed from a trough, they willl
become weak. Many will become
clogged bebind with the excrements
sccumuisting on the down, and it is
generally concluded that something

has been fed to cause bowel trouble.
As a matter of fact they are weak
from lack of exercise, and the appear
ance of diarrhea is only the inability
of the chick to properly expel its ex-
crements,

If chicks caonot be out of doors
their feeding floor should be covered
with sand, and over this should be
thrown some litter, such as chaff from
the straw -stack or leaves from an
alfalfa loft.  Place the feed in this
litter. If small quantities are thus
given, and given often, the question
of exercise is solved. Brooder chicks
need more care in this way than do
chicks with hens, but even in the lat-
ter case it is worth while to make
them scratch for their food when they
are ralsed indoors.

The notion is' prevalent that a chick
should begin his diet on bolled eggs,
bread and milk, or some other soft
food. This notion has probably arisen
from the knowledge that most youang
animals cannot digest hard foods. But
when we consider the fact that the
natural food of the young mammal is
milk, we see why this principle does
not apply to chickens

Little chicks should be first féd
when seventy-two to ninetysix hours
old. Feed small quantities and as
often as is convenlent. If the feed
is buried in deep litter they must
work longer getting it out. The idea
is to have them always hungry enough
to hunt for food, and always a little
food for them to find. If the chicks
are at liberty, feeding ,ften is Dot so
important—three times a day would
be sufficient; while if they roam far
in the fieids, finding much food, mora-
ing and evening feeding is all that is
necessary. It is not a matter of
great importance just what grain a
chicken is first fed. The important
thing is that they be supplied with a

variety of grain as with casein or
meat, grit wl’m food.

Financial Stringency and Congee-

tion of Grops This Fail.

Washington.—Preliminary plans de
signed to make avallable the resources
of the federal reserve system in the
annual fall movement of crops have
been worked out by the federa! re
serve board. Writing to the twelve
regional banks, the board pointed out
in a letter made public Tuesday how
members of the system might help to
finance the movement.

The board's action was taken, the
letter said, to forestall any possibility
of eongestion of crops this fall for
lack of financial accommodation to
move them and to avoid a recurrence
of the stringency which In the past
has marked this movement, :

Although the board would apply its
plan to wheat, corn and all other
cereals, it devoted most attention to
the cotton crop, which, it sald, was pe-
culiarty sénsitive to abnormal condi-
tions such as exist in the export trade.

Usually the crop movement has
.been taken care of by government de-
posits in banks or the issue of emer
gency currency under the Aldrich-
Vreeland act, which expired last
month. In place of these agencies, the
board stated, there was ample author
ity in the federal reserve act to meet
the situation this year.
. The board called special attention to
the marketing of cotton because it
was “clearly to the common interest
that credits based upon this crop be
protected as far as possible from the
danger of demoralization.”

It showed that no staple commodity
was subject to greater variations in
prices than cotton and quoted figures
showing an average annual fluctua-
tion on the New York Cotton Ex-
change of 5.38¢ per pound.

“Sudden and violent fluctuations,™
the letter continued, “are clearly to
the advantage of neither the loaning
banks, the producer, the manufactur
ers nor the consumer. They offer, on
the coatrary, an Inviting field for the
speculator, and should the federal re-
serve system, in making possible the
more normal movement of the crop,
be a contributing factor in reducing
these fluctuations, it would have ac-
complished a great public good.”
The board suggested that the re
serve banks communicate with their
members and others interested and
pointed out that cotton producers, if
they hope to take advantage of the
facilities of the system for carrying
cotton, should begin arranging for its
proper storage and insurance as rapid-
ly as ginned.

“Federal reserve banks,” said the
letter, “should particularly point out
to their members that they are pre-
pared to rediscount the notes of farm-
ers and merchants secured by proper
warehouse receipts for cotton and ac-
companied by evidence of insurance.”
Member banks, the letter saild,
which offer these notes to federal re
serve banks for rediscount should be
ready to state the grade and market
value of the cotton and the note
should be in the customary collateral

additional security in event of ma-
terial decline in market value.

“The amount to be advanced would
be left primarily to the judgment of
the member banks,” said the letter.
The letter said that while there was
pot sufficient warehouse space in the
South to take care of the entire cotton
crop, there probably was ample facil-
ity for the proper storage of all cotton
Hkely to be pledged for loans.

“It should be made plain,” the hoard
warned, “that compliance with the es-
sential featurea of the plan herein out-
lined, modified as circumstances may
demand, will be necessary for the nor-
mal marketing of this year's crop and
for the proper protection of those who
are Interested In its movement,
whether banks, producers or manufac-
turers,

“While there seems to be no reason

Germans Would Require That Num-
ber to Effectually Blockade
All British Ports.

Assuming that the German subma-
rines are based at Zeebrugge, the time
required for the passage to and from
blockading stations off the ports of
Great Britailn would be about four
days. The average time necessary for
overhauling at the base between trips
may be estimated at six days, and the
time which may be spent at sea be-
tween visits to the base cannot well
exceed twenty days. Consequently it
would be impracticable to maintain
more than about half of the total force
of submarines on blockading stations.

There are forty-nine ports on the
coasts of BEngland, Scotland and
Wales which it would be necessary for
the German submarines to blockade it
all supplies are to be cut off.

An effective blockade of any port
could scarcely be maintained in the
face of defensive '%pn-ntlonn. which
must be expected, with less than three
submarines, and double that number
would be none too many. If the min-
imum number of three boats be al-
lowed for each port, the Germans
would require at least 147 constantly
on station to close all the ports of
Great Britain; that is, allowing for the
necessary” passage time to and from

JOURNEYINGS OF HOUSE FLY

Household Pests, It Is Found, Seldom
Travel Far From the Breeding
Ground,

Dr. J. T. Nash, an English physi-
.cian, who has devoted much attention
to the spread of disease by flies, finds
that the common house fly does not
readily leave a house in which it finds
__protection, warmth and food. Such
houses situated near places where
flies breed—where garbage is depos-
ited, or refuse from stables Is kept un-
duly long—suffer from a plague of
| fliles not found In houses in the next
street farther away.

These nearer houses effect a consid-
erable arrestment of the spread of
flies. In these infested houses, al-
though fly-paper may kill hundreds,
Just as many flles are found 24 hours
later if the windows are left open
and the weather is warm,

When flles are numerous, they de-
crease in numbers in different houses,
in inverse ratio to the distance from
the breeding grounds. Flies fly far-
ther when places of arrestment, in the
shape of houses, are few or far off.

Where houses are few, more flles
will be found than where houses are
many. Where houses are numerous,
few flles will .travel more than =
quarter of a mile.
