The drillen in the Houston asoik-: 
ty oil Qekl, 14 miles e u t of Crockett, 
are again in trouble We do not 
know what the trouble is. Oil-field 
opMetofS seem to understand it. but 
this editor, who knbws nothing of 
digging an oil well, or any other 
kind oi well for that matter, does 
not There is water trouble, sand 
trouble, mud trouble, strainer trou­
ble, casing trouble and other trou-' 
hies. The problems of bringing in 
an oil welt are many and are known 
only to those familiar with  ̂oU-fleld 
operations. Reports from the field 
say that the oil is there, but that 
sand and watw are interfering and 
that the strainer has become im­
paired. These dilHculties will be 
overcome in time, however, and the 
Courier hopes to yet report a pro­
ducing oil field In that aeptkw. The 
drill is down to a depth of 840 feet, 
and if the oil strata now encoun­
tered does not prove to be in paying 
quantity, after being tested, the 
drill will be put down deeper. Ex­
perts believe the oil is there and 
advise deeper drilling.

Oil in paying quantities was first 
found at Corsicana in 1896̂  The 
first weli produced 22'barrels daily 
from a depth of 1030 feet. This 
may indicate that the Houston 
county driller has not gone deep 
enough. During 1897 the total pro­
duction of the Corsicana field was 
68.000 bands from 47 wells. That 
field is still producing a small 
amount ot oO.

C o itio n s which led to prospect- 
log at Spindletop were gas seepages 
and sour water at the base of a 
prairie mound two miles from Beau­
mont. These conditioos have been 
found in a well in the Houston 
county field. In 1882 PaUllo Hig- 
glns made three unsuccessful at­
tempts to bring in an oil w ^  at 
^pibdletop. Captain A. F. Lucas of 
WashioStOD, who was finally inter- 
eeted in this prospect, moved a ro­
tary rig from Coiidcana to Spihdle- 
top. DriUhigio a dept^ of 1200 
feet, he struck oil that flowed at 
the rate of 40,000 barrels daily. 
This was in 1901 and was the first 
oil gusher in Texas. It was the be-

cQous d l prospecting.
The surface indicatioo that brought 

Sour Lake into the liiqelight m  an 
offiSeld was 8 ' spring containing 
sulphur water and dl. The first 
well drilled there was b  1892 and 
hada^daily capadty of 10,000 bar­
rels. Sour Lake has four or five 
stratas d  oil sand at depths of from 
900 to 2700 feet

Gas escaping throqgh pools of 
water led to oil development at 
Humble, where b  1905 the D. R 
Beatty well of 10,000 barrels a day 
was brought b . The largest well

brought b  at Humble was the E  F. 
Sims well of 14,000 barrels daily, 
b  May, 1915, ten years after tte  
discovery'of oil at Humble, a well 
was brought b  at a depth of 3000 
feet that produced from 12,000 to 
14,000 barrels a day.

CAUISOR lESKRS AS SGOETAIT 
OF WAl ARD FtESDEn ACCETTl

Washiogtoo, Feb. 10.—Secretary 
Liadiey IL-Garrisoo reaigDed today 
because Presidem Wilsoo would oot 
"irrevocably” support the cootioen- 
tal army plan aod because he op­
poses tbe administratioo's plan of 
aetting a definite time for Pl^ppine 
indepeodeoce.

President WUsoo accepted tbe 
resignation and has not selected a 
successor. The president himself 
probably will take personal charge 
of the administratioo’s natiooa] de­
fense plaiM in cpngresa

Assistant Secretary Bfeckinridge 
also resigned as a mark of loyalty 
to his chief, whose views he shared. 
Tbe president accepted his resigna> 
tioa Both take eflect immediately, 
klaior General Hugh L  Scott chief 
of staff of tbe army, automatically 
beoomea-ascretary of war ad in­
terim.

It is known that one of Secretary 
Garnsnn’s prindpaJ reasona for ^  
coovicdoo that only a federal con­

tinental army instead of s reorgan­
ised national guard could be tbe 
main military dependence of the 
nation, was his heUef that some day 
the United States may be called 
upon to defend tbe Monroe doctrine 
and In thgt event he foresaw the 
national guard might not be availa­
ble for use outside of the United 
States before a declaration of war.

Upon the contention on the one 
hand that the continental army, or 
ultimately, universal service, was 
the natkm’s only reliance, and the 
position on tbe other that no one 
plan could be enforced upon con­
gress, President Wilson and his 
secretary of war ported official 
company.

Tbe drcumstances which led up 
to the resignation are detailed in 
thfljecretary'a oxiespoodence with 
the presidrat, which was made pub­
lic tonight by tbe White H q t^  
The presided, the letters disdofle. 
believes that the trainiiig. or^nlza-

serve should be under immediate 
federal direction, but is not "irrevoc­
ably or dogmatically committed to 
any one ptan."

He wrote Mr. Garrisoo that he 
could not force any specific plan on 
congress and added '*

*1 must welcome a hank inter­
change of views and a patient and 
thorough comparison of all the 
methods proposed for obtaining the 
oh)ects we all have in view.”

Mr. Garriaon's contentions that 
o^y the plans of the war depart­
ment could be considered seemed to 
tbe president “wholly uniustifiable” 
Mr. Garrisoo considered ‘reliance 
upon the militia for national de­
fense as unjustifiable and imperil­
ing tbe nation'a aalety.” In resign­
ing be wrote to the president:

*Tt is evident that we hopelessly 
disagree upon what 1 conceive to be 
fundamental principles.*

Mr. Garrison characterized tbe

GMc aroaodment to the Philippine 
bill providing cooffitionally for the 
iadependenoe of the islands wHhtn 
four years *an abandonment of the 
duty of this nation and a breach of 
trust for tbe FUiplDoa,"

The president rallied it was his 
Judgment that tbe Clark amend­
ment was “unwise at this time.” 
but added ”h would dearly be most 
inadvisable for me to take the pod- 
tioo that I must dissent from that 
action should both houses of con­
gress concur in a bill embodying 
that amendment'*

He'said be must withhold judg­
ment until tbe final action was be­
fore him in definite form.

President Wilson has supported 
tbe continental army scheme and 
lEOfiiinuernrhetteva that it is the 
best plan for strengthening tbe 
army. He has made it plain, how- 
eyw, in speeches and in talks with 
congressional leaders that the main 
thing ia to gd a larger reserve. for 
the United States army and that 
the details must be worked out 
through “common counsel”

The president and Secretary Gar­
rison have been dose personal 
friends since' the administration 
came into office and have stood 
together on practically every ques- 
Uon.

Secretary Garrison hpa^beesi a 
leading figure in President Wilson's 
official family ever since the ad­
ministration began. To his urging 
has been ascriM  in part Mr. WiP;
son's determination to carry to the 
country his plea for adequate na­
tional defense.

Where there has been aa abao- 
lute change from one name to an­
other the board consulta local feel­
ing, and if the verdict u nearly 
unanimous it follows local usage. 
Usually such changes..are m the di­
rection of greater refinement. Thua 
Hog island in Marne has becoma 
.\ppledorc island, and Hog ialand in 
Long Island sound is now known aa 
Center island. Sometimea the de­
sire to change a name is inspired by 
other motives.

I do not care to raise any issue 
as to expenses, but if elected I will 
as in the past, look out for tbe state 
in tbe matter of expense, as well as 
for the counties and individuals.

See also 165 S  W. 12B 
Also see suspended law acts of 
1913, on page 8.
