On May 9 we reached
New York and went to the Ansonia
hotel. At an uncanny hour three
men armed with federal warrants
and badges forced their way into
my room. Buda Godman became
hysterical. She sald she was a
convent-bred girl and that her par-
ents would commit suicide over the
disgrace.

EXPLAINS RENARK ON COTTON.

Director of Exteasion of the A. and M.
College Tells Why Cotton Sheuld
Bring 18¢.

College Station, Tex., Sept. 23.—
Clarence Ousley, director of the ex-
tension department of the A. & M.
College, has issued the following
statement:

“A remark which I made at the
Waco conference of bankers and
farmers at Waco last. Wednesday
concerning the price of cotton seems
to havé caused considerabe com-
ment, and I think it worth while
for me to make a briel statement
on the subject. [ was urging then,
as | have urged for many years, the
gradual marketing of cotton. 1
made the point that accordigg to
my best information, which I think

at 15¢. If we fling all the cotton at
them between now and the 1st of
January we will decrease the price.
If we sell our cotton gradually we
will produce the same effect that
we produced in gradual marketing
in 1914 and 1915 and the price will
certainly advance. There is no
more American cotton than is need-
ed by the mills which use our cot-
ton in preference to other cotton. In
fact, there is scarcely enough of this
year's supply to equal the demand
of last year and we have no reason
to doubt that the world’s consump-
tion of American cotton during the
next twelve months will be less
than it was during the last twelve
months. ,

“Gradual marketing in 1914-15,
with a crop more than 16,000,000
bales, raised the price from 6¢ in
the early fall to 9¢ in the spring.
Gradual marketing in 1915-16, with
a crop of some 12,000,000 bales,
maintained a price around and
above 12c, notwithstanding the sur-
plus of nearly 5,000,000 bales with
which we entered that season. With
the assurance that the crop of
1916-17 is but little more than the
crop of 1915-16 and with a stock
of only approximately 2 000,000
bales brought over from the last
season, it is perfectly plain that if
the present supply is wisely handled
it will bring all that spinners can
afford to pay for it without raising
the price of dry goods to a point
which will decrease the ump-
tion. As I have already S.a that
price appears to be 18c. Hence, it
is a matter wholly in the hands of
the farmers whether they will sell
their crop at 15¢ or 16c.

“As to the future trend of prices
beyond this season I -shall have
something more to say later. For
the present I insist that it is the
duty and self-interest of every busi-
ness man in the South to see to it
that our prime product brings all
that it is worth. The difference be-
tween 15¢ cotton and 10c cotton is

$25 per bale. That much profit
made by a few speculators will not
benefit the country, but if made by
the farmers will benefit every man
in the South.”

INDIANS SELL THEIR CATTLE.

Crow Nation Will Derive Direct Benefit
From Investment—Make
Large Prefits.

Chicago, September 26.—Thirty-
four carloads of cattle from a ship-
ment of 51 cars, 17 of which were
sold at Omaha Monday, were sbld
at the market here Tuesday by In-
dians from the Crow reservation in
Montana. the first important sales
from an investment of funds de-
rived two years ago by the sale of
lands from the reservation. The 51
cars brought $97,993.

He said it was the first
direct benefit the Indians had re-
ceived from the government policy
of using the grazing lands on the
reservation for the benefit of the
Indians.

“A Right and Lawful Rood.”

An example of the old rough and
ready methods of arriving at a meas-
urement is the Elizabethan way of get
ting the “feet” Fulentin Leigh, who
wrote on surveying, records that after
service on Sunday sixteen men were
stopped at the church door, just as
they happened to come out, and drawn
up in line, left foot to left foot. The
length thus obtained was taken as “a
right and lawful rood to measure and
survey the land with,” and a sixteenth
part of it as “a right and lawful foot.”
Altheugh big and little men were thus
roughly averaged against each other,
the results naturally varied to some
extent. Hence It is, as Shaw Sparrow
notes in treating of this “rood” as the
architectural “bay” which gives us the
“bay window,” that a bay is some
times found to be rather less than six-
teen feet of twelve inches.—London
Chronicle.

THE MAKING OF TUNNELS.

An Industry That ls Almost as Old e
the World Itself.

Whiie tunneling is among the most
ancient of enterprises, yet more prog-
ress has been made in it the last cen-
tury than in the twenty centuries
which preceded it. It is now known
that back in the semi-mythical days
of the Theban kings the long tunnel
fnto the mountain rock, expanding at
a distance of 400 feet or so into some
loffy chamber, was a common work of
princes. The rock tempies of Nubia,
too, and of India show that in certain
matters, at any rate, moderns may
stil]l learnu.from ancients

Then again in Algeria, Switzeriand,
wherever the Romans went, are to
be found tunnels of all kinds and de
signed for all purposes, for roads and
drains and water supplies FPliny
makes mention of one notable achieve-
ment, the greatest of its kind in his
day, the great tunnel constructed for
the drainage of Lake Fucino. It was
by far the longest artificlal tunnel In
the world at that time. More than
three and a half miles long, it was
driven under Monte Salviano and re-
quired for its construction shafts of
no less than 400 feet. Some 30,000
men were employed on it for eleven
years.

From the time of the Romans until
the latter end of the eighteenth cen-
tury no great advance was made in
tunneling methods. Ol engravings of
mining work in the early years of the
seventeenth century show the pickax
or hammer and chisel as still the chief
tools employed. With the advent af
the railway, however, tunneling be
came one of the grand necessities of
construction, and progress was more
