into the value of the land offer-

Thus, the farm loan act is
based primarily upon helping the
individual to help himself and to
help others by means that are
sound, that are grounded in self-
interest, and that tend to active
co-operation.

™ NEW FARM LOAN: ACT
SOON TO BE IN OPERATION

What It Means to' ;M Farmer and
the Benefits to Be Dorlvod
From It

(By John M. Oskison.)

Under the new farm loan act, which
is a law and will shortly be In opers-
tion throughout the eountry, the far
mer who owuna land which he wants to
make more productive, or who wants
to add another bit of land to his farm,
or who wants to buy modern equip-
ment, may go to a Federal Land Bank

—fthrough a-lecal Farm Loan Associa-

tion) and ask for a loan.

Suppose It is for $1,000. He can
easlly show that his farm is worth
$2,000 or more. He gets the loan at §
per cent, because the land bank Is
able to sell bonds based on his and
similar loans for 4 per cent. He signs
an agreement to repay It in twenty
years. What are his obligations?

First, he must subscribe to stock
in the Farm Loan Association to the
extent of at least § per cent of the
amount of his loan. So, instead of
gotting 31,000, he gets $550; but his
‘stock ought always to be worth $50
and will share .in whatever earnings
the association makes.

Beginning a year from the date of
his loan, the farmer will have to pay
each year for twenty years the sum of
$50.24 Of that first year's payment
$50 will represent interest on the loan,
and $30.34 will be deducted from the
principal sum due. The relative pro-
portions paid for interest and toward
the reduction of the principal will
change from year to year until the
final $50.24 will go—$3.83 to meet in-
terest charges on the unpaid balance,
and $76.50 to discharge that balance.

It will be found that In the course
of twenty years the borrowing farmer
will have pald a total of $1.604.89.
Had he borrowed $1.000 in the usual
wWay At § per cent, at the end of twen-
ty years he would have pald $1.000 in
interest and would still ows §1,000

Under the new law, no farmer who
borrows from the Federal Land Banks
will have to pay more than 6 per cent
~—any reduction in that rate will de
pend upon the success of the banks
in selling bonds based on the farm
mortgages at a price to yleld the buy-
er under 5 per cent. The banks are
allowed 1 per cent o pay their ex
penses of operation.

To make the bonds attractive to in-
vestors, they are lssued in denomina-
tions as low as $20. Other denomina-
tions are $50, $600, and $1,000. They
are exempt from all federal, state,
municipal and local taxation, and are
made legal Investments for (trust
funds. Experience has shown that
such bonds may be sold in normal
times to yleld not over 43§ per cent,

(a) To organize nnd charter Federal
Land Banks, and to charter National
Farm Loan Associations and jolnt
stock land banks subject to the pro-
visions of this act, and in its discre-

their capital stock.

(b) To review and alter at its dis
cretion the rate of ifMterest to be
charged by Federal Land Banks for
loans made by them under the provis-
fons of this act, sald rates to be uni-
form so far as pragticable.

(¢) To grant or refuse to Federal
Land Banks, or joint stock land banks,
authority to make any specific issue
of farm loan bonds.

(d) To make rules and regulations
respecting the charges made to bor
rowers on loans under this act for ex-
penses in appraisal, determination of
title, and recording.

(e) To require reports and state
ments of condition and to make exam-
inations of all banks or associations
doing business under the provisions
of this act.

(1) To.prescribe the form and terms
of farm loan bonds, and the form,
terms and penal sums of all surety
bonds required under this act and of
such other surety bonds as they shall
deem necessary, such surety bonds to
cover financial loss as well as falth-
ful performance of duty,

(g) To require Federa! Land Banka
to puy forthwith to any Federal Land
Bank thelr equitable proportion of
any sums advanced by said land bank
to pay the coupons of any other land
bank, basing sald required payments
on the amount of farm loan bonds ls-
sued by each land bank and actually
outstanding at the time of such re
quirement.

(h) To suspend or to remove for
cause any district director or any reg-
istrar, appralser, examiner, or other
official appointed by said board up
der authority of section three of this
act, the cause of such suspension or
removal to be communicated forth-
with In writing by the Federal Farm
Loan Board to the person suspended
or removed, and in case of a distriet
director to the proper Federal Land
Bank

(1) To exercise general supervisory
authority. over the PFederal Land
Banks, the National Farm Loan Asso-
cidtions, and the joint stock land
banks herein provided for.

(J) To exercise such incidental pow
ers as shall be pecessary or requisite
to fulfill its duties and carry out the
purposes of this act.
