B. Burton o f Crockett occu­
pies an unique position in Houston 
county.

The Colonel was very much in 
evidence < » the market aU last 
week, and not only did he come in 
person for his first visit, but he 
brought a dock o f his relatives and 
associates with him. They motored 
in overlknd. and the personnel of 
the party included:

A. B. Burton Jr., his son; Hy Ellis, 
his nephew Harry Ellis. A . E ’s 
unefe. the “general foreman** oi 
Lancaster, Texas; Jno. Ifarkam, his 
hog-buyer, and C  W. Burgess of 
Dallas, a persoiuil friend, who is in 
the sheet metal business in the 
Desert City, and they spent the en­
tire week sight-sedhg and trading 
on the market.
