Mr. Aldiich married in early life 
Miss Joeie Coleman, a daughter of 
Daniel Coleman. His wife and only 
child preceded him in death many 
years ago. During the early part 
o f his life he was engaged in the 
mercantile business in Oockett.

Rev. S. F. Tenney o f the Presby­
terian church conducted the frineral 
aervioee at the reeidenoe. Mr. Ten­
ney himself being a Confederate 
veteran and one who was in the 
battles of Sharpsburg and Gettys­
burg along with Mr. Gus Aldrich, 
although Mr. Tenney was with 
Georgia troops and Mr. Aldrich 
with Teiuw soldiers. Mr. Tenney 
says that Gus Aldrich was among 
the first vdunteers to enter the 
Confederate army, going out with 
the company o f Captain Currie. 
He was wounded two or three 
tiroes, says Judge Wall, who was 
also an officer in the same company 
—the First Testae Regiment, H ^ 's  
Brigade. His record as a brave 
and true Confederate soldier stands 
dear. Mr. Tenney added: ‘Tt te 
pleasant jto see how the soldiers 
who fought on opposite sides have 
since the war become-good friends.

the higher prices.— New York Globe.'
