AMERICAN FORCES
* BAR PATH OF HUNS

United States Soldiers Facing
(Germans and Have Proven
Equal to Task Imposed.

/

With the American Forces in
France, Sunday, April 28.—Am-
erican troops have taken up po-
sitions on the French battle
front. Under the French high
command in which all ranks
have supreme confidence, the
American forces face the enemy
on the line barring the Germans
from Paris and Amiens, where
they have been a certain num-
ber of days. .

The Americans, on entering
the line, found their position in
a rolling terrain. The artillery
was the first on the line, enter-
ing -on a dark night which was
made red by the continuous
flashes of friendly and hostile
guns.  Under a fire which in
some cases was rather heavy the

American gunners took up the-

positions of the French batter-
ies and completed the work of
digging in. :

When- the infantry moved in,
the firing was just as intense.
In some places our troops after
passing through villages were
raked now and then with shrap-
nel. In several instances they
found the trenches shallow while
in other cases there were no
trenches at all.

By this time the positions have
been improved greatly and the
shell holes connected. i

The American lines generally
are about 200 to 400 yards apart
and the high ground is about
evenly divided. What the fu-
ture holds. for the American
forces is of course unknown, but
the Americans are confident that

rection, . although the tasks
ahead may be difficult, they will
give a good account of them-
selves and strike the boche a
blow if opportunity offers.

It should be understood that
this sector is not especially act-
ive in comparison with others
to the north, although it is more
active than those the Americans
previously had faced. The ar-
tillery firing is heavy and inter-
mittent, the German shells
whizzing over the , lines into
towns in certain rear areas.

There has not been a raid on
either side of the line for several
days, but at night the patrols
are active, Americans approach-
ing close to the enemy’s lines.
All during the night’s rapid
march, gun and rifle fire indi-
cates where the American bul-
lets are keeping out enemy pa-
trolling parties.

pressive. Many units started
off with the strains of the Star
Spangled Banner, played by reg-
imental bands, in their ears.
At one place, the tune must
have reached the German lines,
so close was the band, the gun
flashes being reflected on the
instruments. The constant roar
of artillery was deafening as the
Americans, marching as if on
parade, disappeared down the
roads past the American bat-
teries which were sending many
shells into the enemy lines.
Along some of the roads over
which the Americans passed
they encountered streams of
refugees going the other way.
The troops watched them silent-
ly for the most part and the pit-
iful scenes caused many Ameri-
cans to grit their teeth. More
than one infantryman has shar-
ed his rations with some French
family whose only home was a
farm wagon containing a few of
the most cherished possessions.
On the evenings before the
troops entéred the line diver-

The regimental bands played in
almost every town where troops
were billeted and they played
the latest American tunes

sands of men gathered to hear

ing rain to listen to the shrap-
nel-helmeted musicians and
whistling all the tunes they
knew. '

On some evenings just after
dark moving pictures have been
shown in various towns.by the
Y. M. C. A. Both French and
American films were displayed
and roars of approval greeted
well known moving picture act-
ors. There was especially loud
cheers for the women stars.

Pictures showing scenes in
New York, Chicago, Washington
and other cities gave a touch of
home which only mud-splattered
American soldiers overseas on
the eve of going into battle
could understand. g

When the troops were ordered

to the front they left on trains
on which- they remained for
some days. During the trip
some units passed other trains
loaded with blue-clad poilus and
the soldiers of the two republics
cheered each other.
American flags were carried
by many of the men. The cor-
respondent saw several locomo-
tives hauling trainloads of Am-
ericans “with the Stars and
Stripes flying.

Wash thoroughly in cold
water, A very simple and easy
way to remove the peeling is to
put a small quantity of coarse
or rock salt in a burlap sack.
Put the potatoes in the sack and

Beets.

Small beets not more than an
inch in diameter are the most
suitable size for first class pack.
The older the beet the more
chance there is for loss of color.
When preparing the beets, leave
-|1 inch of the stem and all the
tail while blanching. Blanch not
more than 5 minutes and cold
dip. The skin should be scraped
from the beet, not peeled. Beets
should be packed whole if possi-
ble. Well-canned beets will show
a slight loss of color when re-
moved from the canner but will
brighten up again in a few days.

Fill-boiling water to within 1-4
inch of top of jars. Add one
teaspoonful salt to quart. Place
rubbers and to &: of jars in posx-
tion and sterilize 2 hours.

Beet Pickles.

Cook the beets in boiling
water until almost done. Plunge
into cold water. Then slip the
gzeehng off and place in hot jars.

last year, unless absolute proof
can be given by the ice compa-
nies as to the necessity thereof.
Any increase in price over that
prevailing last season, to the
household consumer, will justify
an investigation as to whether
it constitutes profiteering. All
ice dealers should be required to
file with you any proposed
schedule of increased prices be-
fore these increases are put in-
to effect and no increase to the
household consumer shall be
made until after an investiga-
tion. Care should be taken not
to injure the dealer by prema-
ture publication of the proposed
increased schedule. Your at-

tention is called to that section

of the food control act in which
provision is made with regard
to unfair practices and, in case
of proposed increase in price,
you should investigate the ten-
dency to make unreasonably
lower prices to commercial users
than to domestic consumers,
considering at all times the cost
in distribution. An unreason-
able difference would be unfair
to practée The ice problem is
