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LEAGUE OF NATIONS 
REAL AIM OF AUJES

Former Premier Asquith Fully 
Indorsed Declarations Which 
President Wilson Has Made.

London, July 11. — Sincere 
praise of President Wilson’s 
leadership in the war and his ad­
vocacy of a league of nations af­
ter the war was given by Her­
bert H. Asquith, the former pre­
mier, in an address Wednesday 

- night at the national liberty 
club. The occasion was a “hospi­
tality dinner to American offi­
cers,’* at which 600 prominent 
Englishmen' were hosts. The 
dinner resolved itself -into a 
meeting of ovation for the presi­
dent.

Vice Admiral Sims, command­
er of the American naval forces 
in the war zone, paid tribide to 
the co-operation of the British 
and American navies and de­
clared:

“ The submarine menace is now 
at an end, for we are destroying 
them faster than the Germans 
can build them.’’

Major General Biddle, com­
mander of the American forces 
in England, evoked long cheers 
when he announced that Ameri­
can troops were stationed at 
from 70 to 80 different points in 
England and Scotland.

Former Premier Asquith, in 
the course of a speech urging 
the importance of President Wil­
son’s idea of a league of nations 
as “ the most urgent of all peace 
problems,’’ said:

“The United States as a nation 
has had the very good fortune 
that in the supre»ne crisis of her 
national history the men whom 
she most need^ for inspiration 
and guidance have always ap­
peared.

“ President Wilson has taken 
the greatest decision of our age, 
and he has carried hia, people 
with him in it. Moreover he has 
laid before the world the 
grounds for his decision, the 
reasons which justifled and com­
pelled it and the spirit in which 
it was adopted. He has done 
this in state papers Which are 
worthy to live side by side with 
the most inspiring utterances of 
his most famous predecessors.

“ Probably the world owes the 
greatest debt to President Wil- 
son for helping men whose vis- 
ion has been blurred and blinded 
by the smoke of the battle fields 
to lift up their eyes and to look 
through it and beyond it._ It is 
very difficult in time of war to 
keep a steady hand and a clean 
tongue. President Wilson does 
both.

“ We can npt ask ourselves too 
often what we are fighting for. 
President Wilson has done more 
than any other statesman to con­
centrate the minds of his own 
people, of the allied and even of 
the enemy peoples upon a league 
of nations as our dominating 
world aim.

“There can be no clean peace 
which does not clear away the 
causes of war. It seems to me 
all important that both here and 
in America we should realize and 
act as though we realized it, that 
a league of nations is neither a 
vague political abstraction nor 
an empty rhetorical formula, but 
a concrete and a definite ideal.”

at his taking notes. Thereupon 
he attacked the News for “not 
printing certain portions”  of his 
remarks, and offered from “ two 
bits a line to six bits a line,”  and 
even as much as $2 a line, to 
haVe certain remarks printed.

How It Js Helping Houston 
County Farmers— Some 

New Features.

The Crockett Farm Loan As­
sociation, which is serving the 
entire county, is performing a 
most substantial service, as the 
figures that follow will testify:

One year ago at a special 
meeting of the board of directors 
of the Crockett Commercial Club 
it was decided to put the sup­
porting influence of the club b^ 
hind the movement to perma­
nently establish a local associa­
tion connected with the Federal 
Land Bank at Houston, through 
a charter granted by the Federal 
authority at Washington, so 
that the farmers of Houston 
county could, secure this 5 1-2 
percent long-time government 
money to enable them to own 
farm homes and become inde­
pendent.

When it~was announced that 
this action had been taken all 
the other associations that had 
been partially organized in the 
county dissolved and the appli­
cants transfarred their meml^- 
ship to the Crockett Association. 
Up to the present time loans 
have been secured to the amount 
of $66,330 and the money has 
been received and paid to the ap­
plicants. Additional loans 
amounting to $16,600 have been 
approved and will be paid as soon 
as the titles are perfected. Ap­
plications for $10,100 have been 
died, making a total business for 
the present year of $100,930.

Substantial Benefits.
The first year’s operations rep­

resent a saving of over four 
thousand doUars in annual in­
terest alone, while the very 
small semi-annual payments ex­
tended over a period o f thirty- 
five years, i f  desired, and^v^dch 
include a proportionate part of 
the principal, as well as the in­
terest, creates a condition that 
practically guarantees the bor­
rower against default and con­
sequent loss of property.

Another interesting feature of 
this Federal Farm I x ^  arrange­
ment, and one that has a moat 
important bearing as regards 
economy to the borrower, is this: 
Now please listen. On the basis 
of paying off the loan in thirty- 
five years at 6 1-2 per cent 
terest, the additional amount 
above the interest is so small 
that it amounts to only one-half 
of one per cent. In other words,
the semi-annual payments, in­
cluding both principal and inter­
est, oiuy amount to six per cent
That is to say, the borrower is 
paying six per cent interest only, 
the principal never having to be 
paid.

Dur­
ing this time he will hpve paid 
$3500 and will still owe the prin­
cipal of one thousand. Under 
the Fetleral Farm Loan plan he 
will have paid $2100 and be oui;

Looney Denies Alleged Riding 
on Registration.

Austin, Texas, July 18.— At­
torney General B. F. Looney 
Saturday issued the following 
statement: My attention has 
been called to the fact that this 
department is being quoted in 
different sections of the State 
as having ruled that women 
must fill out registration blanks 
in their own hand writing, but 
to whom nevertheless re^ tra - 
tion receipts have been issued 
could not legally vote. We have 
made no such ruling. We be­
lieve and so stated that the law 
contemplated that women should 
fill out these blanks in their own 
hand writing. If, however, reg­
istration receipts have bem is­
sued on blanks filled out for 
them to which they attached 
their signature we believe they 
should bis permitted to vote nev­
ertheless. This provision of the 
law requiring registrants to fill 
the blanks hi their own hand 
writing is directory and before 
these votes could nullified or 
throfWn out it wouldihave to ap­
pear that in fact the registrant 
was physically and mentally in- 
capadtated to have performed 
this duty herself.

