There 
is nothing else the matter with 
us and the sooner we fully real­
ize this fact and set about to 
correct it the sooner we will be 
headed for a higher level.

Through the courtesy of Mayor 
Painter, the truck was ^iven a 
stand between the Pickwick 
Hotel and the Crockett State 
Bank building and the street 
closed to traffic. The crew with 
the truck consisted of Lieuts. O. 
K. Robbins and I. C. Stenson; 
M. S. E. Geo. Kellems and Chauf­
feur Bob Reynolds.

Lieut. Robbins informed the

Courier before leaving that they 
had enlisted ten men in Crock­
ett and had several other good 
prospects whom he expected to 
hear from.

PRESIDENT NOT IN 
SERIOUS CONDITION

REPUBUCANS DASH 
FILIPPINOS’ HOPES

.Majority Leaders in Congress 
Decide Islanders Have Not 

Progressed Far Enough.

Ordered to Bed, However, and 
Dates May Possibly Be 

Cancelled.

Washington, July 21.— Presi­
dent VV’ilson was in a weakened 
but not serious condition tonight 
after he spent the day in bed 
with acute dysentery. Rear Ad­
miral Cary T. Grayson, his per­
sonal physician, said the presi­
dent had been in considerable 
pain during the day and had 
been “ very uncomfortable.’ ’ Ad­
miral Grayson said he would in­
sist that Mr. Wilson remain in 
bed until he had completely re­
covered.

The president’s appointments 
for tomorrow with republican 
senators had not been postponed 
tonight, but at the White House 
it was considered extremely 
doubtful whether Mr. Wilson 
would be able to keep them.

His illness may result in the 
postponement of his trip in the 
West, and Rear Admiral Gray­
son was uncertain when the 
president might be able to re­
sume his duties.

The president first complained 
of feeling ill Friday when he 
went to the capital to confer 
with Senator Hitchcock of Ne­
braska, ranking democratic 
member of the foreign relations 
committee. He told Secretary 
Tumulty that he was slightly in­
disposed and expressed intention 
of going down the Potomac over 
the week-end, in the belief that 
a change of air might be bene­
ficial. During the trip, however, 
the weather was stormy and 
damp and Mr. Wilson appears 
to have contracted a slight cold.

I Washington, July 20.— The re- 
j publican leaders in congress, it 
I became known Sunday, have 
i reached a decision to postpone 
i indefinitely the question of 
granting independence to the 
Philippines.

I The Porto Ricans, who also 
have been clamoring for inde­
pendence, have been satisfied for 
the time being by promises of 
congressional action to relieve 

I them from conditions they find 
i irksome.
' Having laid these specters of 
self determination in our own 
family closet, for the time being 
at least, congress will be able to 
give undivided attention to the 
question of Irish independence.

I The decision of the republican 
' leaders against consideration of 
ithe Filipinos’ plea for independ­
ence followed the recent hearing 
accorded the Philippines com­
mission at a joint session of the 
house and senate committees on 
insular affairs. It transpired 
that few, if any, of the republi­
can or democratic members of 

' those committees had been suf- 
, ficiently impressed by the repre- 
.sentations of the delegates to 

' take a stand in favor of freeing 
the islands at this time.

The general conclusion was 
that no step in this direction 
should be taken until more con­
vincing proof has been offered 

'o f the ability of the Philippines 
to stand alone and to continue 
to maintain the institutions of 
government and education es­
tablished by the United States 

i which have wrought such benef- 
; icent changes in the islands in 
20 years. Moreover it was deem- 
led inadvisable to take a step of 
such great moment to these 

. w'ards of the American republic 
' until the equilibrium of world 
conditions is restored.

It is now taken for granted 
,that the question of liberating 
I the Philippines will not be con­
sidered seriously until the con- 

.gressional committee shall have 
visited the islands and made an I exhaustive investigation and re- 

' port to congress.
‘ The Philippine delegation was 
'advised of this status of the 
! matter before leaving Washing­
ton and made no protest. In 

'fact, it transpired that the dele- 
'gation did not expect to obtain 
I favorable action at this time. 
The dispatch of the commission 

, by the Philippine legislature was 
forced by the minority party in 

' the islands which accused the 
' majority party of lack of ag- 
; gressiveness in seeking inde­
pendence.

