Measure Before House
Reduce Profiteering,
Says Young

Washington, Sept. 27.—The
cold storage bill which the house
considered today will not reduce
the cost of living to the extent
the public probably believes that
it will, as explained to the house
today in a speech by Represen-

“tative Young of Texas, but it is
. necessary to have a uniform
) law which will deal with the

i subject. To a certainty, Mr.
Young said, the legislation will
_ reduce profiteering, since food
7 products consigned to cold stor-
age can not be hoarded as in the
past. The bill requires a twelve-
month turnover of articles plac-
ed in storge and since they
i must be disposed of, as far as
interstate commerce is concern-
ed within a year, Mr. Young
gave it as his opinion that the
general average of prices would
be lowered to the consumer.

“If the cold storage man finds
himself at the end of a year with
a large stock on hand he will be
forced to unload or stand a loss,
and he does not want to do that,”
said Mr. Young. ‘“We do not
want to destroy the cold stor-
age business, for it is the inter-
vening agency- between the
point of production and the con-
sumer, but the radical ups and
downs of prices will be prevent-
ed under the system we are pro-
posing.”

The bill does not deal with
the retailer or the hotels, for in-
stance, but only with phases of
the industry as applied to inter-
state commerce. Thus if a
storage concern is caught with
goods on hand for more than
twelve months, his only outlet
is the local market, in no event
probably large enough to ac-
commodate much of a supply,
hence the conclusion, Mr. Young
says, that the general level of
prices is bound to come down.

It remains for the states to
carry the remedies beyond the
point of interstate commerce,
Mr. Young told the house. They
can pass laws to deal with the
retailing of commodities, or fix
a time in which food of the char-
acter covered must be turned
over. Unless the states take
action, it is admitted, the reme-
dy to the people will not be com-
plete. Terms of the bill pro-
pose to gather the facts which

would be available to the states |

in their exercise of power.

Other features of the bill give.

the secretary of agriculture
power to collect statistics con-
cerning food storage so that at
any time he would be able to
determine the extent of the visi-
ble supply of food. Also he is
given power to enforce sanitary
regulations.

FRENCH DEPUTIES ARE TOLD
TREATY PUTS FRANCE BACK

ON PINNACLE OF FAME

Paris, Sept. 25.—Premier Clemen-
ceau delivered his long expected
speech in debate on the ratification ,of |
the peace treaty in the chamber of
deputies this afternoon. The whole
trend ‘of his arguments in favor of
the treaty was that the treaty was
one of solidity between the allies who,
united in war, must be united in
peace. _

M. Clemenceau admitted that the

treaty contained many imperfections,
but said it was the culmination of
work of the “coalition of liberation,”
the first of its sort in the history of
the world, as the treaty was the dawn
of a new era. 1

He recalled the dark days of 1917
and declared to the opponents of thé |
treaty that if a peace proposal had |
been received then, returning Alsace
and Lorraine to France, no French-!
man would have demanded the inser- |
tion of any-other clause, but would |
have accepted it. ‘

Lifts Ffance to Fame. ;
The treaty brought back more than |
the lost provinces; it placed Francei
on the highest pinnacle of fame and
honor, and in a few years would bringf
prosperity. i
Those who had spoken in the de-
bate, the premier pointed out, had
criticised the details of the treaty,
which must be considered accepted or
rejeted as a whole, whether the in-
strument was helpful or harmful to
France. The treatv was “the ensem-
ble of possibilities,” which was worth
what the future ruling classes of
France would make it by their labor.
The premier’s effort was tremend-
ous. He remained on the tribune
more than two hours. Many times
he seemed to weaken, his voice be-
coming so low as to be almost inaudi-
ble beyond the first row of govern-
ment benches, but he waved off the
advice from all quarters of the cham-
ber of “rest” and doggedly contin-
ued to display his indomitable spirit.
He passed lightly over the criticism,
which has been prominent in the de-
bate, that the French language is not
the official language of the treaty,
saying:

Two-thirds Speak English.
“It is not my fault if the English

language is spoken by nearly two-|
thirds of the civilized world.” !

The chamber’s determination to|
prolong the debate as long as possi- |
ble was not deterred by the premier's |
request for a vote on the treaty today, |
for, while M. Clemenceau was speak- |
ing, several deputies inscribed their |
names on President Deschanel’s list
as participants in the debate.

M. Clemenceau warned the cham- |
ber that if it refused to ratify the

treaty it would make it an instru-|
ment. of death to Ftrance, while if
the chamber ratified the instrument
France would become inbued with
its spirit, which would mean the life
and resarrection of the country. ,

The debate bids fair to run well in- |
to next month, unless the govenment
forces a vote or asks the chairman to |
cancel the privileges of those who
have expressed their intention of |
speaking. This the premier seems |

disinclined to do.

Date for Tractor Show to Be Made |
Public October 1 ;

Houston, Texas, Sept. 27.—The |
date for the national tractor demons-
tration to take place at the Jones|
ranch, near Deepwater, will be de- |
finitely announced at a meeting of the |
tractor committee October 1.

Plans for the demonstration were
discussed at a meeting of the com-
mittee Thursday. Letters were read‘
from manufacturers who had plan-
ned to attend the demonstration on
the original date, September 30 and |
October 1 and 2. These manufactur-
ers stated that they would have large
exhibits, no matter what date was
set.

A number of Dallas firms also noti-
fied the committee that they would
have their equipment in shape to for-
ward to Houston immediately after
the Dallas State fair.

It was decided at the meeting
Thursday to plan for even a greater
demonstration than has been expected
on the original date set.
