Newspaper Has Right to Deter-; 
mine What Is News. j

Chicago, April 13.—The right | 
of a newspaper to publish what 
it considers news and to disre­
gard whatever it believes does 
not come within that category, 
was upheld Monday in an opinion 
of the appellate court, disposing 
of a $100,000 damage suit by 
William Reeda, an attorney 
against the Tribune company.

Mr. Reeda, who was a candi­
date for superior court judge in 
the November, 1917, election on 
an independent ticket, charged

the Chicago Tribune with pub­
lishing a facsimile of a portion of 
a specimen ballot giving the 
names of the democratic, repub­
lican and socialist candidates for 
the judgeship, but omitting the 
names of the independent candi­
dates. It was contended by Mr. 
Reeda that this omission was 
“ wilful and malicious and done 
with intent to injure his candi­
dacy.”
, “ The defendant owed no duty 
to either the plaintiff or the pub­
lic to publish anything which for 
any reason it did not see fit to 
publish,” the opinion read. “ The

defendant is the sole judge of 
the value of news as such. A 
newspaper must remain free to 
publish such matters as it re­
gards as possessing news value 
and to refrain from publishing 
such matters as it may deter­
mine does not posses news 
value.”

With the im­
provement of the railroad ser­
vice and with more facilities in 
cars and terminals, we believe 
that we can show great progress 
in this direction.”

Across the southern portion of the 
United States, in a long semicircle 
from the Atlantic Ocean to the Rio 
Grande, extend 100 miles of concrete 
trenches. They are the cattle dip­
ping vats, through which the ticks 
can not pass northward and which 
are gradually moving southward, 

■driving the tick lines before them. 
Behind the trenches is the anti-tick 
army, which is captained by 28.') in­
spectors of the U. S. department of 
agriculture, 280 state inspectors 
and 1,000 county inspectors. The 
army is made up of thousands 
upon thousands of cattle owners, who 
have come to realize how great is the 
toll they have been made to pay to 
the tick and how they can be finally 
rid of the parasite if they join in the 
battle against them.

With the coming of warm weather 
every spring the cattle fever tick.s 
hatch out and crawl up on the grass 
of the southern fields and at the first 
opportunity attach themselves to the 
hides of passing cattle. Ticks multi­

ply very rapidly. As they reach 
maturity on the cattle they drop to 
the grounfl and more ticks are hash­
ed. One female tick is capable of 
laying from 1,000 to 5,000 eggs. 
Where one was in Jhe spring millions 
are in the sumnr»er. The. steer which 
has been made to serve as a host of 
the ticks becomes in a few mditths a 
skinny, sickly wreck and a veritable 
mass of bloodsucking parasites.

The anti-tick fighters are ready for 
the tick. They will drive the ^tick- 
infested cattle through the dipping 
vats, and after one passage the cuttle 
will carry comparatively few ticks. 
At the end of the summer they will 
carry none, if all the cattle are dip­
ped regularly, every two weeks.

When the end of the anti-tick war | 
is reached, the southern cattle Indus- i 
try will have rid itself of a parasite 
that annually costs tens of thousands i 
of dollars and will be established on 
a foundation as firm as the concrete 
trenches now fighting for it.

In order to free Houston county of 
the cattle tick it is necessary that 
the tick eradication laws, rules and 
regulations of the State of Texas be 
rigidly enforced, and this is what is 
going to be done this year. The tick 
eradication law and the rules and | 
regulations of the State require that 1 
all cattle be dipped regularly every j 
fourteen days until cattle and prem- i 
ises are free of ticks.

A penalty of from twenty-five dol­
lars to one hundred dollars is pro­
vided by law for failure or refusal to 
dip cattle after the owner or care­
taker has been legally notified to do 
so and each day of such failure or re­
fusal shall be a separate offense.

When these pigs are 
three months old two of them 
with registration papers will 
readily sell for enough to pay the 
note and the boy or girl has the 
sow and four pigs left, easily 
worth $135, and it has only t ^ -  
en four or five months to bring 
it al^ut. Let any of the young­
sters. who are interested figure 
out what the inOome would be 
from the next increase and fol­
low it up for two or three years

and see how quick they will be­
come launched in a profitable 
and most interesting personal 
venture. The same is true, only 
a longer period is involved, in 
getting results where the boys 
and girls buy a bred heifer of 
high grade registered stock. 
While it takes more time to get 
returns from cattle than hogs 
there is always a possibility of 
developing Home exceptionally 
fine stock that will bring ab­
normally large prices.

STAGE MEAN AKREST'
Mayor Makeo Announcement 

Following Conference With 
Y. M. B. L. Directors.

Houston, Texas, April 3.—In 
the future vaudeville actors who 
deal in smutty jokes on Houston 
stages will be arrested on the 
spot and vigorously prosecuted, 
according to the announcement 
made this afternoon by Mayor 
Amerman, and managers of the 
various playhouses have been 
warned to this effect.

The mayor’s statement fol­
lowed a conference between hifh 
and directors of the Young Men’s 
Business League, who had draft­
ed a resolution asking that the 
board of censors take action to 
wipe out this condition.

