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CONFERENCE HELD
BY HOBBY-TILLOTSON

Latter Gives Out Statement as
to Probable Procedure of

Boll Worm Measure.

Austin, Texas, May 18. _
Leonard Tillotson, member of
the legislature from Austin
County, was in conference to-

day with Governor Hobby and
discussed pink boll worm legis-
lation. At the conclusion
the conference, Mr.
gav* out a statement in which
he expressed his opinions as to
the probable procedure of pink|
boll worm legislation in th(-‘
special session of the legislature,
which convenes next Thursday
morning. The statement fol-|
lows: ;

“The preliminary suggestion |
for handling the pink boll worm
problem in the forthcoming|
special session is that the pres-
ent act be amended so as to pro-
vide a basis of determining com-
pensation in noncotton zones, in
accordance with the purpose of
the governor in calling the ses-
sion. These amendments have!
been drawn and it is expected
the amended bill will be intro-
duced upon the convening of the
legislature. The amended act
will, if passed, merely place upon
the statutes a general law au- |
thorizing compensation to those |
denied the privilege of grow-'
ing cotton and will be applicable |
to any zone that may be createdj
at any time in any part of the|
state, and will not make any re-
ference to the proposed closed |
zone in the Trinity Bay region.

“A resolution will also be "n-l
troduced as soon as the session |
convenes providing for a|
thorough investigation of thei
conditions prevailing in the in-
fested territory and in which it‘
is proposed to establish a closed
zone, which will cover in a com-
prehensive way an inquiry into
the actual facts of infestation,
the measurers taken by state]
and federal authorities in deal-
ing with the . situation and
what amount it will be neces-
sary to provide by appropria-!
tion in the event a noncotton |
zone is established.

“Upon this committee report |
will doubtless be based whatever |
specification the legislature may |
take respecting the creation of a |
zone or zones in the territory |
claimed to be infested. The|
members of the federal horti-|
cultural board are coming from{
Washington, and it is proposed !
to invite the official representa- |
tives of the state departments of |
agriculture of the other cotton!
producing states to attend, so|
that a general understanding of
the facts concerning the Texas
infestation may b.e ascertained,
and the inquiry result in a con-
clusion acceptable to the cotton
producers of the country as a
whole.

“So much is involved in the
situation, justifying the jud;:-?
ment of the governor in calling a
special session of the legislature, !
that it is incumbent upon tho|
members of that body to deter- |
mine the fundamental policies
that may be held to justify thce
far reaching exercise of author-
ity proposed to. be employed in
dealing with_the situation now
prevailing in' the several coast
counties claimed to be infeated
with the pink boll worm.”

San Antonio, Texas, May 16.—
Two railroad lines, the Southern
Pacific and San Antonio &
Arkansas Pass, were partially
under water in South Texas to-
day, and railroad and wagon
bridges were washed away at
many points. The lowlands were
flooded and crops suffered thous-
ands of dollars damage as a re-
sult of torrential rains which

Present, But Sends Tele-
gram to Dallas.

‘Dallas, Texas, May 15.—An

unprintable epithet was applied
to Governor Hobby by one of the
speakers at the J. W. Bailey

mass” meeting at the Jefferson
Theater in Dallas today. Sev-
eral protests against the appli-
‘cation of such language to the
governor were made by some of
those present, and, upon motion
of Thomas B. Ridgell of Rock-
well, the meeting unanimously
and by a rising vote repudiated
the expression.

Mr. Bailey was not present,
but he sent a message from

ascertain this is by an expres-
sion at the July primary, and “I
have thoroughly made up my
mind to do that without refer-
ence to the results.”

LAND TERRACING
BY DEPARTMENT

Mr. H. W. Acker, special ter-
racing agent of the Extension
department of the A. & M. Col-

lege, spent a couple of days in
Crockett last week explaining to
our people what the A. & M. were
willing to do to assist the farm-
ers of Houston county to get
their land properly terraced
where this sort of treatment
was needed to conserve the soil.
After a partial canvass of the
town was made by Mr. Acker a
meeting was held at the Com-
mercial Club rooms and the de-
tails of the plain fully explained
and much interest was created.
Mr. Acker proposes to return in
a couple of months, when a coun-
ty mass meeting wnll be called
at the court house on a Saturday,
with a view of getting as large
an attendance of the farmers as
possible, for they are the ones
who must co-operate in the pro-
posed campaign. The plan con-
templates calling subsequent
meetings in every school district
where a local organization will
be created that will purchase the
instruments necessary to do this
terracing work in the most
economical and appfoved man-
ner. Mr. Acker, with assistants
from Crockett, will be present
and make a practical demonstra-
tion of terracing, and one or
more persons who live in that
district will be taught to use in-
struments and they will be ex-
pected to do all of the work need-
ed in that locality.

FEIGHT TRAFFIC
MUST BE POOLED

This Said to Be Only Way Vital
Commodities Can Be
Moved.

Washington, May 15.—The
railroads have appealed to the in-
terstate commerce commission
to take over supervision of the
traffic situation in order to give
relief in the serious car shortage

now menacing the country.
In a petition filed Saturday by

the Association of Railway
Executives, the commission is
urged to exercise authority

granted in the emergency sec-
tion of the transportation act
whereby it may assume control
of the transportation of food,
fuel and other vital commodities
through the exercise of the
priority system employed by the
railroad administration during
the war.

In reality what the railroads
ask is for the interstate com-
merce commission to pool
freight traffc of the country as
operating under one system just
as it was operated during the
railroad administration regime.

It is believed that the inter-
state commerce commission had
been contemplating the action
independent of the executives’
petition Saturday. Just what
will be done has not been an-
nounced, but the commission
Saturday replying to the peti-
tion said:

“The interestate commerce
commission is proceeding active-
ly with steps toward the effect-
ive exercise of the powers and
duties cast upon it in such
emergencies to afford such relief
as may be possible in the pres-
ent situation.”

Train Service is Temporarily
Suspended.

Train service on the State
Railroad has been temporarily
suspended, because the last loco-
motive in the service has been
condemned as unfit, and it has
been sent to Houston for repairs.

Manager Pessoney says serv-
ice will be restored as soon as
the locomotive can be replaced,
unless another can be borrowed
or rented from some other
road, which is exceedingly
doubtful. This, in fact, is what
Mr. Pessoney tried to do—get
another locomotive from some
other railroad, but none could
be had.
