GRAIN IS SUBJECT

Secretaries Wallace and Hoover
Call Meeting for
June 13.

Washington, June 9.—After
preliminary conferences with
representatives of farm and
grain handling groups, Secre-
taries Hoover and Wallace have
issued an invitation f#¥F a more

extensive conference to be held|

in Washington on June 13 to con-
sider the following plan for im-
provement in warehousing grain.
Somewhat similar plans are in
operation now in a few states.

Representatives of various
farm organizations, elevators
and grain dealers, insurance

companies and other associa-|

tions interested have been in-
vited to attend.
To Provide Storage.

The proposal is to provide
method by which the farmer can
be given unlimited storage facili-
ties for his grain and receive a
warehouse certificate in such
form and under such conditions
that it would pass as an order for
delivery of the grain. It would
thus greatly increase his bor-
rowing power and would relieve
him of the pressure of selling
his grain except at his own op-
tion. It would enable him to
haul his grain at the time of the
greatest farm economy without
being compelled to sell at that
time. It would extend his credit
area far beyond his local bank.
It would place him in the same
position as to credit as is the
grain dealer.

Our system of local elevators

terminal elevators, makes it im-
possible for the local elevator to
give long storage of grain in any
quantity. Owing to this situ-
ation, if the farmer wishes to re-
tain his grain until more favor-
able marketing conditions, he
must hold it at the farm, then he
must borrow money from his
local bank, where the credit re-
lation is a personal one and is
limited by the ability and con-
sideration of the local banker.
In turn the ability of the local
banker to extend credit is great-
ly limited by its ratio to the fed-
eral reserve system. The pro-
posal is, therefore:

(a) That the country elevator
should receive all the grain of-
fered for storage, and issue a
certificate as to quantity, gnde
and quality, also showing on its
face the rate of charge for ware-
housing, storage and insurance
against fire and other risks.

(b) That the country elevator
should have the right to ship
grain to the natural terminal
elevator and upon presentation
of the certificate deliver grain of
the same or higher grade at the
terminal, with proper reflection
of freight charges. If the grain
had moved into a terminal eleva-
tor, the charges for freight and
handling, together with accumu-
lated storage and insurance,

(c) That the storage certifi-|
cate should be safeguarded Ly a!
method of insurance by" the!
liability companies.

(d) As there must be an ab-|
solute settlement between the
country elevator «nd the farmer
as to quantity, grade and quality, |
there must be some ready mecth-
od of appeal in case of disagree-
ment. This might be arranged
by farmers and country eleva-
tor operators agreeing to abide
by a determination of sariples
made by some nearby authority
'such as the grade supervisor of
the department of agriculturc.
Experience with millions of
transactions under the grain cor-
poration during the war showed
that such disagreements are ex-
tremely rare and do not entail
many appeals. «

Auro-
ra No, 1 is the well that is being
drilled on the H. F. Moore land
near the city limits southeast
of Crockett. If oil is found, and
the indications are said to be the
most favorable, Aurora No. 1
will be Crockett’s and Houston
county’s first oil well. The ma-
chinery was set in motion by
Mayor C. L. Edmiston of Crock-
ett, who pulled the’ lever and
wished the Aurora No. 1 “good
luck” as the big wheels began to
turn and the bit began to eat into
the earth. On account of the
downpour of rain not more than
fifty people were present, where-
as if there had been no rain im-
mense crowds would have no
doubt thronged the  fiéld, as
much interest is being taken in
Crockett’s first well. Those who
were present commented on the
height of the derrick, which is
112 feet. The whole drilling out-
fit is in keeping with the derrick
and is first-class in every partic-
ular.
