third annual meet of the Texas!

R. Senor, inviting the association
to name Jefferson as their meet-
ing place for 1922, the member-
ship voted to return here anoth-
er year. This will make the
third year that this state assc-
ciation has conducted its meet
here, as they were here in 1920,
1921, and will be in 1922.

The total attendance this year
was approximately two hundred
and fifty members each chase be- |
ing witnessed by visitors num-
bering from three hundred to
eight hundred on different
nights of the week. During the
session fifty-two new members
were secured. Hunters were
here from as far as Haskell,!
Wichita Falls and Weather-
ford, and as far south as Austin;
while many were here from)
Louisiana, Arkansas, Oklahoma, |
and Kentucky. In the special|
