As an illustration of the pos-|
sibilities of advertising and also
of the possibilities of the chicken
and egg industry, some informa-;

To avoid penalty, income-tax
returns must be in the hands of
collectors of internal revenue on

1922,

Every taxable return must be
accompanied by a payment of at
least one-fourth of the total tax
due. Extensions of time for
filing returns are allowed only
in exceptional cases, illness, ab-
sence, etc. Applications for ex-
ténsions under these circum-
stances should be addressed to
the collector of internal revenue
for the district in which the tax-
payer lives.
