Richmond, Va., June 17.—Con­

federate Veterans, Sons of Con­
federate Veterans, United Dau­
ghters of the Confederacy and 
members of the Southern Con­
federate Memorial association, 
began arriving SaUirday at the 
old Capitol for the Confederate 
States to attend the annual re­
union next week of the wearers 
of the gray.

The delegation from Atlanta, 
which arrived late Saturday on 
a special train, was the first of 
the larger contingents to reach 
here. Other smaller bodies, 
however, trickled in from all sec­
tions of the south, and the north, 
too, sent many followers of Jef­
ferson Davis and General Rob­
ert E. Lee.

More than 5000 of the surviv­
ors of the 600,000 men that com­
prised the armies of the confed­
eracy are expected to attend the 
reunion. Special trains are being 
run for the benefit of the reun­
ion crowds on all southern rail­
roads and from early Saturday 
until the opening of the reunion 
Monday the reception and enter­
tainment committee expected to 
be kept continuously busy in 
welcoming the visitors.

Cincinnkti, June 17.— With­
drawal of wage reductions or­
dered by the railroad board and 
the taking back by railroads of 
contracts farming out shop 
work only can prevent, the 
threatened strike of approxi­
mately 1,000,000 workers July 
1, rail union executives said 
Saturday night.

Union leaders declared com­
plete strike plans have been ap­
proved and unless the railroad 
labor board revokes its decision 
cutting wages and altering 
working conditions, the threat­
ened strike will go into effect 
as scheduled.

The triple barreled strike 
vote of seven unions so far re­
turned was announced by union 
leaders as being 98 per cent in 
favor of a walkout. However, 
leaders said that this percentage 
is high and they did not expect 
the final vote to reach more than 
95 per cent.

Tuesday the rail and miners’ 
union officials will meet to dis­
cuss ” co-operative action”  be­
tween members of these organi­
sations. John L. Lewis, presi­
dent of the miners, formally an­
nounced Saturday that the meet­
ing would disease ” the indus­
trial situation affecting the 
strike of organized mine work­
ers and the outrageous action 
of the United States railroad la­
bor board by imposing unwar­
rantable and unjustifiable reduc­
tions upon the railroad em­
ployees.”

In accepting the invitation ex­
tended by B. M. Jewell of the 
railway employes for the meet­
ing, Mr. Lewis stated that the 
mine workers would seek to pre­
scribe ” a course of action which 
will afford that essential degree 
of justice which is necessary to 
the men working in these indus­
tries and at the same time give 
every proper consideration to 
the welfare of the organized men

Beaumont, Tex., June 14.— Ex­

ed an “ unfair trial,” which re­
sulted in his being ordered oust­
ed, caused virtuaM/ the entire 
city to turn oUt. A parade, head­
ed by Sheriff Garner, receiv­
ed a tremendous ovation all 
along the line, taken part in by 
approximately 7,000 men, wo­
men and children, marching 
through the business section.

As the parade neared the 
Magnolia baseball park its line 
was swollen by almost 2.000 ad­
ditional persons. A.s the march­
ers passed through the gates of 
the park a thousand or more per­
sons joined them. George O’Bri­
en, prominent attorney .-̂ nd lead­
ing counsel in the impel'hme.'.t 
proceeding, which comes up 
Monday in the appellate court, 
addressed the gathering of 10,- 
000 persons, explaining to them 
phases of the Garner case that 
he was not permitted, he stated, 
to bring oi}t in court during the 
ouster proceedings.

As he progressed loud cheer­
ing interrupted him. Shouts of 
priise for Sheriff Gamer rent 
the air as the Speaker outlined 
the career of Gamer and told of 
his work during the six years he 
was sheriff of Jefferson county. 
He "brought out the rebuttal tes­
timony that he said could not be 
brought out at the hearing. He 
told also of the formation of the 
Ku Klux Klan in Beaumont in 
January, 1921. Loud cheering 
interrupted his narration of the 
work of the klan. He briefly 
outlined the efforts to extermi­
nate the klan through formation 
of an anti organization.

The speaker told of the theft 
of the Ku Klux /Klan seal and 
the subsequent appearance of a 
letter, bearing the seal, in which 
the klan was represented as ad­
mitting tarring and feathering 
and otherwise administering 
punishment to certain well 
known citizens.

“Three grand juries have nev­
er found where that letter came 
from,” he said. “ Garner never 
was permitted to come before 
the committee of citizens, or­
ganized by six men, to explain 
the dirty, underhand charges 
that were being brought aginst 
him. That committee filed 
charges against Tom Garner on 
its own information and publish­
ed it. They charged that Gar­
ner had conspired with a band 
of Ku Klux criminals and taken 
men out and tarred and feather­
ed them. Garner never was giv­
en an opportunity to have a voice 
in this matter before the com­
mittee.”

Mr. O’Brien spoke at length 
■ on the selection of jurors in the 
impeachment proceeding, charg­
ing that “good men were taken 
from the jury because they be­
lieved in public schools, white 
supremacy and pure woman­
hood.”

San Angelo, Texas, June 20.— 
Clarence Ousley of Fort Worth 
spoke here tonight in the inter­
est of his candidacy for the Uni­
ted States senate. Colonel C. C. 
Walsh, president of the Central 
National bank, introduced Mr. 
Ousley. Mr. Ousley’s next 
dress will be Thursday after­
noon at Belt<ni.

“ I need not say in tiiis im­
portant center of the cattle and 
sheep industry that many a man 
has lost the savings of a iife- 
timt and the business of the 
whole region has* been impaired. 
Nor do I come here merely to 
lament the misfortunes of the 
last two years. I have come 
rather to discuss constructive 
measures of n|tional legislation 
that will tend to prevent or to 
ameliorate such disaster 'here­
after.

“The live stock industry con­
tributes meat for the table and 
clothing for the back. ' It is not

to be coddled as the ward of the 
government, but it should be 
respected by those in power. I 
believe that policies of the gov­
ernment have operated unfairly 
against it. I do not affirm a 
purpose to oppose or to injure, 
but I assert that governmental 
action in law or in administra­
tion has been grievously unjust 
to live stock interests.

‘There has been no economic 
reason why cattle should drop 
in a few months from 16c to 4c. 
The supply and the demand for 
cattle do not fluctuate so vio­
lently. The demand for beef 
does not increase within a year 
in any such proportion.

“ I confess to a desire to parti­
cipate in the constructive legis­
lation which this credit problem 
requires, and I hope it does not 
seem immodest of me to profess 
some knowledge of the subject.”
