After examining approximate-
ly 229 witnesses we have return-
ed into this court 29 indictments
four of which are misdemeanors
and 25 felonies.

We have inspected the County
Jail and find it fairly well kept,
but we recommend that some
heating apparatus be installed,
and also that prisoners be fur-

nished plénty of soap and water. |

We also recommend that a vault
be built in the jail, at some con-
venient place, in order that the
Sheriff, who is held responsible
for the safe keeping of confis-
cated or captured liquors, may
be provided with a suitable place
whereby such liquors can be
properly safeguarded.

In our deliberations we have
found that the citizenship in

general are not inclined to ren-|

der assistance to the officers of
the County in the enforcement
of the prohibition and gaming
laws, rendering it very difficult
to secure indictments by a grand
jury, and convictions in the
courts. Furthermore, this grand
jury has been led to believe that
some of the precinct officers of
the county are not only negligent
of their duty, but the probability

is that they are openly winking |

at such violations. This is a de-
plorable condition, and it is to
be hoped there will be an early
awakening, and that the citizens
of Houston county will recognize
and appreciate their civic and
patriotic duty.

We further find that a number
of drug stores and some general
merchants are handling prepara-
tions containing sufficient alco-
hol to cause drunkenness. A num-
ber of such cases of drunkenness
have come to our attention. We
would like to appeal to the civie
pride of such business men, and
believe that the handling of such
preparations will be discontin-
ued, and render it unnecessary
for such matters to go into the
court.

We want to express our thanks
and appreciation for the services
rendered this body by the Dis-
trict and County Attorneys, the
Sheriff and other officials, who

have been of material assistance

to us in our deliberations.

We have now finished our la-
bors, and beg that we be finally
discharged.
