Throughout the country atten-j 
tion will presently be directed to 
the approaching holiday season. > 

• As a result of the age-old custom i 
of promoting cheer and good will | 
by sending Christmas gifts, | 
greeting cards, etc., the volume 
of mail during the month of 
December will be enormously 
augmented, and it can be satis­
factorily handled only with the 
hearty co-operation of the pub­
lic-

In order properly to handle the 
large quantity of mail during 
this period special plans should 
be made with the'definite idea of 
having every piece of Christmas 
mail reach the addressee in ample 
time to be in keeping with the 
purpose for which sent, giving 
its full measure of happiness and 
cheer. To this end the co-opera­
tion of mailers in the prepara-; 
tion and presentation of their! 
Christmas mail, and other mat­
ter to be mailed at that time, 
should be sought and developed 
in every possible way. !

It should be emphasized that! 
by complying with the few sim-j 
pie conditions enumerated below 
patrons will not only help the 
postal service in facilitating the  ̂
prompt handling, dispatch and 
delivery of their mail, but more! 
satisfactory service to the ad­
vantage of all concerned may be 
effected.

Prepay postage fully on all 
mail matter.

Address all matter plainly and 
completely in ink, giving street 
address or box number whenever 
possible. Place sender’s return 
card in upper left corner of ad­
dress side.

Pack articles carefully in 
strong, durable containers.

Wrap parcels securely, but do 
not seal them except when bear­
ing a printed label or indorse­
ment reading: “ Contents: Mer­
chandise— P'ourth-class Mai l .  
Postmaster: This parcel may be 
opened for postal inspection if 
necessary,’ ’ together with name 
and address of sender, as sealed 
parcels not so labeled or indorsed 
in printing are subject to post­
age at the letter rate.

Parcels may be marked “ Do 
not open until Christmas,” this 
being permitted in order to en­
courage early mailing.

Insure valuable parcels.
Do not inclose letters in par­

cels, as doing .so would subject 
entire parcel to letter postage.

Written greetings such as 
“ Merry Christmas,” “ Happy 
New Year,” “ With Best Wishes,” 
and names, numbers or symbols 
for the purpose of description 
may be inclosed with fourth- 
class (parcel post) mail. Books 
may bear simple dedicatory in- 
.scriptions not of a personal na­
ture. Other written additions 
subject parcels to letter postage. 
Communications prepaid at the 
first-class rate may be sent with 
parcels prepaid at the fourth- 
class rate by securely attaching 
the envelopes containing the let­
ters or other written matter to 
outside of parcels.

Christmas .seals or stickers 
should not be placed on the ad­
dress side of mail.
, As a method of giving the fore­

going features widespread pub­
licity, it is suggested that post­
masters request department 
stores and like establishments to 
embody in their Christmas ad­
vertising appropriate text bear­
ing thereon. ,

Attention is renewed to pre­

vious campaigns to discourage 
the use of small or odd-sized 
greeting cards and envelopes. 
Every possible effort should be 
made to secure the co-operation 
of manufacturers, dealers and 
the public generally in the elim­
ination of small-sized cards and 
envelopes to the end that the 
postal service may be relieved 
of the burden of handling them. 
It should be suggested that in no 
case should cards and envelopes 
be smaller than 2’j4 by 4 inches, 
a size somewhat larger being 
preferable.

WONDERFUL IS HUMAN MIND

Four Diamond RinRs Turned 
Over to Police; Confesses to 

Driving: Holdup Car.

Houston, Texas, Nov. 24.—The 
beautiful 17-year-old sweetheart 
of Ernest Shoquist, the bandit 
slain Friday night, signed a 
statement Sunday night detail­
ing how she had acted as a mem­
ber of the hi-jacking gang which 
has terrorized motorists recent­
ly.

The document was taken by 
George Andrew, special investi­
gator of the district attorney’s 
office, and Tom Shelly, captain: 
of detectives. '

The statement described how! 
the girl had waited in the gang’s j 
car on the night of November! 
11 while a man was robbed. She! 
stated in the document that she 
had been accompanied by her 
sweetheart, who was killed while 
attempting to hold up Jim 
Shown, a Heights football star, 
who shot the robber, and Henry 
Falber, one of the other mem­
bers who are now under arrest. 
The others are Harry Shoquist, 
a brother of the dead bandit; 
Frank Hey.ser, Escher Edworthy 
and Connie Nelson.

The girl’s statement aided po­
lice in piecing together stubborn 
details in many robberies which 
have puzzled Houston police for 
many weeks.

The girl turned over to the po­
lice four diamond rings which, 
police declare, she said were part 
of the loot taken in various hi­
jacking operations.

Detectives took Harry Sho­
quist to the funeral of his broth­
er Sunday. The youth was per­
mitted to attend the ceremonies 
after the boy’s father, H. A. Sho- 
quist, had requested that his son 

allowed to participate.
'The boy wept as he stood at 

the grave with his father and 
mother also sobbing. At the end 
of the services in Magnolia 
cemetery, the youth was taken 
to his home and then returned 
to a cell at city jail.

Soviet Russia Eliminating 

days for Its Workers.
Holi-

London, Nov. 4.—Soviet Rus­
sia is becoming a little less each 
year, it is said, the paradise for 
the workingman that it started 
out to be. This is particularly 
so in the matter of working 
days, as shown by figures pub­
lished by the Russian trade dele-1 
gation.

The workers of Russia now 
labor 260 days out of the year, 
while in 1921 they were compell­
ed to work only 221 to be law- 
abiding citizens. Last year the 
holidays recognized by the gov­
ernment and Sundays gave the 
workers 105 days of leisure, 
which is thirty-nine less than 
they had in 1921.

In 1923 the working hours for 
each man were 1,948, an aver­
age of less than eight hours a 
working day. Under the czar 
the working hours averaged 
about 3,100 a year.

—The possibility of exploitation 
on a large scale of the enormous 
lignite deposits in Texas is seen 
in the visit to Houston of W. B. 
Kahn of New York.

Accompanied by Dr. Emil Raf- 
floer, consulting engineer for the 
Hugo Stinnes and Krupp com­
panies, Mr. Kahn is making ar­
rangements for a company 
which will manufacture a cheap 
fuel from lignite. The process is 
Dr. Raffloer’s, who stated that it 
had been accepted by the Stinnes 
company.

Mr. Kahn ' pointed out that 
with the development of a L-jir.- 
pany of this nature, he would not 
confine his market to Texas bat 
would ship his product to all 
parts of the country, particular­
ly to the Atlantic seacoast. In 
this event, he asserted, Houston 
would become the strategic ship­
ping point for the fuel, which 
he believes will revolutionize the 
coal industry.

“ To ship this product by rail 
would be prohibitive in cost, but 
in Houston we have a natural 
water outlet, which we intend to 
make extensive use of,” Mr. 
Kahn said.

The company which will con­
trol Dr. Raffloer’s process will be 
financed in New York for the 
most part, with the exception of 
such 'Texas capital as may be of­
fered.

The properties in which Mr. 
Kahn is most interested are lo­
cated near Crockett.
