FACTS ABOUT THE
NEW GAME LAWS

Some discussion has come up

about the different seasons we
are permitted to hunt and kill
différent game in this state and
eSpecially in- this county. In
order that we -may all obey the
. laws better and help preserve
the fasts“diminishing supply of
game we give a few extracts
from the recently revised game
laws.

As some know the state is
now divided into two zones,
known as the North and South|
zones, divided as follows: North'
zone—all parts of state lying

~north of a line beginning at

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national-Great Northern tracks
through San Antonio, Palestine
to Longview and T. & P. tracks
through Marshall and Jefferson
to Texarkana. . All lying south
and east of this line is the south
zone.

Open season: Doves, north
zone, September and October;
south zone, November and De-
‘ember.

Quail, Mexican pheasant and
chachalaca, north zone—Octo-
ber 16 to January 31 inclusive.
South zone, December 1 to Jan-
uary 16 inclusive.

Wild turkey- gobblers, both
zones, November 16 to Decem-
ber 31 inclusive. No turkeys to
be killed until 1930 in some of
the south TFexas counties.

Wild ducks, geese, brant, snipe,
gallinules and coot or mud hen,
north zone, October 16 to Janu-
ary 31 inclusive.

Prairie chickens, both zones,
September 1 to September 10
inclusive.

Wild buck deer and bear, both
zones, November 16 to Decem-
ber 31 inclusive.

Red or fox or gray squirrels,
both zones, May, June, July, Oc-
tober, November and December.

Bag limits—Doves, 15 in one
day, 45 in one week; quail, 12 in
one day, 36 in one week; tur-
key gobblers, 3 in one season;
geese and brant, 4 in one day,
12 in one week ; ducks, snipe and
plover, 25 in one day, 50 in one
week.

All kinds of game birds to
count to make the limit. Prai-|
rie chicken, 5
season; wild buck deer, two
during open season; squirrels,|
10 in one day. ,

Unlawful to hunt, for any per-|
son, in return for anything of
value.

If you hunt outside of your
own county, and are 16 yearsl
old or older, you must have a!
license costing $2.00. Non res-!
ident license, $25.00. -

Closed season on trapping—
All fur-bearing animals except|
muskrat, February 15 to No-
vember 30. Muskrat closed|
March 15 to November 15. All
trappers must have license cost-|
ing $1.00. Non resident $50.00'
for each county.
