It la alao 
warmer and aafer from bllziarda that 
prevail In Dakota Mr. Wade aaya:

"The barn waa > not an expenalva 
one, but would held 100 head of atock.

ao that the drainage waa perfect

"Every cow seemed to know her 
owner aa a friend—rib haste, no rude 
noiae atartled bur. -I.aat auramer,' 
anid tire farmer, -I railed aome corn 
fiKlder, m illet oat and |>ca bay, with 
aome carrots uud augar Iwets for a 
change of food. 1 contract early for 
roy bran and buy it cheap. My oowa 
all cornu fresh in September and Oc­
tober. going dry through flytima 1 
begin feeding them at once to keep up 
their flow of milk while butler is 
high. I atsrer soil for loaa thnn.:fA 
cents, and often 40 cents |>or pound.

" I  put my cows up nights nt soon 
as froat comes, and feed mlllot, hay 
und bran. Now, during the cold of 
winter 1 get up at half past Uva in 
tho morning, go to the barn and give 
the cows their grain feed, consisting 
of bran, ground oats and peas in the 
proportion of eight quarts of bran, 
four of oats and ono of |>cas. or often 
change to ono of new procesa-oil- 
roual. 'J'hun at six o'clock we milk, 
running the milk through a hand 
scpaiator.feuding my calves and pigs 
the new sweet skim milk.

"Then I give a good feed of corn 
fodder and let iny cows alone till 
noon, when I waU-r them. They 
flniah up all the fiiddi'r or millet in 
toeir mangers and lie down to chew 
their cuds till 4 ,1U, when I again 
feed them a smaller grain ration sup- 
plemcnb-d with four quarts of chop- 
pi-d roots, and at flrS'l go to milking, 
finishing in one hour.

■•Myself, boy and hired band do 
tho milking.

I neglected to say I clean 
thclr stables every morning, hauling 
the offal and litter out nn the field 
and scattering from each lead.'

Any break In the surface allowing 
sap to exude becomes at once a 
breeding place for spores of smut 
that on infected ground are always 
flying through the air. We doubt 
whether tha smut can attack a corn 
stalk where there is no. injury that 
will allow aa’p to exuda on which tbs 
s|M>res can faiiten.

He cullecta' the 
mo>s of husk fibre which ho teara 
from the nuts, and picks it out with 
his claws until it it light and soft, 
'llicii he carries It to hU burrow where 
it makes him a fine mattrer* Tha 
crab burrows arc often robbed of their 
c(K-oaiiiit fibre mattresses by the Ma­
lays. The crab stays during tha day 
in his burrow, and t|>cnds his tliue 
feasting on (ix-oanut. At night be 
journeys liark to the se* where be 
bathes and refreshes himself for his 
next day on land.
