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A GOOD METHOD OF SETTING
OUT STRAWBERRIES,

Plant the Varlety That, Succeeds Best in
Your Neighborhood - Rulsing Calves by
Hand-- A Clean Udder -Farm Notes and
Home Hints. vy
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Setting Strawberriea.

As each reader who contem-
plates setting berries is watch-
ing and gathering all the infor-
mation possible, I will add my little
mite, but shall in this article only
give my plan of setting the straw-
perry after years of experimenting;
but must say that the plan or mode
adopted by me on my farm might
not succeed on different soil. I find
this especially so in the differéat
one hundred snd one varieties. A

variety that succeeds best with
me may not succeed with even
my neighbor whose location and
