The correspondence of "Citizen”  
and "A  Teacher”  reveals the fact 
that there is misunderstanding on 
the part of some of the teachers in 
regard tiie County Judge approving 
teacher’s vouchers and the County 
Treasurer making partial payments 
thereon.

The repeal was occasioned by the 
cry of teachers for some official ev­
idence of the indebtedness of Uie 
state to tliom for services as teach­
ers; lull that the treasurer was -to 
make partial payments on vouchers 
Wes never anticipated by the taw- 
niakers or the department of edu­
cation, and when tbe state auperin- 
teiidenl fonud this being done he 
ruled that the practice be diacuu- 
tinued on account of the confusion 
of the accounts. Again, the coun­
ty Judge would be in endless con­
fusion from such a practice. Sup­
pose tbe tax rolls show that a dis­
trict ia due $160 special school tax 
and only $100 was collected and

The funds for thl^ apportionment

The issue must eventually be no| 
against bund security, but against 
the general osoeta «if the hank with 
provision fur doily redtmplion w> 
that tha notes will stay tu do thei^ 
work in their oqn neighborhood, 
thus clothing them with all the ad­
vantages claimed for state-bank is­
sues, but with none of th* dangers! 
The real want (hue met, th* den-; 
gerona, ignorant and honest cryfbe 
money will cease. Above all and 
b«foi>all, government money, the 
legal tenders, must be w ip^ out. 
They are danger-breeders inoculat^ 
ed with flat poison, ■ clumsy, un- 
•cientifle and out of place. The 
government must go out of banking, 
a business it is manifestly nnfUied 
for, and a business which boa prov­
en disastrous to governmenta in 
every historical tnstanoe.— William
