A ll 
that is wanted then to have a perma­
nent growth of grass year after year 
It to furnish abundano* of f<K>d (or 
gross and sow fresh seed la plaoM 
wh*i-« It may be wanted, and the- 
koep the land la a meadow as loag as 
may be wished. To do tbte tb* 
farmer mutt study the nature of the  ̂
various grasses, #0 that he meg 
choose the right kind for thia oe^ 
Then he mutt take car* to prepare 
the land In (he best manner at the 
outset, and sow sufllcieot need to 
cover the ground, otlowlag for any 
loss by imperfect 6**d. a* U always 
to be guarded against, and, whoa ha 
bos mode a good beginoiag. to keep 
the gsass growing by feeding It lih* 
eraUy with manure or fertillxere a* 
may be requlreiL

Austin,J-exas, Mch. 2 1 . 1895.

Dear sir: The following will indi­
cate the school bills now pendiag 
before the legislature:

Senate Bill No. 145. providing 
tor a more etheient mode of taking 
the scholastic census. ^

Senate Bill No. 102, restricting 
expenditures of the school fund, 
providing for more careful auditing 
of school fund accounts, preventing 
illegal disbursements of school 
funds, snd requiring school vouch­
ers to he registered acd to be paid 
in the order of registration.

House Bill 571, raising the slate 
school lax to the constitutional 
maximum of twenty cents on the 
one Inindred dollars valuation. 
This bill has passed the bouse and 
is now pending in the senate.

Senate Bill No. to exempt tlie 
public schools from forced suspen­
sion on legal bolidays and provide 
for payment of teachers’ salaries 
for teaching on holidays.

Senate Bill No. -, to prevent the 
issuance of local permanent cerlifi- 
catee.

House BiU No. 29(1, providing 
for a county board of education in 
each county to r^-district the coun­
ty when necessary, to classify the 
schools into primary, intwrmedi- 
ate and high schools, provide coure- 
es of study fur each class of schools 
and regulate promotions of pupils.

House Bill No. -, To authorite 
the organisation ufechool corpora­
tions including municipal corpora­
tions that have not assumed con­
trol of their public schools.

House Bill No. 2*25, to author­
ise the organization of school dis­
tricts lying partly in two or more 
counties and school oommunities 
each composed of pereous living in 
two or more counties.

House Bill No. -, to define sec­
tarian schools and to prevent the 
use of public school funds in sup­
port of s<‘C*arian schools.
