THE HOG LAW.

'bt“ﬂn lcllnuy Bill Signed
by the Governor.

Austin, Tex., April 24.—The fol-
lowing is the full text of Col. Me-
Kinneys' hog law, which amends
the existing statute and which has
been signed by the governor:

A bill to be entitled ap act to
amend articles 4606, 4607 and 4608
of title XCIII, chapter 4 of the re-
vised statutes of the state of Texas,
relating to the mode of preventing
certain animals from running at
large in counties and subdivisions

Bection 1. Be it enacted by the
legislature of the state of Texas:
That articles 4606, 4607 and 4608
of uitle XCIII, chapter 4 of the re-
vised civil statutes of the state of
Texas, be amended so as to here-
after read as follows: _

Article 4608, Any owner, Imeo
or person 1n lawful possession of
inclosed lands shall be entitled to
the following fees for impounding
stock, to-wit: Ten cents per day
per head for hogs, 10 cents per day
per head for goats and 5 cents per
head per day for sheep. The dam.-
ages done by sueh stock, if any,
amnd the fees due Lo the laker-up of
stock, if any, may be assessed by
any three disinterested freeholders
of the subdivision in which said
stock is taken up, who shall, upon
the application of the taker-up of
the stock, be appointed by the jus.
tice o(th' peace of the precinct in
which said subdivigion is situated.
Where said justice shall fail or re-
fuse to make such appointment, or
where the stock law Tias been adop
ted by the entire county, said free-
holders shall be appointed by the
county judge of the eounty. Said
freeholders, after being duly sworn
to discharge with impartiality the
duties devolving upon them by raid

mblo of the precmct shall se'l such
stock, as in case when-the owner is
known, and if anything remains af.
ter satisfying the expenses of said
sale and the fees and damages due
to the taker.up, he shall report the
same under oath to the c'erk of the
county court and pay the same over
to the county treasurer, to be re-
eeived and disbursed by him as in
case of sales of estrays, or the taker-
up may at his option, after the ex.
piration of five days, estray #uch
stock gccording to the laws regula-
ting estrays in this state.

" Sec. 2. Whereas, the supreme
court of the state of Texas having
degiared certain sections of the stock
law unconstitutional, the effect of
which is to leave the state without
a sufficient stock law, and the near
approach of the close of the session
creates an 1mperative public neces-
sity and emergency which suthor.
izes the suspension of the constita- | .

A SINGULAR CROP.

How the Coohlneal Inseet s Frepared
for Purposes of M ise.

The hineal insect is -darlk,
spherical Vittle creature, looking like
& black currant. and with neither
head, legs, nor tail, to the casual ob»
server. In fact he is so inanimate
that one may crush him between fin-
ger and thumb without any qualms of
conscience. He is nothing but a black
currant, sure enough, though the
bright carmine or lake exusion from
his body which serves him for l'.,".

The inseot was not introduced into
Teveriffe until 1825, and for a time it
eould not be ~neouraged to propagate
successfully. A priest had the honor
of being the discoverer of the right
method of nurture,and to him it is due
that from 1845 to 1866 an anaual crop
of from 2,000,000 to 6,000,000 pounds
of cochineal was produced.

A cochineal plantation has & singu-
lar aspect. Yhe larve, being very
delicate and rather thick-witted,
have to be tied upon the cactus plant,
which is to be their nursery and thelr
pourishment at the same time. Thus
one sees hundreds of the shoots of the
prickly pear—the cactus in question—
all bandaged with white linen, as if
they had the toothache.

In this way the insects are kept
warm and dry during the winter, and
induced to adhere to the plant itself,
When they are full grown they are
ruthlessly swept from their pricky
querters, shaken or baked to death,
and dried in the sun.  The shriveled
corpses are then packed in bag¥and
sold as ripe merchandise at about §23
a hundred weight.
