The City of Muleshoe 
came in second in the 
most recent race for sales 
tax dollars among area 
municipalities, according 
to figures released by the 
Texas State Comptroller’s 
office.

The November sales 
tax disbursement reflects 
September’s sales tax 
collections received from 
Texas businesses by the 
state in October.

I n  M u l e s h o e ,  t h e 
September 2007 collections 
totaled $53,301.59, an 
increase of $6,126.12 or 
12.98 percent from the same 
period in 2006.

However, these totals 
fell short of both the total 
collections and the increase 
percentage received by 
Littlefield, which received 
$77,273.59 in this month’s 
disbursement, a 14.53 
percent increase on last 
year’s total.

A l t h o u g h  S u d a n 
businesses collected the 

least amount of sales taxes 
in September, the bottom of 
the list of area municipalities 
was held by Farwell, which 
was the only municipality 

to show a decrease in the 
percentage collected this 
year compared to last year’s 
totals.

Sudan’s sales tax figures, 
from September 2007, totaled 
$3,754.03, an increase of 
4.51 percent from last year, 
while Farwell’s collection 
of $ 7,952.39 represents a 
drop of $1,444.87 or 15.37 
percent from the September 
2006 totals.

At  $3,791.45 for  i ts 
September 2007 collection 
tota ls ,  Ear th  came in 
slightly above Sudan in 
actual tax dollars, but fell 
just under, 4.23 percent, 
when compared to last 
year’s totals from the same 
period.

Sales tax figures from 
other area municipalities 
include:

* Olton with a recent 
sales tax disbursement of 
$10,786.15, representing an 
increase of $720.04 from 

last year’s figures.
* Morton — which showed 

the largest percentage of 
increase, 43.61 percent 
— from the same period 
in 2006. Morton’s recent 
allocation of $10,439.70 was 
$3170.64 more than last 
year’s amount.

* Dimmitt with September 
2007 sales tax collections of 
$26,021.17, a total of 11.07 
percent more than the same 
period last year.

* Friona, whose most 
recent disbursement of 
$29,417.07 was $4,167.57 
more than last year.

* And, Bovina which 
col lected $7,460.02 in 
September  2007,  and 
$7,170.50 from the previous 
year.

Panda  Ethano l  Inc . 
has announced that the 
Texas Commiss ion on 
Environmental Quality has 
granted an air permit for 
the company’s planned 
115 mil l ion gal lon-per-
year ethanol refinery in 
Muleshoe. The facility will 
be designed to annually 
refine an estimated 38 
million bushels of feedstock-
grade corn into a clean 
burning, renewable fuel for 
the nation’s transportation 
needs. The biofuel produced 
by the Muleshoe plant could 
displace approximately 2.6 
million barrels of foreign oil 

a year.
Unl ike other ethanol 

f ac i l i t i e s  wh i c h  b u r n 
natural gas to generate 
the steam used in the 
ethanol  manufactur ing 
process, the Muleshoe 
facility will be engineered 
to gasify up to 1 billion 
pounds of cattle manure 
per year.  By using biogas 
to fuel the plant, Panda is 
both conserving the energy 
equivalent of 1,000 barrels 
of oil  a day and helping 
to address a significant 
environmental problem for 
the Texas Panhandle.

Once built, the Muleshoe 

refinery should be equal in 
size to Panda’s Hereford 
facility, currently nearing 
completion, which will be 
the largest biomass-fueled 
ethanol plant in the United 
States with one of the lowest 
carbon footprints of any 
similar-sized ethanol facility 
in the nation.

“While we continue to 
remain focused on getting 
the Hereford facility on 
line in the first quarter of 
2008, we are also prudently 
managing the development 
of our other ethanol projects 
during a period of market 
uncertainty,” said Darol 

Lindloff, chief executive 
officer of Panda Ethanol. “We 
fully intend to be ready when 
the markets rebound. The 
granting of the Muleshoe air 
permit is an important step 
forward in that direction.”

The Muleshoe facility is 
the fourth 115 million gallon-
per-year ethanol project 
announced by Panda to 
receive air permits. Panda’s 
Muleshoe ref inery wi l l 
be located eight miles 
northwest of Muleshoe. 
Construction is dependent 
upon financing, additional 
regulatory approvals and 
other conditions.

The Muleshoe Police 
D e p a r t m e n t  r e c e n t l y 
announced a new effort to 
combat “online predators,” 
who are continuing to target 
the children and teens of the 
surrounding area and West 
Texas.

