A CANADA FARM,

What a Former Resideant of Id i hoSays
Regarding Western Canada.

Mr. T. A. Tolman, of Lacombe, Al-
berta. N. W. T., a former resident of
Cascla County, Idaho, who moved to
Western Canada in July, 1894, wriles
as follows:
