Poll Tax Resolatlon.

Austin, Tex.— Senator David­
son introduced the following in 
the senate:

Section 1. That article (5, sec­
tion 2, o f the constitution of the 
state o f Texas be amended so as 
to hereafter read as follows:

See. 2. Every male person sub­
ject to none o f the foregoing dis- 
qunlihcations, who shall have at­
tained the age of 21 years, and 
who shall be a citizen of the 
United States, and who shall have 
resided in this stale one year next 
preceding an election, and the 
last six months within the district 
or county in which he offers to 
vote, shall be a qualitied elector. 
And every male person of foreign 
birth Bubjert to none of the fore­
going disiiualitication.i who, not 
leis than six months before any 
election at which be offers to vote, 
shall have declared his iutontion 
to become a citicen of the United 
States in accordance with the 
federal naturalization laws, and 
and shall have resided in this 
state one year next precokling 
such election, and the last aix 
months in the county in which he 
offers to vote, shall also be 
deemed a qualitied elector; and 
all electors shall vote in the elec­
tion precinct of their residence; 
provided that electors living in 
auy unorganized county may vote 
at any election precinct in the 
county to which such county is 
attached for judicial purposes; 
and provided further that any 
voter who is subject to pay a pol' 
tav under tin-laws o f the state of 
Texas shall exhibit to the judges 
o f the election where he offers to 
vote, in any election, his poll tax 
receipt, such rei'eipt showing his 
poll tax paid liefore the Ut day 
o f February next preceding such 
election.

Sec. 3. The govt rnor o f this 
state is hereey directed to issue 
the neci'ssary pro<*lamation sub­
mitting this amendment to the 
qualitied voters o f Texas at the 
next gi'oeral election.

Nows was received that a child 
had frozen to dea(h in the Terri” 
tory, ten miles east o f Denison. 
Nothing definite could be heard 
from it until late in the evening, 
when H family came to Pawpaw 
hill, near Denison, to camp for 
the night. The family was named 
Ayers, and the man, who gave 
Ills name as W ill Ayers, stated 
that he was on route from Camp 
county to the Indian Territory, 
looking for a homo, and ho told 
the story of the death of a little 
boy freezing:

“ I camped the other side of Red 
river, and near me was camped a 
man who said bis name was 1). L. 
Martin. He stated he was mov­
ing from a point in McLennan 
county to the Choctaw nation, j 
where his brother had secured a 
place for him for the coming crop | 
year. We crossed the river east 
of town and started in the Terri­
tory, camping on a little creek for 
the sight. Our camps were only 
a few yards apart. Martin,his wife 

' and four children, the eldest bc- I ing about 12 years old, a boy.
I There was a buy about 5 years 
j old, one about 4 and a little girl 
I about 2 years old. He had two 
. wagons loaded with plunder, and 
 ̂when he went to retire for the 
; night, he slept in one wagon with 
' bis wife and little girl, and the 
' tlire<‘ boys slept in the other 
i wagon, where they were supposed 
' to be comfortable. The weather
t

was colder than any of us thought, 
however, and about 5 o'clock the 
next morning I was awakened by 
Mrs. Martin’s acroama.

It seems that at about that 
time of the morning she was 
awakened by hearing moans from 
her little 5-year-old boy in the 
wagon near them, and wlicn she 
went to him he was uncovered, 
and so badly frozen that he could 
not move or s|H>ak. When I went 
to him he was gasping for breath. 
We were all strangers in that 
part of the country and did not 
know w here to send for a doctor. 
.Mr. Martin’ s oldest son was put 
on a horse and started to hnd a 
physician. He returned after 
awhile with his nose and ears 
fr«»st bitten, and said he had found 
an old darkey who told him that 
the nearest physician was in Deni­
son, and that was t -n milea away.

“ While the boy was gon * for the 
doctor we did all we could for the 

I frozen boy, but he never spoke or 
' regained consciousneaa, and died 
I an hour or so after be was found 
' to be frozen. Tbc mother railed 
the little frozen fellow Danoy.and 

' remarked two three times that 
1 Sunday would have been liia fifth 
I birthday.
j **I tried to get the family to 
I come to Denison with me, where 
' we could stop until the blizzard 
, had spent its force and they could 
I be protected, and then we could 
I resume our journey. He stead­
fastly refused, and he went on bis 
way, saying he would take bis 
dead boy to his brother’s place 
in the Territory, and would bury 
him there.

“ I have never witnessed grief 
like the mother’s. There was a 
smile on the lips of the boy that 
had settled over bis countenance 
after the last agonies before the 
numbness of death came to him, 
and she believed when 1 left her 
that the little fellow would awaik- 
en when he gut warm, and would 
not believe that life was extinct, 
even two hours after he had quit 
breathing and his form was per­
fectly stiff in the wagon where 
he had met death.

“ I  was frightened by this ex­
perience, recrossed the river and 
started to I>enison. The weath­
er had moderated when I reached 
Pawpaw hill and 1 decided to 
atop.”

Mr. Ayers and family went on 
to Denison and put up at a wagon 
yard.

remain. A fter August 1, 19U0, 
the owner or lessee of land adja- 
sent to land on which prairie dogs 
remain, may kill off tne dogs and 
have a lien on the land to secure 
Dajment of his expenses in so 
doing. A fter January 1, 1001, 
the commissioners’ court is au­
thorized to have the dogs killed 
and hold lien on the land to se­
cure payment of amounts paid 
thereon. ________________

Vencente Cuineiiskjr, who i» 

the most famoiit wolf hunter ami 
succesdful sliiyer o f all kiiulu of 
wild animals that over gallo{M)tl 
over th« praries o f Western Texas 
is a very valuable luan, and' 
those who are host informed tuiy 
that he haa saved the stockmen 
of the frontier ranches $1,000,000 
in the post few years by protect­
ing their calves and feeble cattle 
from the wolves and panthers. 
Last year he killed 449 wolves, 
and of these si.xty four were tcobog. 
They are the largest and most fe­
rocious species of the wolf family. 
A pack of these hungry yelping 
prowlers have been known to drag 
a full-grown steer to egrCh and 
cut its throat, lie  slew twenty- 
se\eii panthers during the year. 
Some of them* were trapped and 
other* were trailed to tlieir lair* 
and ^hut.

.Mr. ('omensky it employed by 
cattle anti sheep ranchers of the 
Ifevil's river country, auti at the 
same time they are paying him 
$150 per month. They say that 
he has savetl them m.iny times 
that amount of money. The wolf 
hunter also gets a Irounty on 
scalps, w hich increases his earn­
ings.

They appear to be a mixed breed, 
and 1 Judge most of them to l>e a 
cross between a deerhound ami a 
niastiff. He has almut 400 tra|>s, 
which he keeps set all the time. 
He is always in the saddle, and 
uses a fluid whirh makes them ex­
ecute a regulai dance.
