He made prevision for the 
erecti«)D of a church in his native 
town in Switzerland, for a hand- 
aonie editice for Grace Kpiscopal 
church in Galveston, for an or­
phans' home, an old woman's 
home, a splendid Young Men’s 
C'hriotian assm-iation building, 
fourteen drinking fountains in 
different parts o f the city for 
man and bs'ast.for a |«>0,<K)0 mon­
ument to the memory of the he­
roes of the war for Texas inde­
pendence, and be provided that 
after the erection of tbes«> and 
the payment of bequests to his 
widow and other relatives, the 
jlpsidue of his fortune should be 
used for the public library, as 
above state<l.

The residue of the estate is in 
real estate chiefly, and Maj.Walk­
er has b<>en engaged fur some 
time past in appraising it. The 
next step will be to create aboard 
o f  trustees in some manner to 
take charge of the library enter­
prise. They will be charged with 
not only the work o f looking aft­
er the library, but with the can* 
o^  its endowment fnn<l.

In anU'-bnllum 
days cotton wa.s grown as a sur­
plus crop only after tho food and 
clothing supply o f the plantation 
had l»evn assured. To this sys­
tem, rather than to slavery, tho 
su<-ccss and prosperity o f that 
time must be attributed. The 
farmers in some sections of our 
state sell too much for their own 
gootl and depend on markets for 
those supplies which should nat­
urally arise from the farm. The 
volume of trade is increased, but 
the farmer pays the freight.

Maj. N. C. Duncan of Kobert- 

son county, who for sixty-three 
I years has been a resident of Tex­
as, has been on a visit to friends 

I ill Waco. Maj. Duncan was horn 
t in Tsniiesses and when a youth 
, came to Texas in company with 
Davy Crockett and joined the 
Rol>ertson colony. He served as 
a ranger against Indians and Mex. 
leans during tbs stormy early 
history o f the Lone Star state. 
He owns trophies of thrilling ex- 
pi'rieDces with panthers, bears 
and wolves, when he wore buck­
skin and had for his companions 
the gr«-at Crockett and other pio­
neers. His collection o f old pa­
pers includes letters written him 
by Gen. Sam Houston and other 
distinguished men.

Maj. Duncan spoke about Ibe 
historic migration o f squirrels, 
which Oi'curred in 1837. Since 
then squirrels have migrated in 
large numbers, but it is stated by 
naturalists that the phenomenon 
of 1837, in whieb tiie bushy tails 
traveled in armies numbering miU 
liuiiB, is tho biggest thing in that 
line contained in the autlientic 
annals o f squirreldom.

Great care should be taken to 
cleanse them frequently In ammonia 
water, never wetting lbs wood which 
hotds the bristles. They should then 
be dried la a cool pUre, never la the 
sun.

Is fa­
miliar, but there are gistd hr hes with 
bristles all around and a 1st.' handle 
wbk-h are excellent for rHanlng out 
js's. deep pitchers and su*h exasperat­
ing srthles which must be kept clean 
In spite of their Impnoslble form. '•

Then there are fine, loag hair brusbas 
for washlag chins, soup brushes foi 
rubtdng soup thntugh the strainer, and 
a variety of floor, window, and furni­
ture bruabea In many houaaa brushes 
and hrooma do double duty. It Is no 
mora extravagant and Indeed will be 
cheaper In tbe eTMl to hare a brush oi 
broom for each particular duty and 
keep It la Its place.
