Monthly Report of the Statistician
of Agriculture.

THE CROP WILL BE CUT SHORT.

The Condition on the First of the Present
Month the Lowest September Condl-
tion for 25 Years, Except 1896,

Washington, Sept. 12.—The
monthly report of the statistican |
of the department of agriculture
shows the average condition of
cotton on Sept. 1 to have been
68.5, as compared with 84.0 last |
month, 79.8 on Sept. 1, 1898;
78.3 at the corresponding date in
1887 and 78.4 the mean of the
September averages for the last
ten years. The condition on the
first of the present mouth was |
with the exception of the year
1896 the lowest September con-
dition in twenty-five ycars.

There was a general impair-
ment of condition during August
amounting to 6 points in Ala-
bama, 8 in Mississippi and Ten-
nessee, 10 in North Carolina and
Georgia, 12 in South Carolina and
Louisiana, 16 m Florida, 20 in
Oklahoma, 24 in Arkansas, 26 in
Texas and 40 in the Indian terri-
tory. The serious decline in con-
ditions is the result in the main of
long continued drouth. Where
local rains have fallen they have
generally been so heavy as to far-
ther aggravate the situation.