Hoots Joint Resolution No. 27. 

Proposing an amsndment to Art. 7 of 
ths Constitution of the State of 
Texas by changing See. 3, provid­
ing for a thirty-five cent tax levy 
for the maintenance of the public 
schools of Texts, and providing fres 
text books in public schools of ths 
Stmts of Texas, and making an ap­
propriation thsrefor.

Be it resolved ^  the Legislature of 
the State of 'Texas: *
Section 1. That Section 3, Article 

7, of the Constitution, be so changed 
as to read as follows (creating a new 
section 3 ):

Sec. 3. One-fourth of the revenue 
derived from the State occupation 
taxes and a poll tax of one ($1.00) 
dollar on every male inhabitant of 
this State, between the ages of twen­
ty-one and sixty years, shall be let 
apart annually for the benefit of the 
public fres schools; and, in addition 
thereto, there shall be levied and col­
lected an annual ad valorem State tax 
of such an amount not to exceed thir­
ty-five cents on the one hundred 
(1100.00) dollar valuation, as, with 
the available school fund arising from 
all other sources, will be sufficient to 
maintain and support the public 
schools of this State for a period of 
not less than six months in each year, 
and it shall be the duty of the state 
Board of Education to set aside a suf­
ficient amount out of the said tax to 
provide free text books for the use of 
children attending the public free 
schools of this State; provided, how­
ever, that should the limit of taxation 
herein named be insufficient, the deficit 
may be met by appropriation frgm the 
nnera l funds of the State, and the 
Legislature may also provide for the 
formation of s^ o o l districts by gen­
eral or special law without the local 
notice required in other cases of spec­
ial legislation; and all such school dis­
tricts, whether created by general or 
special law, may embrace parts of 
two or more counties. And the Leg­
islature shall be authorized to pass 
laws for the assessment and collec­
tion of taxes in all said districts, 
and for the management and con­
trol of the public school or 
schools of such district, whether 
such districts are composed of 
territory wholly within a county or

in parts of two or more counties. And 
the Legislature may authorize an ad­
ditional ad valorem tax to be levied 
and collected within all school dis­
tricts heretofore formed or hereafter 
formed, for the further mainteiumce 
of public free schools, and the erection 
and ^uipment of school buildings 
therein; provided, that a majority of 
the qAialified property taxpaying 
voters of the district, voting at an 
election to be held- for that purpose, 
shall vote such tax, not to exce^ in 
any one year fifty cents on the one- 
hundred dollars valuation of the prop­
erty subject to taxation in such dis­
trict, but the limitation upon the 
amount of school district tax herein au­
thorized shall not apply to incorpor­
ated cities or towns constituting sep­
arate and independent school districts.

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitu­
tional amendment shall be submitted 
to a vote of the qualified electors of 
the State at an election to be held 
throughout the State on the first 
Tuesday after the first Monday in No­
vember, 1918, at which election all 
voters favoring said proposed amend­
ment shall write or have printed on 
their ballots the words, “For the 
amendment to the (Constitution of the 
State of Texas providing for the levy 
of a special school tax for the main­
tenance of the public schoola of the 
State and to provide free text books 
in the public schools of the State of 
Texas,” and all those opposed shall 
write or have printed on their ballots 
the words, “Against the amendment 
to the Constitution of the State of 
Texas providing for the. levy of a 
special school tax for the maintenance 
of the public schools of the State, and 
to provide free text books in the pub­
lic echools of the State of Texas.’'

Sec. 3. The Governor of the State 
is hereby directed to issue the neces­
sary proclamation for said election 
and to have same published as re­
quired by the Constitution and exist­
ing laws of the State.

Sec. 4. That the sum of two thous­
and (%2fi00.00) dollars, or so much 
thereof as may be necessary, is here­
by appropriated out of any funds in 
the T ra a s i^  of the State of Texas 
not otherwise appropriated, to pay the 
expenses of snen publication and elec­
tion.

Taking of TestlBiooey in Criminal 
Casea.

House Joint Resolution No. 2.
To amend Section 10, Article 1, 

the Constitution of the State of 
Texas, providing for certain rights 
of accused persons in criminal pros­
ecutions, and the manner in which 
the case may be prosecuted, and 
providing for the procuring of the 
testimony of the witnesses for both 
defense and prosecution.

Be it resolved W  the Legislature of 
the State of Texas:
Section 1. That Section (10) of 

Article (1 ) of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas be so amended that the

same will read and hereafter be as 
follows:

Sec. (10). In all criminal prose­
cutions the accused shall have a 
speedy public trial bv an impartial 
jury. He shall have the right to de­
mand the nature and cause of the ac­
cusation against him and to have a 
copy thereof. He shall not be com- 
p e ll^  to give evidence agafftil' 
himself and shall have the 
right of being heard by him­
self or counsel, or both, shall be con­
fronted by the witnesses agrainst him 
and- shall have compulsory process 
for obtaining witnesses in nis favor, 
except that when the witness resides 
outside of the State and the offense 
charged is a violation of any of the 
anti-trust laws of this State, the de­
fendant and the State shall have the 
the right to produce and have the evi­
dence admitted by deposition, under 
such rules and laws as the Legisla­
ture may hereafter provide; and no 
person shall be held to answer for a 
criminal offense, unless on an indict­
ment of a grandjury, except in cases 
in which the punishment is by fine or 
imprisonment, otherwise than in the 
penitentiary, in cases of impeachment 
and in cases arising in the army or 
navy, or in the militia, when in actual 
service in time of war or public dan- 
ger.