'Austin, Tex., July 21.— Repre­
sentative J. Homer Gaddy of 
Beaumont, representing the

Thousands of people saw the 
smoke and flames that ent^loped 
the balloon, followed by th i^  
parachutes which dropp^ from 
the balloon. Two o f the para­
chutes opened and the third 
dropped to the street.

’The dirigible exploded and 
dropped on the roof of the bank 
building and the gas tank and 
parts of the steel frame of the 
diriipble crashed through the 
skylight into the banking room* 
where the tank exploded.

The fire which followed the 
explosion was extinguished, re­
vealing seven bodies believ^ to 
be employes o f the bank. The 
balloon carried four passengers, 
aside from the crew.

The balloon, owned by the 
Goodyear Tire and Rubber Com­
pany of Akron, Ohio, had been 
flying above the. city for several 
hours when, the accident occur­
red. .. When approximately 600 
feet above the bank a flame was 
seen to shoot from 'the top o f 
the gas bag, near the center o f 
the aircraft. ’The crowds gath­
ered on the streets to watch the 
flight saw the machine buckle 
and quiver as it started on its 
fatal plunge.

Four of its five occupants 
jumped and two landed safely 
in the streets, and the blimp, a 
ball of flame, struck the roof o f 
the bank with a crash audible 
throughout the downtown dis­
trict.

Washington, July 20.—A fight to 
strike from the prohibition enforce­
ment bill the clause that “ it shall not 
he unlawful to possess liquors in one’s 
own dwelling” will he made tomorrow 
in the house by the prohibition forces.

This was made known today hy 
members who declared the bill as now 
framed permitted wholesale hoarding 
by persons reported to have put away 
enough wines and liiiuors to last them 
the rest of their lives. There was no 
statement from Chairman Volstead of 
the judiciary committee, in charge of 
the “ dry” fight on the floor, as to 
whether he would accept an amend­
ment to this effect.

The general view, however, was that 
the house has gone about as far as 
conservatively wise with drastic pro­
visions. For the past week many jiro- 
hibitionists have been urging elimina­
tion of certain re.strietions without 
success.

There was indication that some 
members were inclined to kick over 
the traces at the attempt to race 
through with the hill in ten hours’ sit­
ting, when it may be a week or ten 
days before the senate judiciary com­
mittee concludes hearings. The occa­
sion for such great haste was not ex­
plained by “dry” leaders beyond the 
statement that they wanted to get the 
hill out of the way and forget it. Re­
publican I.«ader Mondell said the bill 
woiild be taken up tomorrow and kept 
before the house until passed.

CmIimmI Bill Small Tells Another In- 
tereotisK Incident of Trinity / 

Rieer in 1866*67. *

';V Psleatine, Texas, July 13.—Colonel 
Bill Small, who some time ago related 
aonte of bia experiences while a boy 
ancured in steamboatinfc on the Trin­
ity Uver in 1866-67, told a News cor- 
rMpondant some more of his experi- 
aneea in this county during recon- 
atnietion days. He says:

‘'During reconstruction days this 
ooonty was orerrun with carpetbag 
r ^  and all of the officeholders from 
constable to governor were turned out 
of office and their places filled by the 
IteV of office 'seekers at the hands of 
taair chief, Edmond J. Davis.

Dr. George D. Kelley, who had 
established himself here as a prac- 
ti^ig physician, minus the reouired 
“aheepskin" fell heir in the [m1>< 
allotment to the lucrative office of 
hich sheriff, and a braver man never 
asauBsed that position. -He was.not 
of the fire-eating kind, nor did he ever 
'tote a gun,' but when he had a duty 
to perform he did it regardless of 
Maaequences, and for this trait of 
(jniuracter he was often commended 
by friend and foe alike.