“There is no need of making 
the request to the censor board. 
I will warn all managers of 
vaudeville houses in the city 
that if in toe future anything of 
the kind is allowed to go on the 
actors will be arrested on the 
stage,”  the mayor declared after 
hearing accounts of the type of 
joke common.

A copy of the resolution that 
caused the action follows:

Be it resolved by the board of 
directors of the Houston Young 
Men’s Business League, that 

Whereas, The managements of 
the vaudeville theaters have per­
mitted jokes told in perfomi- 
ances during this season which, 
in our opinion are, are at least 
unfit for the ears of the majority 
of the patrons of their houses,

Therefore, This board of di­
rectors does strongly condemn 
this class of amusement and the 
willingness on the part of the 
management of their theaters to 
inflict same on their patrons, and 
that if the existing city ordi­
nance provides that such per­
formances shall be censored by 
the city board of censors that 
the censors be requested to 
promptly pass on the first per­
formance of asch week’s bill, 
and that if the present city ordi­
nances do not provide for such 
censoring, that the mayor and 
commissioners be requested to

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STEE MAGNATE IS 
CAUGHT IN SQUEEZE

---------- L
Stands to Lose $5,250,000 in 

'Stutz Motors 
Corner.

New York, April 3.— Although 
it is asserted that no individual 
is short Stutz sales to any great 
extent, the rumor persists that a 
promient steel man is caught and 
will be squeezed for more than 
$5,250,000 unless the stock ex­
change intervenes.

The steel man, so the story 
goes, is known in Wall street to 
have sold 10,000 shares of 
Stutz Motor Car company stock 
at $125, after getting oral as­
surance of the delivery to him at 
a slightly higher figure in the 
event that the stock rose. This 
is a method usually adopted by 
speculators to protect their 
“ short” sales.

Could Not Keep Promise.
But when the Stutz stock be­

gan its pyrotechnic advance the 
steel man was informed that the 
promise he had received :ould 
not be kept, as all the securities 
were held by Allan A. Ryan and 
a clique responsible for the cor­
ner. His position was that of a 
trader who could not buy the 
stock at any figure until the 
shares were released by Mr. 
Ryan’s clique.

When the board of governors 
of the stock exchange placed an 
embargo on trading in the securi­
ties the quotation was $391 per 
share. This represented a loss 
to the steel man of approxi­
mately $2,650,000. Since trad­
ing has been carried on “over 
the counter,” with the price in­
creasing to $426 per share, 
making his loss $3,000,000.

Yesterday the corporation an­
nounced, a stock dividend on the 
basis of two shares to each three 
held by stockholders, which in­
creases the value to nearly $650 
a share.
. In the absence of any action 
by the exchange board of gov­
ernors limiting the value of the 
stock, the steel man will have to 
settle with those in the comer 
at that price.

Ryan Determined.*'
Those familiar with the situa­

tion assert the comer grew out

President home as the family market bas­

ket, and whatever affects it in 
an ihiportant #ay ought to be 
told to newspaper readers as 
freely as jbhe news in other lines 
is published.

The only apology I offer, 
therefore, is for the policy of 
suppression we have all pursued 
in the past, and with that I 
couple the hope that in the 
future all newspapers will re­
gard the newspaper business as 
subject«to the same news dis­
cussion as any other business, 
to the same public criticism 
when wrong, and to the same 
standards of ethics and fair play 
they impose on others.

Now as to the present news­
print situation and its possible 
remedy. Fundamentally it is 
the old law of supply and de­

mand that is working as inex­
orably as of yore.

The latest example of what is 
happening comes in the news 
dispatches from Winnipeg, Man­
itoba, that the newspapers of 
that city have cut out all adver­
tising; they simply cannot get 
the paper to print it.

In scores of other small cities 
and towns of this country many 
newspai^rs are in precisely the 
same plight; they are forced to 
cut revenue-producing adver­
tising and at the same time they 
are compelled to meet high paper 
costs due to the fact that there 
is not enougn paper to go around 
—and more cannot be made for 
lack of raw material and of 
labor.

Timid, reluctant paper sav­
ings here and there will not 
avail. The situation is desperate 
and needs drastic remedies. 
True,*it is not so desperate for 
the dailies of the big cities. 
Most of them have resources to 
meet the strain.

It is the paper of our small 
towns that is in danger—and 
when the small town newspaper

disappears from American jour­
nalism, the vital blood of the 
business goes with it.

It has typified the enterprise, 
the courage and the ideals of 
America as no big daily pub­
lished in the cross currents of 
city life has ever done. It is 
the little red schoolhouse of 
newspaper making, and with 
those who have had the good 
fortune to be schooled there as 
” devil,”  printer, pressman and 
reporter all in one it is the 
tenderest memory of a lifetime 
and surest foundation for 
success.

Its fight for life is on—the 
papers of the large cities are 
crowding it to the wall With 
their ample resources, they 
naturally command the news­
print market, and then, with 
their own supplies assure^ they 
seem not to feel deeply concern­
ed about the other fellow—who, 
by the way, has not lacked the 
’ ’foresight,”  as has been said, to 
provide against the future but 
has lacked the means. Fore­
sight is always clear when back­
ed by ample revenue.