“The main suggestion 
that I have is do not let your 
children on the internet un-
supervised, the predators 
have and are always looking 

and learning how to get 
around parental blocks and 
are very good at making our 
children believe that they 
are another kid in another 
city, state or country,” said 
Police Chief Brian Frieda.

Frieda also encourages 
parents to be involved. “Ask 
questions about what your 
children are looking at on 
the ‘net.” Remember it’s 
your job as a parent to 

ask the tough questions 
in life and these days that 
includes their activities on 
the internet,” he said.

“Also be aware if your 
child has a camera attached 
to their computer often times 
the predators will even send 
their potential victims web 
cams to lure them into their 
activities. There are just so 
many things to watch for,” 
said the chief. 

As part of the police 
department’s effort, it will 
be passing out bookmarks 
listing “warning signs” that 
suggest an online predator 
may have entered into an 
internet relationship with 
your child or may be more 
easily targeted by such an 
individual.

“These marks will be 
distributed at the various 
campus’ here and wil l 

be trying to have them 
available here at the Police 
Department,” said Police 
Chief Brian Frieda.

Among the signs to look 
for are:

•  Your chi ld spends 
a great amount of time 
online.

• Pornography is found 
on the family computer.

• Your child receives phone 

calls from people you don’t 
know or calls numbers you 
don’t recognize.

• Your child withdraws 
from family and friends.

• Your child turns off the 
computer’s monitor when an 
adult enters the room.

• Your chi ld is using 
someone else’s onl ine 
account.

The police chief suggests 
that if your child “receives 
sexually explicit images from 
an online correspondent, 
or if he or she is solicited 
sexually,” that the appropriate 
law enforcement agency be 
contacted.

“The Muleshoe Police 
Department does not have 
the staffing nor the equipment 
to work encounters with 
predators the way that I 
would like to have them 
worked; however, I have had 
some of the training to work 
these cases as the come 
up and we have in the past 
received asstance from the 
Texas Detpartment of Public 
Safety and FBI in working 
these types of cases,” said 
Frieda.

He continued, “I must 
remind every one even 
t h o u g h  s o m e  o f  t h e 
communications that take 
place maybe embarassing to 
you, it is a topic that we as a 
police department take very 
seriously and you will “NOT” 

be looked down upon or 
ridiculed, you must remember 
you or your child are the 
victims here and will be treated 
with the upmost respect and 
professionalism.”

A l t hough  t he  p o l i c e 
department has no predator 

cases  cur ren t l y  under 
investigation, Frieda said 
there was such a case earlier 
in the year, and indicated that 
this was an area of ongoing 
concern for both the police 
and local parents.

When we come to Christ, God not only forgives us, he also adopts us. Through a 
dramatic series of events, we go from condemned orphans with no hope to adopted 
children with no fear. Here is how it happens. You come before the judgment seat 
of God full of rebellion and mistakes. Because of his justice he cannot dismiss your 
sin, but because of his love he cannot dismiss you. So, in an act which stunned the 
heavens, he punished himself on the cross for your sins. God’s justice and love are 
equally honored. And you, God’s creation, are forgiven. But the story doesn’t end with 
God’s forgiveness.

For you have not received a spirit of slavery leading to fear again, but you have 
received a spirit of adoption as sons by which we cry out “Abba! Father!” The Spirit 
himself bears witness with our Spirit that we are children of God (Rom. 8:15–16 
NASB).

But when the fullness of time came, God sent forth His Son, born of a woman, born 
under the Law, in order that He might redeem those who were under the Law, that we 
might receive the adoption as sons (Gal. 4:4–5 NASB).

It would be enough if God just cleansed your name, but he does more. He gives 
you his name. It would be enough if God just set you free, but he does more. He takes 
you home. He takes you home to the Great House of God.

Adoptive parents understand this more than anyone. I certainly don’t mean to offend 
any biological parents—I’m one myself. We biological parents know well the earnest 
longing to have a child. But in many cases our cribs were filled easily. We decided to 
have a child and a child came. In fact, sometimes the child came with no decision. I’ve 
heard of unplanned pregnancies, but I’ve never heard of an unplanned adoption.

That’s why adoptive parents understand God’s passion to adopt us. They know what 
it means to feel an empty space inside. They know what it means to hunt, to set out on 
a mission, and take responsibility for a child with a spotted past and a dubious future. 
If anybody understands God’s ardor for his children, it’s someone who has rescued 
an orphan from despair, for that is what God has done for us.