Sec. 2. The (Governor of this State 
is hereby directed to issue the neces­
sary proclamation for the submission 
of thu amendment to the qualified 
voters of this State at the next gen­
eral election for State and county of­
ficers.

Sec. 3. The qualified electors for 
members of the Legislature shall vote 
upon said amendment at the said gen­
eral election and at which election all 
persons favoring said amendment 
shall have written or printed on the 
ballot the following: “For amend­
ment to Section 10, Article 1 of the 
(Constitution, providing for proeocu- 
tion of criminal cases ny information, 
or indictment, and taking of testi­
mony of witnesses by deposition, un­
der certain circumstancea,” and those 
opposed to such amendment shall have 
written or printed on the ballot as 
follows: “Against the amendment to 
Section 10, Article 1 of the Constitu­
tion.”

Sec. 4. The sum of five thousand 
($6,000) dollars, or so much thereof 
as may be necessary, is hereby appro- 
p ^ te d  out of any funds of the Sate 
Treasury of the State not otherwise 
appropriated to pay the expense of 
pubHsning, proclamation, and election.

How It Is Helping Houston 
County Farmers— Some 

New Features.

The Crockett Farm Loan As­
sociation, which is serving the 
entire county, is performing a 
most substantial service, as the 
figures that follow will testify:

One year ago at a special 
meeting of the board of directors 
of the Crockett Commercial Club 
it was decided to put the sup­
porting influence of the club W  
hind the movement to perma­
nently establish a local associa­
tion connected with the Federal 
Land Bank at Houston, through 
a charter granted by the Federal 
authority at Washington, so 
that the farmers of Houston 
county could secure this 5 1-2 
percent long-time government 
money to enable them to own 
farm homes and become inde­
pendent. „

When it was announced that 
tma action had lv>«>n tnkpn ah 
the other associations that had 
been partially organized in the 
county dissolved and the appli­
cants transfarred their member­
ship to the Crockett Association. 
Up to the present time loans 
have been secured to the amount 
of $66,330 and the money has 
been received and paid to the ap­
plicants. Additional loans 
amounting to $16,500 have been 
approved and will be paid as soon 
as the titles are perfected. Ap­
plications for $10,100 have been 
hied, making a total business for 
the present year of $100,930.

Subatantial Benefits.
The first year’s operations rep­

resent a saving of over four 
thousand dollars in annual in­
terest alone, while the very 
small semi-annual payments ex­
tended over a period of thirty- 
five years, if desired, and which 
include a proportionate part of 
the principal, as well as the in­
terest, creates a condition that 
practically guarantees the bor­
rower against default and con­
sequent loss of property.

Another interesting feature of 
this Federal Farm L < ^  arrange­
ment, and one that has a most 
important bearing as regards 
economy to the borrower, is this: 
Now please listen. On the basis 
of paying off the loan in thirty- 
five years at 5 1-2 per esnt in­
terest, the additional Amount 
above the interest is so small 
that it amounts to only one-half 
of one per cent. In other woixls.
the semi-annual payments, in­
cluding both principal and inter­
est, only amount to six per cent.
'That is to say, the borrower is 
paying six per cent interest only, 
the principal never having to be 
paid. This is in case the loan 
runs for the full period of thirty- 
five years.

The farmers of the south 
have been, prior to the creation 
of this Federal Land Bank sys­
tem, borrowing money on com­
paratively short time and pay­
ing eight or ten per cent inter­
est, with additional charges for 
renewals, and after they had 
paid this high rate for any num­
ber of years they still owed the 
principal. To better illustrate: 
A farmer borrows a thousand 
dollars on the old plan for thirty- 
five years at ten per cent. Dur­
ing this time he will h>»ve paid 
$3500 and will still owe the prin­
cipal of one thousand. Under 
the Feiieral Farm Loan plan he 
will have paid $‘Ji00 and be oul:

Looney Denies Alleged Ruling 
on Registration.

Austin, Texas, July 13.— At­
torney General B. F. Looney 
Saturday issued the following 
statement: My attention has 
been called to the fact that this 
department is being quoted in 
different sections of the State 
aa havbig ruled that women 
must fill out registration blanks 
in their own hand writing, but 
to whom nevertheless re^ tra - 
tion receipts have been issued 
could not legally vote. We have 
made no such ruling. We be­
lieve and so stated that the law 
contemplated that women should 
fill out these blanks in their own 
hand writing. If, however, reg­
istration receipts have been is­
sued on blanks filled out for 
them to which they attached 
their signature we believe they 
should be permitted to vote nev­
ertheless.

Froe Text Books.
Hooaa Joint Resolution No. 27.

Propoeing an amendment to Art. 7 of 
the Constitution of the State of 
Texas by changing Sec. 3, provid­
ing for a thirty-five cent tax levy 
for the maintenance of the public 
Bchools of Texas, and providing free 
text books in public schools of the 
State of Texas, and making an ap­
propriation therefor.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of 
■ of 'Tethe State

Section 1. That Section 3, Article 
7, of tha Conatltution, ha ao chaaged 
as to read as follows (creating a new 
section 3 ):

Sec. 3. One-fourth of the reveriue 
derived from the State occupation 
taxes and a poll tax of one ($1.00) 
dollar on evary male inhabitant of 
thia State, between the ages of twen­
ty-one and sixty years, shall be set 
apart annually for the benefit of the 
public free schoob; and, in addition 
thereto, there shall be levied and col­
lected an annual ad valorem State tax 
of such an amount not to exceed thir­
ty-five cents on the one hundred 
($100.00) do lbr vsltiation, as, with 
the available school fund arising from 
all other sources, will be sufficient to 
maintain and support the public 
schoob of thb State for a p e r i^  of 
not less than six months in each year, 
and it shall be the duty of the State 
Board of Education to set aside a suf­
ficient amount out of the said tax to 
provide free text books for the use of 
children attending the public free 
schools of thb State; provided, how­
ever, that should the limit of taxation 
herein named be insufficient, the deficit 
may be met by appropriation from the