**An amusing incident occurred the 
wliile the doctor was sheriff and il­
lustrates his determination to do his 
duty as an officer. Captain McCop- 
pin, who was commander of one of 
tBS many boats that plied between 
Pariesr’s Bluff and Galveston, would 
BnMmently come in to Palestine after 
dilMarging his cargo and take in the 
sights of the then thriving little 
steamboat city. He was a jovial old 
tar and often lingered with his river 
companions sipping from the flowing 
bowl the delightful “morning dew*' 
that came from different parts of old 
Anderson county and only cost 50c a 
gallon—jug furnished.

“While the captain was on one of 
these inland visits he unconsciously 
got on the outside of too much com 
with the shuck on" and proceeded to 
“paint the town red" all over.

Permitting Galveston County and City 
to iHHue Bonds for Grade Rais­

ing Purposes.
Senate Joint Resolution No. 23.

A joint Resolution proposing and sub­
mitting .to the people of the State 
of Texas an amendment to Article 
sixteen of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas by adding thereto 
a new section and authorizing the 
City of Galveston and County of 
Galveston to issue bonds for pro­
tective works, irrespective of Consti­
tutional limitation, in the aggregate 
of five million dollars for both city 
and county, as may be by the city 
or county deemed necessary for the 
raising of the grade, building sea- 
waPis and breakwaters and doing any 
and all kinds of protective works 
in said city and county, and to levy 
and collect taxes to retire said 
bonds, principal and interest, pro­
viding for a sinking fund and creat­
ing an emergency.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas:
Section 1. The City of Galveston 

and the County of Galveston, and 
each of them are hereby authorized 
to issue bonds in such amounts not 
to exceed in the aggregate five mil­
lion dollars, for both City and County, 
as may be by the city or county deem­
ed necessary for the raising of the 
grade, building seawalls and break­
waters, and doing any and all other 
kinds of protective works in said city 
and county, without regard to and ir­
respective of any provisions of the 
Constitution of the State of Texas 
limiting tax leviles and governing bond 
issues, and for that purpose to levy 
and collect taxes to retire and pay 
same, principal and interest, but no 
debt shall ever be incurred for such 
purpose, unless provision is made at 
the time of creating same, for levying 
and collecting a sufficient tax to pay 
the interest thereon and to provide at 
least two per cent as a sinking fund, 
this provision being cumulative, and 
authorizing the issuance of such 
bonds in addition to those heretofore 
issued for such purposes and still out­
standing, the amount of such addi­
tional bonds to be issued by the coun­
ty hereunder not to exceed one mil­
lion dollars, and the amount of such 
additional iMnds to be issued by the 
city hereunder not to exceed four mil­
lion dollars, but nothing herein shall 
apply to bonds heretofore or hereafter 
issu^ for purposes other than those 
herein defined, provided however, that 
that portion of Galveston County not 
lying within the corporate limits of 
the City of Galveston shall not be 
taxed for the purpose of issuing 
bonds for anv of the purposes herein 
provided within the corporate limits 
of the City of Galveston, unless such 
bond issue and tax levy ^  authorized 
by a majority of all the tax paying 
Voters residing in Galveston County 
outside of the Corporate limits of the 
City of Galveston; provided that no 
such bonds issued by the city of Gal­
veston shall be valid unless such bond 
issue and tax levy be authorized by 
a majority of all qualified tax paying 
voters of the city of Galveston, voting 
at an election to be called for that 
purpose by the Mayor and Board of 
Commissioners of said City of Gal­
veston.

Sec. 2. The Governor is hereby di­
rected to issue the necessary procla­
mation for submitting an amendment 
to the Constitution to the qualified 
electors of the State of Texas on the 
first Tuesday in November, 1919, be­
ing the fourth day of November, 1919. 
Those favoring the amendment shall 
have written or printed on their bal­
lots the words, “ For the amendment 
to Article sixteen of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas, authorizing the 
issuance of bonds by the City and 
County of Galveston." And those op­
posed ^  the said amendment shall 
have written or printed on their bal­
lots the words, “ Against the amend­
ment to Article sixteen of the Consti­
tution of the State of Texas, author­
izing the issuance of bonds by the 
City and County of Galveston.”

Sec. 3. The sum of five thousand 
($5,000.00) dollars, or so much there­
of as is necessary, out of the funds 
in the State Treasury not otherwise 
appropriated, is hereby appropriated 

I to pay expenses for the carrying out 
of the provisions of this Resolution.