God has adopted you. God sought you, found you, signed the papers and took you 
home.

The eighth grade Mules 
went 5-0 through their district 
season to take the District 
2-2A Championship.

The Mules walked off the turf 
of Benny Douglas Stadium for 
the final time this season with 
a 36-14 win over the Braves. 
They will cross the street and 
enter Muleshoe High the next 
time they put on a Mule football 
uniform.  

The Mules pushed the 
Braves back with a 10-yard 
sack by Pilar Campos on the 
second play of the game. The 
Braves could not move the ball 
and were forced to punt from 
their 18. Beau Avila picked up

the ball on one bounce and 
returned to the Mule 26. 

The Mules drove from their 26 
to the Friona 25 in eight plays. 
The Mule offensive line was 
controlling the Friona defense 
so Coach Clay Ferguson called 
the reverse. Avila handed off to 
Isaac Baca he headed left and 
Carlos Sosa came racing back 
to meet him. 

Baca made a perfect pitch 
to Sosa as they met and Sosa 
raced 25 yards untouched for 
the Mules first touch down 
of the night. The two-point 
conversion failed but the Mules 
led 6-0 with 3:01 left in the first 
quarter. 

The Braves punched the ball 
in from the four with just under 
a minute remaining. Their two-
point conversion was good 
and gave the Braves a brief 
8-6 lead. 

Friona kicked off to the Mule 
15 where Baca picked up the 
ball. He allowed his team mates 
to set up their blocks and then 
rocketed down the middle of the 
field for an 85-yard tally. The 
scoring return and Baca’s two-
point conversion put the Mules 
up to stay at 14-8. 

Sergio Vasquez made the 
stop on the ensuing kick off 
return at the Friona 40. It was 
three and out for the Braves 
after Adelaido Godinez and 
Sosa teamed up to break up 
a pass. The Braves faked the 
punt and tossed the ball down 
field on fourth down. Godinez 
batted the ball away for the 
second time of the drive. 

Avila rolled right on the final 
play of the first period and 
hooked up with Saul Elizalde 
for an 11-yard catch and he out 
ran the safety to the pylon. Baca 

scored the two-point conversion 
to push the Mule lead to 22-8 
after one quarter. 

Vasquez appeared to get a 
hand on the Brave punt and 
the Mules covered at the Brave 
38 to start their first drive of 
the second period. Vasquez 
kept the Braves off Avila as 
he scrambled to buy time and 
allow a receiver to come open 
on first down. 

Avila rolled left and tossed to 
Devon Cantrell at the goal line. 
Baca picked up the extra two 
points to give the Mules a 30-8 
advantage. 

The Braves found pay dirt 
for their final time near the end 
of the first half. They scored on 
a 14-yard pass but could not 
pick up the points after to trail 
30-14.

The Brave kicker almost 
missed the ball on the ensuing 

onside kick attempt. The ball 
did not travel the required 10 
yards and the Mules took over 
at the Friona 43.

Baca took a hand off and 
went wide round his right end. 
Cantrell made the final block 
to open the way for Baca to 
score on a 53 yard run to end 
all scoring with the second half 
left to play.

Avila led the Mules in rushing 
with eight attempts for 113 
yards. Baca was close behind 
with eight tries for 107 yards and 
Sosa carried three times for 23. 
Elizalde led in the receiving with 
one catch for 45 yards. Cantrell 
grabbed one pass for 40 yards 
and Eric Orozco caught one 
for 11. 

Mat thew Ambriz paced 
the defense with 12 tackles, 
two being for losses and a 
sack. Vasquez made six stops 

and Campos five with a sack. 
Sosa and Avila each made five 
tackles. 

Godinez broke up two passes 
and Vasquez shut down a two-
point conversion attempt. 

Coach Ferguson anticipated 
some sneaky post game activity 
and had all the large water 
containers emptied of ice and 
water near the end of the game. 
The young Mules grabbed as 
many water bottles as were 
available prior to the playing of 
the Muleshoe School Song.

When I started to write this
column, I think I thought it
needed to be excellent. But
somewhere in the first three
lines, I changed my mind.
I’ve decided to opt for what
might be technically described
as something in the range of
“reasonably good,” “some-
what helpful,” or “a tad
thought-provoking.” 

Maybe it’s just me, but I’m
a little sick of “excellence.”