Kneral funds of the State, and the 
gislature may also provide for the 

formation of school districts by gen­
eral or special law without the local 
notice required in other cases of spec­
ial legislation; and all such school dis­
tricts, whether crested, by general or 
special Uw , may embrace parts of 
two or more counties. And the Leg­
islature shall be authorised to pass 
laws for the assessment and collecr 
tion of taxes in aH aaid districts, 
and. for the management and con­
trol of the public school or 
schoob of such dbtrict, whether 
such districts are composed of 
tarritory wholly within a county or

in parts of two or more counties. And 
the Legislature may authorize an ad­
ditional ad valorem tax to be levied 
and collected within all school dis­
tricts heretofore fo rm ^  or hereafter 
formed, for the further maintenance 
of public free schoob, and the erection 
and ^uipment of school buildings 
thorein; provided, that a majority of 
the qualified property taxpaying 
voters of the district, voting at an 
election to be held for that purpose, 
shall rote such tax, not to exce^ in 
any one year fifty cents on the one- 
hundred dollars valuation of the prop­
erty subject to taxation in such dis­
trict, but the limitation upon the 
amount of school district tax herein au­
thorized shall not apply to incorpor­
ated cities or towns constituting sep­
arate and independent school districts.

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitu­
tional amendment shidl be submitted 
to a vote of the qualified electors of 
the State at an election to be held 
throughout the State on the first 
Tuesday after the first Monday in No­
vember, 1918, St which election all 
voters favoring said proposed amend­
ment shall write or have printed on 
their ballots ths words, “For the 
amendment to the Constitution of the 
State of Texas providing for the levy 
of a special school tax for the main­
tenance of the public schoob of the 
State and ttf' provide free text books 
in the public schools of the State of 
Texas,” and all those opposed shall 
write or have printed on their ballots 
the words, “Against the amendment 
to the (Donatitution of the State of 
Texas providing for the levy of s 
special school tax for the maintenance 
of the public schoob of the State, and 
to provide free text books in the pub­
lic schoob of the State of Texas.^’ 

Sec. 3. The (Governor of the State 
b  hereby directed to issue the neces­
sary proebmation for said election 
and to have same published as re- 
quifed by the (Constitution and exbt- 
ing Uw s of the State.

Sec. 4. That the sum of two thous­
and ($2,000.00) dollars, or so much 
thereof as may be necessary, is here­
by appropriate out of any funds in 
the Tirearary of the State of Texas 
not othcrwbe appropriated, to pay the 
expenses of suen publication s ^  elec­
tion.

Taking of Testisnoiiey in Criminal 
Cases.

House Joint Resolution No. 2.
To amend Section 10, Article 1, of 

the (Constitution of the State of 
Texas, providing for certain rights 
of accused persons in criminal pros­
ecutions, and the manner in which 
the case may be prosecuted, and 
providing for the procuring of the 
testimony of the witnesses for both 
defense and prosecution.

Be it resolved W  the Legislature of 
the State of ’Texas:
Section 1. That Section (10) of 

Article (1 ) of the (Constitution of the 
State of Texas be so amended that the

same will read and hereafter be as 
follows:

Sec. (10). In all criminal prose­
cutions the accused shall have a 
speedy public trial bv an impartial 
jury. 'He shall have tne right to de­
mand the nature and cause of the Re­
cusation against him and to have a 
copy thereof. He shall not be com­
pelled to give evidence against 
himself and shall have the 
right of being^ heard by him­
self or counsel, or both, shall be con­
fronted by the witnesses against him 
and shall have compulsory process 
for obtaining-witnesses in his favor, 
except that when the witness resides 
outside of the State and the offense 
charged is a violation of any of the 
anti-trust laws of this State, the de­
fendant and the State shall have the 
the right to produce and have the evi­
dence admitted by deposition, under 
such rules and laws as the Legisla­
ture may hereafter provide; and no 
person shall be held to answer for a 
criminal offense, unless on an indict­
ment of a grandjury, except in cases 
in which the punishment is by fine or 
imprisonment, otherwise than in the 
penitentiary, in cases of impeachment 
and in cases arising in the army or 
navy, or in the militia, when in actual 
service in time of war or public dan­
ger.

Sec. 2. The Governor of this State 
is hereby directed to issue the neces­
sary proclamation for the submisaion 
of this amendment to the qualified 
voters of this State at the next gen­
eral election for State and county of­
ficers.

Sec. 3. The qualified electors for 
members of the Legislature shall vote 
upon said amendment at the said gen­
eral election and at which election all 
persons favoring said amendment 
shall have urritten or printed on the 
ballot the following: “For amend­
ment to Section 10, Article 1 of the 
(^institution, providing for prosecu­
tion of criminal cases by information, 
or indictment, and taking of testi­
mony of witnesses by deposition, un­
der certain circumatanesa,” and thoas 
opposed to such amendment shall have 
written or printed on the ballot aa 
follows: “Against ths amendment to 
Section 10, Article 1 of the (in stitu ­
tion."

Sec. 4. The sum of five thoiuand 
($5,000) dollars, or so much thereof 
as may be necessary, is hereby appro- 
p ^ te d  out of any funds of the Sate 
IVeasury of the State not otherwiae 
appropriated to pay the expense of
publishing, proclamation, and election.