TEXAS MAY ASK FREE 
HAND ON THE BORDER
Jtesolution Requesting “ l.iherty of 

.\clion",ls Referred—To Pro­
tect Its Citizens.

Austin, Texas, July 18.— By the 
terms of a resolution introduced in 
the senate this morning by Mr. Day- 
ton, referred at the request of Mr. 
Doan to the commission on federal re­
lations, the federal government would 
be petitioned to “accord to Texas that 
liberty of action with reference to the 
protection of its citizens that it en­
joyed prior to the time it in good 
faith abandoned its status as an in­
dependent nation of the world and 
became a state of the union.”

The object to be attained through 
such liberty is, as made plain by the 
other terms of the long resolution, 
that Texas may take such steps as 
may be necessary for the protection 
of the Mexican border. There are 
no “ whereas” preliminaries, the reso­
lution openetl with the resolve “ that 
the following facts be made known ,to 
the president and congress of the 
United States.” Then follows a pre­
sentation of the facts from the re­
public of Texas to the United States, 
turning over to the federal govern­
ment all “ fortifications, barracks, 
forts and harbors, navy and navy 
yards, docks, magazines, armaments 
and all other property -pertaining to 
the public defense.” Since this was 
done in 1845, declares the resolution, 
the state has been inadequately j)ro- 
tected and has been frequently sub­
jected to invasions by marauders of 
varying character and in varying 
numbers.

In support of these contentions and 
included in full is the report of the 
select commission of the constitution­
al convention of Texas under date of 
Nov. 24, 1875, also an extended ex­
tract from the message of former 
Governor Richard Coke to the Texas 
legislature in 1876. In both of these 
the conditions existing then and there­
tofore along the Mexican border are 
fully described.

“ Attention is directed to the facts,” 
the resolution continues, “ that the 
conditions referred to and complained 
of in the report of the select commis­
sion and in the message of the gover­
nor in 1876 have obtained along the 
Rio Grande border of Texas with but 
slight intermission down to this date. 
That these conditions have been inten­
sified during the last nine years, dur­
ing which period of time many citi­
zens of the state have been murdered, 
their property stolen or destroyed, and 
the people of this state made to suf­
fer the outrages of guerilla warfare. 
The incidents we will not enumerate, 
as the facts are available in the 
records of the adjutant general’s of­
fice, in the public prints and no doubt 
in the records of the United States. 
We also direct attention to the fact 
that citizens of Texas, in common with 
citizens of New Mexico, Arizona and 
othfer states of the union, have lost 
their lives, their property, and have 
suffered untold outrages in the repub­
lic of Mexico.

“ That the depredations in this state 
and in the republic of Mexico have 
been committed not only by irrespon­
sible marauders and bandits, but in 
ntiany instances by officers and sol­
diers of the present alleged govern­
ment of Mexico.

“ We call attention to the fact that 
the condition of affairs which has ob­
tained in Texas since its annexation to 
the union, to wit, a perio<i of more 
than seventy years, is no longer to be 
endured, and that the point has been 
reached when the government of the 
United States ought either to give the 
state of Texas and its citizens the 
same degree of protection to their 
lives, their property and their pur­
poses as is enjoyed by the citizens of 
other states of the union; or that if 
the government of the United States 
is incapable of doing this, that it 
ought to accord to Texas that liberty 
of action with reference to the pro­
tection of its citizens that it enjoyed 
prior to the time it in good faith 
abandoned its status as an indepen­
dent nation of the world and became 
a state of the union.”

The organization table, announced 
Wednesday, provides for forty-seven 
regiments, and eighteen battalions of 
infantry, six regiments, seventeen 
squadrons and nineteen troops of cav­
alry, ten regiments, tweirty battalions 
and seven batteries of field artillery, 
and 74 coast artillery companies, with 
additional forces of engineers, sani­
tary and signal corps.

.Southern states are authorized in 
letters of notification sent out by 
Major General Jesse McI. Carter, 
chief of the bureau of militia affairs, 
to the respective state adjutant gen­
erals, to form 17 regiments and five 
battalions of infantry, out of a total 
of 47 regiments atul 18 battalions of 
that service arm contemplated in the 
entire nation. In addition those states 
along the Atlantic coast are heavily 
represented in the coast artillery 
branch.