I’ve got a hunch that we’d
likely see a lot more of it if
we’d quit yammering about it.

A few years ago, it became
fashionable for almost any
institution to describe itself as
reaching for “excellence.”

That’s fine, I guess. I’m just
not sure it’s all that excellent.
What does it mean anyway?

Maybe my standards are too
low. But I’m happy if the guy
who throws my newspaper
just lands it somewhere on the
property. It’s fine with me if
he wants to strive for “excel-
lence in newspaper-tossing,”
but I’m more than willing to
settle for “pretty darn good.”

Maybe what bugs me about
the term “excellence” is that
it’s so hard to pin down. It’s
either way too narrow or way
too broad. It’s often superfi-
cial, a barely skin-deep
veneer. It tends to lean seri-
ously toward ostentation, arro-
gance, and condescension—
all of which smell bad.

Whatever else “excellence”
is, the real thing doesn’t stink.

Is “excellence,” as in “near-
perfection,” in every area of
one’s life possible? If I answer
yes, that likely means I don’t
understand how high a stan-
dard “excellence” really is.
Or, worse, I don’t understand
the depth of my own arro-
gance and have way too high
an opinion of my present or
potential abilities. “Not per-
fect yet? Just work longer,
harder, smarter, and with a
better business plan.” Phooey!

I suppose a fellow who
tosses newspapers could reach
for excellence by practicing
newspaper-tossing even in his
off hours. But he’d be a lot
wiser human being if instead
he’d spend more time with his
family and opt for less excel-
lence in newspaper-tossing.

Don’t get me wrong. God’s
people should do everything
“in the name of the Lord.”
We ought to try to do a good
job at home, at work, at wor-
ship, at play—all to his glory.
But real excellence is more a
matter of falling down broken
at the cross of Christ than it is a
matter of handing the Almighty
our impressive résumés. 

We’ll better glorify God if
we ask him to help us in
Christ to strive for a little
“excellence” at finding bal-
ance in life and the right kind
of contentment in him. 

We need God’s wisdom in
knowing what areas of our
lives at what times really
deserve extra attention, from
what areas at what times need
to make do with “adequate.”

We need wisdom. And we
need humility. To find some is
truly an excellent thing. In
fact, it’s pretty darn good.

They had strung 
together a 15 play 60-yard 
drive but failed to add the 
points after. The score was 
tied at 6-6.

The Riley-Clayton Show 
continued in the first quarter. 
Victor Vasquez moved to an 
up back on the ensuing 
kick off. He drifted back 
on the high kick, made the 
catch and flew up the field 
as the Mules parted the 
Chieftains.

Vasquez was pulled down 
at the Friona 22. A penalty 
set the Mules back five 

yards before they could 
start their drive. L. Wood 
powered up the middle for 
three yards on first down.

 The Mules had two 
incomplete passes that left 
them facing fourth down and 
11 needed for a first from the 
Friona 29. Riley sent three 
wide receivers to the right 
and one to the left.

Riley was in the shotgun, 
took the deep snap and saw 
Clayton racing across the 
end zone. Clayton had flown 
past his defenders and 
turned toward the sideline in 
the end zone. Riley made a 
perfect toss over the reach 
of the defense and dropped 
the ball in to Clayton.

“Our game plan was to 
come out and run the ball to 
start the game,” said Dusty 
Clayton.

Of the area municipalities 

compared, only Friona and 
Bovina’s local sales tax 

Sales tax
rates are at two percent. All 
of the others are set at 1.5 
percent.

According to the state 

comptroller’s office, the state 
collected $1.65 billion in 
sales tax revenue in October, 
up 3.1 percent compared to 
October 2006.

"This increase is less 
than the growth seen in 
recent months, but it is an 
increase over exceptional 
October 2006 collections," 
Texas Comptroller Susan 
Combs said. "The lower 
growth rate is a reflection 
of a general easing of sales 
activity, most noticeable in 
the retail trade sector, and 
is consistent with a slowing 
economy."

Combs’ office distributed 

$525.3 million in November 
sales tax rebates to cities, 
counties, transit systems 
and special purpose taxing 
districts. Local sales tax 
allocations are up four 
percen t  compared  to 
November 2006.

Texas cities were sent 
$359.4 million in sales tax 
allocations, up three percent 
compared to November 
2006.

 So far this calendar year, 
city sales tax allocations are 
up 6.6 percent compared to 
the same time period last 
year.