New York, July 16.— Dr. Ed­
ward A Rumely, vice president 
and treasurer of the Mail ahd 
Express company, publisher of 
the New York Evening Mail, 
was arrested here Monday night 
in the office of Attorney General 
Lewis, charged with perjury in 
a report to A, Mitchell Palmer, 
alien property custodian. He 
was held in $36,000 bail when ar­
raigned before the United States 
commissioner in the federal 
court Tuesday morning. Hear­
ing on the case was set for 
July

The warrant was issued by a 
federal commissioner upon the 
complaint of Attorney General 
Lewis, who had been conducting 
an investigation for some time 
into the affairs of the Mail.

stock of the Mail and Express 
company in June, 1915, from 
Henry L. Stoddard, and that_ in 
doing so he acted on behalf of 
the imperial German govern­
ment.

Over Million in Deal.
The attorney general charged 

that the German government 
paid to Rumely in several trans­
actions connected with the pur­
chase of the Mail $1,361,000. 
The payments, it was alleged, 
were concealed until their de­
tails were discovered by investi­
gators for the department of 
justice and the New York state 
attorney general.

In an announcement df the ar­
rest of Doctor Rumely Attorney 
General Lewis declarc*d that the 
money was paid to Rumely from 
deposits of the German govern* 
ment standing in the name of 
Doctor Albert, or Albert and 
Von Bernstorff, jointly, in this 
city. The total so far traced, he 
added, is $1,361,000.

Two years ago the NeVr York 
Times and the Providence Jour­
nal printed statements to the ef­
fect that the Mail had been 
bought with German money fur­
nished by Doctor Albert.

How Money Was Paid.
The transfers of m o i^ , Mr. 

Lewis said, were conceal^ in 
this manner.

“Albert procured various 
banks where the German govern­
ment had accounts to issue cash­
ier’s checks to the order of one 
Walter Lyon, a member of the 
former Wall street firm of Rens- 
korf, Lyon & Co. This firm in 
turn paid the money over to 
Rumely or to the S. S. McClure 
Newspaper corporation, which 
had l^ n  organized by Rumely 
for the purposes of the transac­
tion.

“ In some cases Albei 
the money in cash and delivered 
it to the attorneys 'of the em­
bassy, Messrs. Hays, Kaufman 
and Lindheim, who took the cash 
to Renskorf, Lyon & Co. They 
in turn made payments to 
^ m e t y .

“ In one transaction $75,000 in 
bills was handled in this man­
ner. Rumely then drew -his 
notes to the order of Walter 
Lyon, covering the transfer in 
money and pledged stock in the 
S. S. McClure Newspaper cor­
poration to secure the loans.

Custodian Is Misled.
“ Doctor Rumely in his report 

to the alien property custodian 
made no disclosure of his rela­
tions with Albert or Von Bem- 
storff or the imperial German 
government. Instead he report­
ed that he owed $100,000 to 
Herman Sielcken, now deceased, 
upon a note, and he also report-  ̂
ed that the notes which he had 
given Renskorf, Lyon & Co., ac­
companied by a pledge of the 
stock of the S. S. McClure News­
paper corporation, had been sur­
rendered to him in exchange for 
the $100,000 note in September, 
1917. In other words, by gtvihg 
his note for $100,000 he had ol^

gating in excess of $1,300,000

FIRST FIELD ARMY 
OF D.S. IN FRANCE

OVER MILLION MEN IN LINE 
OF RESISTANCE TO GER­

MAN ADVANCE.

Washington, July 13.— Reduc­
tion by one-half of the time es­
timated to put America’s first 
field army in France was dis­
closed today with the formal an­
nouncement by General March, 
chief of staff, that three full 
army corps had been organized 
by General Pershing and that 
the number drsoldiers sent over­
seas now numbered more than 
1,100,000.

The eighteen-divisions com­
posing the corps, consisting of 
five regular, nine national guard 
and four national army division­
al units, probably will compose 
the first army, which with sup­
plemental army troops, such as 
heavy artillery, will total a mil­
lion men.

Instead of one field army Jan­
uary 1, 1919, as originally plan­
ned, it now appears probable 
two such units will be op ^ tin g  
in France by then, 'rte great 
project of establishing the Am­
erican army as the right flank 
of the battle front will be in 
sight. -

General March said organiza­
tion of the first field army had 
not yet been completed. The 
formation of the three corps and 
his announcement as to troop 
movements in France made the 
American military program 
clear.

Each army corps contains from 
225,000 to 250,(^ men. Major 
General Hunter Liggett tempo­
rarily commands the first corps; 
the other two commanders have 
not been selected, but when the 
corps commanders are finally se­
lected they will have the rank of 
lieutenant generals.

Besides this, the chief of staff 
disclosed important information 
of the exact troops which go to 
make up the corps. This infor­
mation never haabeen given be­
fore to the people at home.

The rate of transportation of 
troops for July, General March 
said, was keeping up with pre­
vious months. More than 90,000 
troops were transported last 
week alone. The most impor­
tant developments of the 
week, the chief of staff pointed 
out, had been in the Albanian 
theater of war. There is no in­
dication at the war department 
of when the next German thrust 
will come on the western front, 
but all the allied commanders 
are confident of their ability to 
withstand it.

Activities along the various 
fronts have been of minor char­
acter during the last week. Gen­
eral March said.

The most striking advance has 
been in Albania, where, aided by 
British and Italian monitors op­
erating from the sea, a general 
advance over a crescent-shaped 
sector of eighty miles in length 
has been made, the advance be­
ing twenty-two miles at the 
deepest point. 'The former cres­
cent into the allied line there 
has been wiped out and a 
straight line substituted. The 
advance was carried out largely 
by Italian troops. General March 
said, but they were assisted on 
the right flank by French.