The basis used in assigning the na­
tional guanl divisions was that of 
800 men for each senator and repre­
sentative, giving the nation a national 
guard strength of about 440,000 men. 
Available appropriations, however, 
will permit a strength of only about 
100,000 during 1920, or on a basis of 
200 men for each senator and repre­
sentative.

Texas .Assigned 10 Regiments.
Of the southern states, Texas was 

assigned the largest number of units, 
six regiments of cavalry, three regi­
ments of infantry and one field ar­
tillery regiment. The authority given 
Texas to organize six regiments of 
cavalry was regarded as significant in 
view of the constant menace of arm­
ed raids from across the Mexican bor­
der.

North Carolina and Georgia will 
rank next to Texas among the south­
ern states in armed guard strength.

New York, due to its preponderance 
of population, will lead the nation in 
armed guard personnel with 12 com­
panies of coast artillery, four regi­
ments of infantry and a large num­
ber of auxiliary troops.

Pennsylvania ranks second in the 
nation.

The letters sent to the state adju­
tant generals authorize them to pro- 
cee<l with the organization of the units 
assigned immediately. Recognition 
will be given by the war department 
as soon as inspectors show the units 
(]ualified to receive federal support.

House Joint Resolution .No. l.S. , 

A joint resolution proposing to amend 
Section 49, Article 3 of the Con­
stitution of the State of Texas re­
lating to the power to create debts 
by or on behalf of the State so as 
hereafter to authorize the I.,egi8la- 
ture to enact such law’s as may be 
necessary directing the Governor 
of the State to issue bonds in a 
sum not to exceed 175,000,000; pro­
viding for the levy of a tax to cre­
ate the necessary interest and sink­
ing fund therefor: and providing 
that the proceeds from the sale of 
sUch bonds shall be used in the 
construction of durable, hard sur­
faced roads upon the public high­
ways of the State. ,

Be it resolved by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas*.
Section 1. Amend said Section so 

as to read after its adoption as fol­
lows;

Article 3. Section 49. No debt shall 
be created by. or on behalf of the 
State, except to supply casual defi­
ciencies of revenue, repel invasion, 
suppress insurrection, defend the 
State in war, or pay existing debt; 
and the debt created to supply de­
ficiencies in the revenue shall never 
exceed in the aggregate at any one 
time, two hundred thousand dollars 
($200,000); provided however, that 
the legislature may enact such legis­
lation as may be necessary to author­
ize and direct the Governor to issue 
bonds of the State in a sum not to 
exceed Seventy-five million ($75,000,- 
OOO) dollars, the proceeds to be used 
in the construction of dqrable, hard­
surfaced roads upon the public high­
ways of the State; provided that such 
proceeds shall be apportioned to the 
different counties of the State accord­
ing to the needs of the State High­
ways in such counties; and, provided 
further that under Legislative au­
thority a tax not to exceed twenty 
cents on the one hundred dollars val­
uation of taxable property in the 
State may be levied, assessed and col­
lected to provide the necessary in­
terest and sinking fund therefor, and 
said taxes shall be in addition to the 
taxes authorized by Article 8, Sec­
tion 9 of the Constitution.

See. 2. The foregoing constitution­
al amendment shall be submitted to a 
vote of the qualified electors for mem­
bers of the Legislature at an elec­
tion to be held throughout the State 
of Texas on the first 'Tuesday in No­
vember, the same being the fourth day 
day of November, A. I).

. After a week in the Virginia road- | 
stead preparing for their voyage, the i 
grim superdreadnoughts and swift de­
stroyers weighed anchor at 8;30 
o’clock and turned their prows sea­
ward on a voyage that is to furnish 
the first real test of the Panama Canal 
and carry to the people of the Pacific 
seaboard the first great fleet assigned 
to their defense.

Swinging out of the capes, the fleet 
turned southward in cruising forma­
tion, with the six superdreadnoughts, 
which with two others are to form the 
backbone of the Pacific naval defense, 
steaming within a triangular screen 
made of fifty destroyers. In that for­
mation the ships will remain until the 
end of the first leg of the voyage at 
Colon.