Austin, Texas, July 11.— The 
following was given out Thurs­
day by W. B. 'Veary, cotton ex­
pert of the State agricultural 
department:

“The cotton States advisory 
marketing board, composed of 
the commissioners of agricul­
ture, presidents of farmers un­
ions and heads of market bu­
reaus of the State agricultural 
departments of the cotton states, 
are receiving reports from far­
mers on the lat^r and other 
costs of producing the 1918 cot­
ton crop. This work is prepara­
tory to announcing the price at

be sold.which this crop should 
as soon as the United States 
government estimate of the crop 
is given out, the flrst of August.

“The recommendation by the 
above named organization ^  the 
price for which the farmers shall 
be requested to hold cotton will 
be based upon̂  tb«~fovemment 
estimate of the crop, and the 
cost as reported by the farmers. 
It is hop^ by the cotton states 
advisory marketing board, that 
farmers picking cotton prior to 
the forthcoming report, will hold 
it pending such report.

“ As this work is being done by 
state authority of the various 
southern states, based upon cost 
reports from the cotton fields 
and crop estimate by the United 
States government, all interest­
ed in a fair price for cotton, 
based upon business principles, 
will do all they can to uphold the 
price to be recommended.”

San Antonio Airman Helped to 
Down Hun Aviator.

son of Colonel Fitzhugh Lee, 
who comes here to inspect the 
local organization of state mili­
tia, known as the cavalry com­
pany. Colonel Lee comes from a 
race of distinguished army of­
ficers. His grandfather was the 
brother of General Robert E. 
Lee and his father was General 
Fitzhugh Lee, famous in the an­
nuls of the Confederacy and 
noted for his valor in the Span- 
ish-American war, and for whose 
bravery during the latter war he 
was promoted from major gen-' 
eral to lieutenant general. Colo­
nel himself has seen 21 
years of life in the army as an 
officer. Graduating from West 
Point in 1897, he has been in the 
service ever since, serving 
through the Spanish-American 
war and the Phillipine insurrec­
tion. Colonel Lee had a year in 
a French cavalry school and was 
a member of the 29th French 
dragons, a famous unit of cav­
alry. Cavalry work is Colonel 
Lee’s specialty, and for that rea­
son he has been sent to inspect 
the Texas cavalry. He was a 
member of General Funston’s 
staff and had served six years 
on the staff of Colonel Roosevelt. 
It is said that Colonel Lee bears 

.a striking resemblance to his 
great uncle. General Robert E. 
Lee. Following the inspection 
of the local troop. Colonel Lee 
will return to his command, 
which Is the training of the 
304th U. S. Cavalry at Leon 
Springs, near San Antonio.

It is not believed by students 
of the situation that the local 
cavalry company—a state militia 
organization— will be federal­
i s t  soon. The federal govern­
ment has its hands full in taking 
care of the draft army and it is 
not believed that the govern­
ment will be able to take over 
any state militia organizations, 
such as the local troop, in the 
near future.

London, July 11.— Speaking in 
London TTiursday, Sir Eric Ged- 
des, first lord of the British ad­
miralty, said that mines grad­
ually were hemming in the sub­
marines, which now had. less 
freedom and he was glad to say 
there were fewer of them.

Where to Get Auto Licenses.
A new law, providing for pay­

ment of motor vehicle license 
fees to county collectors, instead 
of to the state highway depart­
ment went into effect July 3.

This act provides that all ap­
plicants for registration' and li­
censes or transfer thereof of 
motor vehicle or motorcycle, 
manufacturers or dealers there­
in, and chauffeurs heretofore 
filed with the state highway de- 
pa^lment shall in the future be 
fllM with the county collector of 
taxes in the county of residence 
of the applicant.

Upon the ftlng of an applica­
tion the applicant shall pay to 
the tax collector the amount re­
quired by law, for which amount 
the tax collector shall issue a re­
ceipt in triplicate, one copy of 
which shall be presented to the 
applicant for license, one copy 
sent to the state highway d ^  
partment and one copy kept 
among the records of the local 
office.
The law provides for the distri­

bution of seals, etc., .and allows 
a commission of one-half of one- 
per cent of the amount collect­
ed as remuneration for the work.

MoreCrowder Called for 1800 
Texas Men.

Austin, Texas, July 13.— A 
general call for 1800 men from 
Texas was received Saturday by 
the Texas selective draft depart­
ment from Provost Marshal Gen­
eral Crowder. The men are to 
be sent to the army camp at 
Deming, N. M., the entrainment 
to begin August 5. Three calls 
were also received for a total of 
900 grammar school graduates 
to be sent to Camp Mabry near 
Austin, of which 300 are to en­
train August 1, 300 on August 
15 and 300 on August 29. The 
men are to be given special oc­
cupational training to fit them 
for army service. Another call 
received Saturday was for 154 
negro grammar school gradu­
ates to be sent to Prairie View 
Normal on August 15.

BIG GERMAN THRUST 
IS NARROWED DOWN

With Loemfized Action Now Slug­
gish on the Part of the 

Enemy.

Washington, July 17.—While 
<^iciai reports from Generals 
Pershing and Bliss were too be­
lated to permit formal conclus­
ions to be drawn today by mili- 
tai7  authorities here as to the 
situation ajong the front, where 
the German offensive was still 
beating against the American, 
French and Italian defenders, it 
was clear they read press ad­
vices as indicating the crisis was 
pa^t and the enemy’s plans frus­
trated.

Secretary Baker would not ex­
press an opinion as to what 
was to beSxpected in France. 
Genei^l March, chief of staff, de­
ferred a midweek conference 
with .newspaper correspond­
ents or. the grounds that 
his official advices would not 
permit hlki to go very^far to­
ward making clear to his hear­
ers just what is transpiring at 
the front.

Apparently both Generals Per­
shing and Bliss are observing 
great caution in formulating 
their reports. Among officers 
generally it was obvious the bat­
tle was regarded as more than 
half won.