Upon its arrival at San Diego, the 
first stop on the Pacific coast, the fleet 
will be joined by many other craft as­
signed to Admiral Rodman’s com­
mand, and the combined armada will 
enter San Francisco harbor. Secre­
tary Daniels will meet the vessels at 
San Diego and accompany them on 
their travels from port to port, and 
finally will go to Honolulu with sev­
eral of the craft.

Plans for the extensive maneuvers 
and battle practices in which the fleet 
will engage after the conclusion of its 
“ welcome home” cruise along the 
coast already are being worked out, 
and later will cpme “ battles” with the 
Atlantic fleet and joint fleet exercises 
in both the Pacific and the Atlantic.

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FIRM AGAINST ANY 
CHANGE IN TREATY

Neither Do OpponmU of the League 
Covenant Show Any Signs->

of Yielding.

Washington, July 19.—Although ad­
ministration leaders, both in executive 
and senate circles, discount the possi­
bility of President Wilson accepting 
any reservations in the ratification of 
the peace treaty and league of na­
tions covenant, some of the republi­
can senators who have told the presi­
dent in their conferences that a ma­
jority will favor interpretative reser­
vations, ar? discussing what middle 
Ifftnind may be found on which the 
ofRposing forces may unite.

The administration senators con­
tinue to stand firm on their claim that 
they will have the votes to adopt the 
treaty without change, and say that 
as they will make their fight on that 
basis they do not care to discuss what 
might happen if they failed to muster 
tht^.

Meanwhile the republicans who fa­
vor the league o f nations idea, but have 
toid the president some reservations 
will have to be made, are working on 
plans which will in the end be ac- 
ceMable.

in the meantime it develops that if 
the president is making any effort to 
sound out the entente powers on pos­
sible reservations, as has been claim­
ed, none of the channels of the entente 
embassies in Washington are being 
used and there is no evidence here to 
support that theory.

Republican Contention.
The discussions among the republi­

cans seem, at this stage, to range 
around a tentative set of reservations 
which might be outlined this way:

That nothing in Article 10 shall be 
construed to obligate the United 
States to enter the war without a 
declaration of war by congress.

That nothing in the covenant shall 
in any way impair the Monroe doc­
trine, or curtail the nation’s preroga­
tive'̂  of administering it as a purely 
rmCionai policy; and,

That it is to be understood that in 
accepting the covenant, the United 
Slates does not subtract from its sov­
ereign right to determine purely do­
mestic problems, ŝuch as immigra­
tion and the tariff.

These and other reservations of 
similar character, designed to give 
additional guarantees of the right of 
independent national action without 
vitiating the fabric of the league.

Rropeinents' Claims.
The administration leaders declare 

these very propositions already are 
either set forth with sufficient clear­
ness in t ^  present wording of the 
covenant or else are the natural corol­
laries of the league principles.

The objection to such reaorvatioas as 
expressed in the administration point 
of view is that they might necessitate 
renegotiation, encourage other na­
tions to make reservations of their 
own, cause delay and confusion and 
finally endanger the whole league 
plan. In that connection. President 
WiLson is said, in talking with sena­
tors, to bftve described the present 
political status of Europe as a field 
in which it may be very difficult to 
carry on such a re-negotiation.

In his conference with Senator 
Hitchcock, Mr. Wilson is known to 
have expressed strongly the feeling 
that it was only necessary to clear up 
misunderstandings in order to reach 
a solution of the senate situation.

Some senators interpreted this posi­
tion, taken after seeing seven repub­
licans, as suggesting that the presi­
dent might, in fact, Iwve in mind some 
definite plan to bring together the 
administration seirators and those re­
publicans who are for interpretative 
reservations.

The Shantung provision, which has 
aroused a storm of senate protest al­
most eclipsing the league controversy, 
is expected by some of the president’s 
recent callers to* be the subject of a 
White House declaration, either in the 
form of a public statement or a mes­
sage to the senate. Some of the re­
publicans believe this declaration will 
greatly change the aspect of this pro­
vision.

Second Attempt to Repeal Daylight 
Saving Bill Fails.