As press accounts and the 
brief official communiques from 
Paris and Berlin have so far dis­
closed the situation, the great 
thrust^tarting over a sweep of 
more Wan sixty miles, has l^ n  
narrowed down in three days of 
fighting to only one active sec­
tor, where the enemy still was 
moving sluggishly at last ac­
counts. Shan> counter assaults 
by Franco-American forces in 
this sector indicated, it was 
thought, that still further re­
striction of the active line was 
to be expected.

DID THE KAISER’S 
GOID STOP HERE?

Or Was It Extended to Influence 
Universities and Even 

Governors.

New York, July 16.— Dr. Ed­
ward A Rumely, vice president 
and treasurer o f the Mail and 
Express company, publisher of 
the New York Evening: Mail, 
was arrested here Monday night 
in the office of Attorney General 
Lewis, charged with perjury in 
a report to A. Mitchell Palmer, 
alien property custodian. He 
was held in $36,000 bail when ar- 
raigrned before the United States 
commissioner in the federal 
court Tuesday morning. Hear­
ing on the case was set for 
July

The warrant was issued by a 
federal commissioner upon the 
complaint of Attorney General 
Lewis, who had been conducting 
an investigation for some time 
into the affairs of the Mail.

The attorney general charged 
that Rumely purchased the 
stock of the Mail and 
company in June, l^ IS ^ lrom  
Henry L. Stoddard, and that in 
doingrso he acted on behalf of 
the imperial German govern­
ment. ____‘

Over Million in DeaL
The attorney general charged 

that the German government 
paid to Rumely in several t r a i^  
actions connected with the pur­
chase of the Mail $ l,36r,(^ . 
The payments, it was alleged, 
were concealed until their de­
tails were discovered by investi­
gators for the department of 
justice and the New York state 
attorney general.

In an announcement of the ar­
rest of Doctor Rumely'Attorney 
General Lewis declarc-d that the 
money was paid to Rumely from 
deposits of the German govern* 
ment standing in ̂  the name of 
Doctor A lberVor Albert and 
Von Bemstorff, jointly, in this 
city. The total so far traced, he 
added, is $1,361,000.

Two years ago the New York 
Times and the Providence Jour­
nal printed statements to the a f­
fect that the Mail had been 
bought with German money fur­
nished by Doctor Albert.

How Money Was Paid.
The transfers of moi4|r, Mr. 

Lewis said, were conceal^ in 
this manner.

** Albert procured various
banks where the German govern­
ment had accounts to issue cash­
ier’s checks to the order of one 
Walter Lyon, a member of the 
former Wall street firm of Rens- 
korf, Lyon & Co. This firm in 
turn paid the money over to 
Rumely or to the S. S. McClure 
Newsiutper corporation, which 
had l^ n  organized by Rumely 
for the purposes of the transac-. 
tion.

*Tn some cases Albert drew 
the money in cash and delivered 
it to the attorneys ’of the em­
bassy, Messrs. Hays, Kaufman 
and Lindheim, who took the cash 
to Renskorf, Lyon & Co. They 
in turn made payments to 
Rumely.

“ In one transaction $75,000 in 
bills was handled in this man­
ner. Rumely then drew his 
notes to the order of Walter 
Lyon, covering the transfer in 
money and pigged stock in the 
S. S. McClure Newspaper cor­
poration to secure the loans.

Custodian Is Miisfled.
~  “Doctor Rumely in his report 

to the alien property custodian 
made no disclosure of his rela­
tions with Albert or Von Bem- 
storff or the imperial German 
government. Instead he report­
ed that he owed $100,000 to 
Herman Sielcken, now deceased,

' upon a note, and he also report-’ 
ed that the notes which he had 
given Renskorf, Lyon & Co., ac­
companied 1^ a pledge of the 
stock of the S. S. McClure News­
paper corporation, had been sur* 
rendered to him in exchange for 
the $100,000 note in September, 
1917. In other words, by giving 
his note for $100,000 he had ob- 

 ̂ tabled a return of notes aggre­
gating in excess of $1,300,000 
and stock representing a con­

trolling interest in 
Mail. I

Time and |ime again, vhen I 
have asked Doctor Rumely 
where his money came f^ m , in 
view of the rumors which were 
abroad, he gave me his word of 
honor every dollar of v t  came 
from American citizebs who 
were in business in this countr>\ 
but were of German pon tage. 
He insisted that up to> the time 
of our entering the w^r all that 
he wanted to do was to be fair 
to Germany, as against Eng­
land."

FIRST HELD ARMY 
OF U.S. Hi FRANCE

OVER MILLION MEN IN LINE 
OF RESISTANCE TO GER­

MAN ADVANCE.

Washington, July 13.— Reduc­
tion by one-half of the time es­
timated to put America's first 
field army in France was dis­
closed today with the formal an­
nouncement by General March, 
chief-of staff, that three full 
am ^  corps had been organized 
by G en e^  Persh i^  and that 
the number of soldiers sent over­
seas now numbered more than 
1,100,000.

The eighteen divisions com­
posing the corps, consisting of 
five regular, nine national guard 
and four national army division­
al units, probably will compose 
the f if^  army, which with sup­
plemental army troops, such as 
heavy artillery, will total a mil­
lion men.
-  Instead of one field army Jan­
uary 1, 1919, as originally plan­
ned, it now appears probable 
two such units will be operating 
in France by then. Tlie great 
project of establishing the Am­
erican army as the right flank 
of the battle front will be in 
sight.

General March said organiza­
tion of the first field army had 
not yet been completed. The 
formation of the three corps and 
his announcement as to troop 
movements in France made the 
American military program 
clear.