Washington, July 18.— Renewed at­
tempts of house republican leaders to 
repeal daylight saving through a rider 
to the 19*20 agricultural appropria­
tion bill, were defeated in the house 
Friday when republican opponents of 
repeal joined with the democrats in 
voting to eliminate the repeal provi­
sion. Immediately afterward,, with­
out a dissenting vote, the agricultural 
bill, carrying $.333,900,000, was pass­
ed and sent to the senate.

Final action on the daylight saving 
repeal came after a day marked by 
sharp political clashes in both houses 
and in committees.

Opponents to inserting the repeal 
provision gained strength with each 
vote in the house, the final action be­
ing by a vote of 203 to 171.

A few democrats voted with the 
majority republicans in opposing the 
elimination, but their votes were 
niore than offset by republican mem­
bers.

The senate, regarded as heavily in 
favor of repeal, npw has before it a 
house bill to repeal the daylight sav­
ing law. The senate, it was said by 
congressional leaders, may pass and 
send to the president the separate re­
peal measure.

New Orleans, June 20.—The high­
est prices ever reached by future con­
tracts were recorded in the cotton 
market last week on buying stimu­
lated by an unfavorable turn in 
weather conditions in the belt, al­
though on the opening session prices 
were up on expectations of a better 
spot demand as the result of the re­
moval of the restrictions on trading 
with Germany. July touched 36.50 and 
October and December both touched 
34.48. At the highest levels prices 
represented a net rise of 15 to 86 
points. TTie net changes for the week 
were a loss of 70 points on July and 
net gains of 53 to 73 points on the 
new crop months.

After the first advances there were 
wide reactions of around 200 points 
under the weakness in the foreign ex­
change market and the spread of the 
n\arine strike. F’or the week the mar­
ket remained strong on the heavy 
rains in the belt and the new crop re- 
jYort made new high levels. This 
week the weather map will be the 
main consideration at the start and 
the weather and crop news are per­
haps the most important fketor 
throughout. Continued wet weather 
probably would create a crop scare. 
Weather over the belt is all the more 
vital just now because next Friday 
will end the July condition period. 
Because of its importance the trade 
will be obliged to follow the foreign 
exchange market closely and next to 
this will be export developments as

Minks are scorning the lowly green- 
Mick and the buffalo nkkle and earn­
estly devoting themselves to the filch­
ing of Liberty Bonds and War Sav­
ings Stamps these days, making real 
competition for the oily-tongued 
tricksters who prey upon their fellow 
men by persuading them to sell War 
Savings Stamps at less than they will 
>ring at the postoffice. The Bankers’ 
Association at a convention held re­
cently called upon Congress to enact 
egrislation to protect bondholders 

against these raiders. This protection 
is suggested by making it a peniten­
tiarŷ  offense to buy or sell Liberty 
Bonds or War Savings Stamps with­
out the original buyer’s endorsement.

The bankers point out that the mod­
ern burglar is the War Savings Stamp 
scalper who victimizes his fellow cit- 
:.zens who are not so well informed of 
the true value of these government 
securities.

The Savings Division of the Treas­
ury Department already has provided 
protection by means of registration. 
A new ruling, now effective, permits 
registered War Savings Stamps to be 
redeemed at any postoffice. A plan 
for thorough identification has also 
been devised as a means of recovering 
stolen War Sayingrr Stamps.

The Rhode Island legririature at its 
last session passed a law providing a 
fine of |1,000 or six months in jail 
for any person purchasing War Sav­
ings Stamps at a price less than that 
fixed by the government. Other leg­
islatures are expected to take similar 
action shortly.

WashitiArloM, .July l(i.—.John Skel­
ton Williams, comptroller of the cur­
rency, appearing before the senate 
banking committee, which is consid­
ering his nomination,  ̂ Wednesday 
struck back at his critics, passed the 
lie to former Senator Weeks of .Mas­
sachusetts, who bitterly opposed his 
nomination at the last session, and 
denied charges recently made that he 
had caused the withdrawal of Re«l 
Cross funds from certain Washington 
banks.