Elach army corps contains from 
225,000 to 260,000 men. Major 
General Hunter Liggett tempo­
rarily commands the first corps; 
the other two commanders have 
not been selected, but when the 
corps commanders are finally se­
lected they will have the rank of 
lieutenant generals.

Besides this, the chief of staff 
disclosed important information 
of the exact troops which go to 
make up the corps. This infor­
mation never has been given be­
fore to the people at home.

The rate of transportation of 
troops for July, General March 
said, was keeping up with pre­
vious months. More than 90,000 
troops were transported last 
week alone. The most impor­
tant developments* of the 
week, the chief of staff pointed 
out, had been in the Albanian 
theater of war. There is no in­
dication at the war department 
of when the next German thrust 
will come on the western front, 
but all the allied commanders 
are confident of their ability to 
withstand it.

Activities along the various 
fronts have been of minor char­
acter during the last week. Gen­
eral March said.

The most striking advance has 
been in Albania, where, aided by 
British and Italian monitors op­
erating from the aea, a general 
advance over a crescent-shaped 
sector of eighty miles in length 
has been made, the advance be­
ing twenty-two mUes at the 
deepest point. The former cres­
cent into the allied line there 
has been wiped out and a 
straight line substituted. The 
advance was cairied out largd^ 
by Italian troops. General March 
said, but they were assisted on 
the right flank by French.

money. It spent |60,000,000 in 
the United States. It appropri­
ated $650,000 to be spent in 
Texas. It was under the con­
trol of the German Herr Dr. 
Hexamer, president of the lea­
gue in America, whom the kaiaer 
said was worthy of high decora­
tions at his hand “who may just­
ly be termed by my grace the 
acting ruler of all the Germans 
in the United States.”  The evi­
dence connects Governor Fergu­
son with doing the very things 
the Germans desired to be done: 
First, get charge of the colleges, 
teach German above all things 
and put German allies in {^ ses ­
sion of our schools and universi­
ties. It is said among other 
things^ “ I f  the German who in- 
tendis to remain there does not 
become a citizen he has no vote 
at the election nor influence of 
any kind of the conduct of the 
national political affairs; he 
must become an American citi­
zen; he is permitted, however, 
and can and ought in heart, 
thought, nature and act to re­
main a German.”

Ferguson began his fight on 
the University of Texas. He 
sought to have Dr. Keasby made 
the unversity president instead 
of Dr. Vinson. Dr. Keasby is a 
German and is now editing Ger­
man papers and propaganda.

Ferguson, at a mass meeting 
in Dallas on April 10, 1917, op­
posed boldly the patriotic meas­
ure of our government of the se­
lective draft, the greatest and 
most important legislation to se­
cure an army to defend our coun­
try against the German cruelty 
and their kultur. A  resoluton 
was introduced to indorse the 
measure proposed by President 
Wilson and to send to congress. 
Patriotic speeches were made 
midst thunderous applause and 
over the contest of Ferguson the 
resolution was sent. Thereupon 
Ferguson sent to John Gamer, 
representative from Texas, a 
telegram declaring against the 
measure, which telegram was 
read by Gamer in congress and 
is a matter of record.

Ferguson, carrying out the 
principles set forth in the Ger- 
man-American Alliance, sought 
to control the university and 
failing in that he has^kept up a 
cmel and consistent arraign­
ment of our university ever since 
and no one knew the real motive 
until this German propaganda 
waa exposed in congress and the 
cluurter which congress granted 
waa forfeited and annulled.

Significant is the fact that two 
days after that speech on April 
12 Ferguson placed $25,000 in 
currency in Littlefield's bank to 
bis credit and on the 13th placed 
$25,000 more in currency in Lit­
tlefield's bank to the c r^ it  of a 
Houston bank. Thereupon Little­
field remarked to his cashier: 
“Where in the h—  did the man 
get all that money?”

Asked to Hold Cotton Till Fair 
Price Is Made.

Austin, Texas, July 11.—The 
following.waa given out Thurs­
day by W. B. Yeary, cotton ex­
pert of the State agricultural 
department:

“The cotton States advisory 
marketing board, composed o f 
the commissioners of agricul­
ture, presidents of fanners un­
ions and heads of market bu­
reaus of the State agricultural 
departments of the cotton states, 
are receiving reports from far­
mers on the lalrar and other 
costs of producing the 1918 cot­
ton crop. This work is prepara­
tory to announcing the price at 
which this crop should be sold, 
as soon as the United States 
government estimate of the crop 
is given out, the first of August.

“The recommendation by the 
above named organization of the 
price for which the farmers shall 
be requested to hold cotton will 
be based upon the government 
estimate of the crop, and the 
cost as reported by the farmers. 
It is hoped by the cotton states 
advisory marketing board, that 
farmers picking cotton prior to 
the forthcoming report, will hold 
it pending such report.

“ As this work is being done by 
state authority of the various 
southern states, based upon cost 
reports from the cotton fields 
and crop estimate by the United 
States government, all interest­
ed in a fair price for cotton, 
based upon business principles, 
will do all they can to uphold the 
price to be recommended.”

San Antonio Airman Helped to 
Down Hun Aviator.

With the American Army in 
France, July 11.—American pur­
suit planes Thursday interrupt­
ed German observation and 
photograph work behind the Am­
erican lines. Lieutenant Edgar 
Tobin of San Antonio, Texas, 
and Edgar Jones of Chicago at­
tacked a biplane over Flirey at 
an altitude of 3000 yards. They 
dived after him four times, down 
to a thqusand yards, when he 
fell over the Thiaucourt.

Lieutenant Charles T. Merrick 
of Eldora, la., attacked another 
biplane north of ' Flirey, The 
German went sliding down on 
his wing and was reported later 
by another American flyer as 
having fallen in flames.

Pursuit planes also attacked 
the enemy’s observation balloons 
which were hastily pulled down.