Mr. Williams gave his testim'my 
after A. E. Jones, representing stock­
holders of the defunct First National 
bank of Uniontown, Pa.,, of which J. 
V. Thompson, millionaire coal land 
owner, was formerly president, had 
charged Comptroller Williams with 
mismanagement of the bank’s affairs 
so as to cause the stockholders a loss 
of $2,789,000.

'The 'comptroller read to the com­
mittee a letter which he recently sent 
to Senator Owen of Oklahoma, for­
mer chairman of the committee, al­
leging that the resolution presented 
to the committee last session by for­
mer Senator Weeks from the clear­
ing house associations of Winchester, 
Ky., and Lexington, Ky., were “ im- 
fwsitions’’ upon the committee. Mr. 
Williams declared no such organiza­
tion exists in the former city, but that 
the "resolutions” were “ concocted” by 
two junior bank officials apparently 
at the instance or influence of some 
person or persons whose identity has 
not yet been disclosed,” in an affort 
to "deceive the senate committee and 
injure me.” The comptroller quoted 
Senator Weeks as telling the com­
mittee that in five years he had not 
received a communication which "had

years struggle. Germany provoked 
the war. She declined to refer dis­
puted points to arbitration when en­
treated by the powers to do so.

be secured in the future.”

And it is even doubtful if anything 
will prevent future wars. When the 
veneer of civilization is scratched the 
beast will invariably roar.

IT PAYS TO THINK

TEN GENERALS WHO 
SERVED IN FRANCE

Liggett and IMckman Head Dis­
tinguished Party Reach­

ing New York.

New York, July 20.— The com­
manders w h o  distinguished 
themselves with American expe­
ditionary forces returned'to the 
United States upon the Cunard 
line steamship Aquitania, which 
docked Sunday. The party was 
headed by Lieutenant General 
Hunter Liggett and Major Gen­
eral Joseph T. Dickman, who 
commanded the American army 
of occupation. With them was 
Benedict CrovveH, assistant sec­
retary of war, who has been in 
Europe on an aviation mission.

The others in the contingent of 
military leaders, the largest that 
has returned upon a single ship, 
were Major Generals George C. 
Squier, chief of the signal corps, 
and Mason M. Patrick and Brig­
adier Generals Harold Fiske, 
Harry A. Smith, Wilson D. 
Burtt, Stuart Heintzelman, Den­
nis E. Nolan and Joseph C. Cas- 
ner.

General Liggett and his com­
panions were met at the pier by 
Major General David C. Shanks, 
commander of the port of em­
barkation, who handed them or­
ders from the war department. 
General Liggett has been as­
signed to command the depart­
ment of the West with head­
quarters at San Francisco, and 
General Dickman the depart­
ment of the South with head­
quarters at San Antonio.

General Squier was detailed to 
the air service in Washington, 
General Fiske to command an 
infantry regiment. General Cas- 
ner to Fort Leavenworth and the 
others to duty at the war college 
in Washington.

Assistant Secretary Crowell, 
who has attended several con­
ferences at which the future of 
aviation was discussed, declined 
to talk of his mission until he 
has reported to Washington. It 
was learned from others of the 
party, however, that sweeping 
changes w-ill be advocated in the 
aviation plans of the United 
States.

The chief object, according to 
the reports, is to divorce avia­
tion from both the war and navy 
departments and to establish 
governmertt control of commer­
cial as well as military aerial af­
fairs. In this connection a new 
cabinet pqrtfoMo was mention­
ed. Mr. Crowell refused to spon­
sor any of these reports.

McIntosh as chaperon. Her so­
cial mentor on the farm was 
Miss S. B. Suttlift. The organ­
izer of the party was Rev. Fred­
erick Gratiot, assistant rector of 
St. James. i

At this point the lagging plot 
is jarred into life by the intro­
duction of Ferdinand Hotz, cher­
ry king and slave driver, of Fish 
Creek fields.

Upon their arrival at Ush 
Creek the girls were assigned to 
quarters and told to get into 
their bloomerets and make it 
snappy. Now it takes any wom­
an 47 minutes to dress, even 
down on the farm. F>om time 
to time Mr. Hotz interrupted the

door and shouting in the most 
approved Bluebeard manner:
