“Be prepared...”

It’s the motto of the Boy
Scouts of America, intended
to remind its members that
being ready, both physically
and mentally, is the first step
in any achievement.

But while the scouts focus
on building the youth of
today into the leaders of
tomorrow, there’s another
organization that while
considerably younger than
the BSA has taken on a
similar task following the
events of Sept. 11, 2001.

The Citizens Corps,
with the motto of “Uniting
communities... Preparing
the nation,” has been
charged with the task of
preparing communities

across the United States to
meet not only the dangers
that can arise from terrorist
activities, but also to help
render aid in just about any
trouble situation that might
arise within a community.

And while Texas has 24
“cog regions” that oversee
Citizen Corps activities,
the South Plains Citizens
Corp — which includes
Bailey, Cochran, Crosby,
Dickens, Floyd, Garza,
Hale, Hockley, King, Lamb,
Lubbock, Lynn, Motley,
Terry and Yoakum Counties
— under the umbrella of the
South Plains Association of
Governments, has garnered
an impressive reputation in
the state.

proposed policy change
included giving “time
off benefits” to regularly
scheduled part-time
employees based upon the
amount of time the work.

The initial proposal would
allow employees to bank
about 176 hours as “paid time
off,” including the holiday,
vacation and 40 hours of
sick leave, and another 40
hours as “extended time off”
that became available for
sick leave on a per incident
use after the employee had
used a certain amount of
the sick leave banked under
PTO.

While some of the board
members thought the ETO
should be accessible after
eight hours of PTO was
used, others thought it made
sense to set the break at 16
hours. Doing some quick
figuring, board member
Wayne Pierson noted
that with the way the ETO
accrued, a problem could
arise if ETO accessibility is
set at eight hours.

On another issue, the
idea of setting a minimum
amount of time that could
be taken at a time was put
aside after employees who
handle the district’s payroll
told the board it wouldn’t be

Currently Citizen Corps
oversees five areas of
responsibility and volunteer
service:

« Community Action
Response Teams — which
includes volunteers trained
to respond to emergency
situations in a community.

+ Fire Corps — which
supports and supplements
fire departments.

* Volunteers in Police
Service — which supports
state and local law
enforcement agencies.

* Medical Reserve Corps
— which provides structure
and training of community
volunteers in situations
ranging from emergency
inoculations to support of
medical personnel during
bio-hazard spills.

* Neighborhood Watch
— which focuses on civilian
support of the effort to
reduce residential crime.

Concerning his
appointment as the SPCC
chair, Frieda said, “I think it’ll
be a pretty good challenge,”
adding that it was also “a
feather in Muleshoe’s cap.”

But even though Frieda’s
official appointment will
undoubtedly benefit Bailey
County, his participation on
the council has already had
an impact, helping to bring
in much-needed disaster-
related equipment.

nursing school, training
equipment has been
supplied, while the Muleshoe
Area Medical Center has
received both equipment and
training that will be of value
should a chemical spill in the
area endanger residents or
personnel deployed to tackle
the problem.

One of the ways local
volunteers could help in such a situation is to receive the
training needed to handle the decontamination units that
have been supplied to the hospital district, the police chief
said, which would allow the medical personnel who have
already received training in the equipments’ use to spend
their time treating patients.

Frieda also noted that MAMC is scheduled to receive
the next available emergency triage unit. But he also
indicated that while the equipment available through the
SPCC is great, the training citizens can receive to support
emergency service professionals, allowing for “more
effective use of manpower” during a disaster is of even
greater importance.

Of specific need, Frieda said, are volunteers who are
young enough to be trained and provide service to their
communities for a number of years.

He indicated there are a number of things, such as

Third brand of candy recalled

A San Antonio company is voluntarily recalling a third
candy imported from Mexico after testing by the Texas
Department of State Health Services found elevated lead
levels that could cause health problems.

Villa-Mex Imports, Inc., is recalling Miguelito Azucar
Salada Enchilada Acidulada. The candy is a reddish powder
in a clear cellophone packet with blue lettering. The net
weight is marked as 1.7 ounces. The label also reads:
Elaborado Por: Fabrica de Dulces Miguelito, S.A. DE C.V.
Totonacas No 293 Col. Ajusco Coyoacan, Mexico.

Recent laboratory tests of Miguelito candy samples
showed lead levels ranging from 0.161 to 0.291 parts per
million, above the 0.1 parts per million lead level considered
to be a potential public health hazard by the U.S. Food and
Drug Administration. The tests were part of DSHS product
surveillance conducted over the last several months.

DSHS officials say consumers who have the recalled
products should not eat them and should return them or
throw them away. The only way to know if a child has a
high blood lead level is to have a blood lead test. People
concerned about blood lead levels should call their doctor
or health clinic about testing.

At a time when the
government seems to
be growing by the day,
Congress made animportant
move at year-end towards
increasing government
openness, transparency
and accountability.

Both the Senate and
House approved the most
sweeping reforms to our
freedom of information laws
in more than a decade.

| first introduced the
OPEN Government Act with
U.S. Sen. Patrick Leahy,
D-Vt., two years ago. After
months of hearings and
negotiations, it was finally
approved overwhelmingly
in December.

The Cornyn-Leahy bill
will not merely be a victory
for transparency in federal
government operations.
It will be a vital building
block to strengthen our
democratic process.

Texas has long had one of
the nation’s strongest open
government laws. When |
served in state government
as Attorney General, | had
a key role in enforcing that
law. So bringing a little
Texas sunshine to the
federal government was
a top legislative priority
for me when | arrived in
Washington five years ago.

The Cornyn-Leahy bill
updates the Freedom of
Information Act (FOIA) to
address undue delays and
onerous burdens that often
greet Americans looking
for information from their

government.

The underlying FOIA
law was initially enacted
more than 40 years ago.
Achieving prompt responses
has been a serious problem
in its enforcement from the
beginning.

Some pending requests
for information are more
than a decade old, possibly
sitting in a bureaucrat’s
drawer somewhere. And
many information requests
can only be resolved through
costly lawsuits, which
effectively prevent citizens
from receiving information
they’re entitled to.

The bill restores
meaningful deadlines —
with consequences—to the
FOIA system, encouraging
government agencies to
provide timely responses.
It creates a new initiative
for tracking pending
FOIA requests and an
ombudsman to review
agency compliance.

It provides safeguards
against misuse of the law,
and closes loopholes used
to avoid compliance. It
recognizes changes in the
way information is circulated,
and allows journalists and

The OPEN Government
Act bolsters the most
fundamental requirement for
an effective democracy—a
free and informed citizenry. It
reinforces Abraham Lincoln’s
notion of a government “of
the people, by the people,
for the people” by facilitating
the flow of information into
the hands of Americans. |
have tried to advance these
principles throughout my
years in public office.

These FOIA reforms come
after years of legislative
work that required significant
bipartisan cooperation.

It is
clearly one of the signature
accomplishments of the
current Congress.

James Madison once
declared: “The advancement
and diffusion of knowledge
is the only guardian of
true liberty.”

a natural tendency to
suppress distribution of
information, particularly
when it is inconvenient or
embarrassing to those in
office.

There are always
exceptions to the rule
that must be observed,
such as the need to keep
confidential information
that could compromise our
national security. Our FOIA
reforms recognize that. But
our underlying principle
is this: when information
can be made open and
available, it should be.

These reforms will require
federal agencies to make
significant changes in the
way they operate. | will be
watching closely to make
certain they comply. And
Congress itself needs to
do much more to improve
transparency. The earmark
process — when legislators
insert narrow projects
into a massive spending
bill — should have far
greater openness and
accountability. | intend to
pursue that reform as well.

Texas has long prided itself
on its wide-open spaces,
and open government.
Accountability is also an
important Texas value.

Our state has been a
national leader in advancing
the ideals of transparency
in our public business. We
are all safer, and our liberty
more secure, whenever
Washington adopts more of
that Texas sunshine.

Texas DSHS boosts resources to help
people stop smoking in the New Year

Quitting tobacco use
can be difficult but not
impossible. And for those
trying to give up nicotine
in the new year, the Texas
Department of State
Health Services is more
than doubling its resources
dedicated to free cessation
services provided through
the American Cancer
Society’s Quitline. This
year, DSHS will provide
$550,000 for the service,
up from $250,000 provided
in 2007.

The toll-free multi-lingual
telephone counseling
service, at 1-877-YES-QUIT
(877-937-7848), is available
to all Texans trying to quit
smoking or dipping. Calls to
the Quitline have increased
significantly since DSHS
began funding the service
in 2001, totaling more than
6,250 calls in the last fiscal
year.

A federal Centers for
Disease Control and
Prevention grant for
cessation services and
funds from the Texas
tobacco settlement provide
the DSHS funding directed

to the Quitline.

“One of the most
important things we can
do to improve the health
of Texans is to help those
who smoke to quit,” said
Penny Harmonson, DSHS
tobacco prevention and
control program manager.
“Research shows that those
who get help through a
service such as the Quitline
are more successful at
breaking their nicotine
addiction than those who
go it alone.”

The Quitline provides
free, confidential telephone
counseling 24 hours a day,
seven days a week, with
tools and strategies tailored
to each individual caller.
The service also offers
callers self-help booklets
and advice about support
programs available in their
communities. Resources
and information to help you
quit tobacco use also are
available online at www.
yesquit.com.

In addition to the Quitline
service, your chance of
success is even better,
Harmonson said, if you

never to make New Year’s res-
olutions. When I'm mildly
tempted to make one, I get over
it by reminding myself that the
only resolution I’ve ever come
close to keeping is the resolu-
tion not to make resolutions.
Preachers can’t see a test
pattern on TV without draw-
ing some lofty lesson from it.
But this whole resolution thing
is full of theological/philosoph-
ical ramifications. The ques-
tion behind all of this is no less
than, “How are we saved?”
And “saved” in every sense.
As Irecall, C. S. Lewis once
said, “No one really knows
how bad he is until he has tried
very hard to be good.” If
you’ve not figured that out by
experience, you’ll bless us all
by making many resolutions.
It takes some truly serious
effort at “law-keeping” before
we can realize how weak and
needy we are, and we lose a
load of arrogance and are dri-
ven to humbly accept God’s
grace as more than theoretical.
You’d think that just trying to
keep the Ten Commandments
would be enough to drive us to

grace. But we deflect the lesson
by majoring on outward ritual
and skin deep pseudo-sanctifica-
tion that feeds our pride.

You’d think that reading St.
Paul’s testimony in Romans 7
would be enough to drive us to
sheer mercy and grace as it did
him: “What I do is not the good
I want to do; no, the evil I do not
want to do—this I keep on
doing.”

Jesus warned that it’s easier
for a camel to go through the
eye of a needle than for a rich
person to enter the kingdom.
Hmm. How many—fill in the
blank: rich, successful, thin,
non-smoking, etc.—folks do
you know who don’t deep down
think that everyone could be
like them if they just tried hard-
er? Keep going until you find
your own area of arrogance
staring at you from the blank.

I think Jesus might say to us,
“It’s more likely that pigs will
fly than for wealthy, skinny,
successful guys or gals with
killer abs to learn a little com-
passion and genuine humility.”
Salvation, perfection, of any
sort, will never come because
we work so hard, so well, and
finally “get it right.”

Want to drop a few pounds?
Cut back or away at a vice or
two? Good! Just remember that
even in the pig pen the prodigal
son knew his father better than
the self-righteous son who sup-
posedly never left home.

If you shed some pounds,
great. Just remember that the
folks who truly love you love
you even when there’s more to
love.

Foreign investors must report
U.S. agricultural land holdings

Foreign investors with an
interest in agricultural lands in
the United States are required
to report their holdings and
any transactions to the U.S.
Secretary of Agriculture,
according to Kim Hanlin,
Executive Director of the
Bailey County Farm Service
Agency.

“Any foreign person who
acquires or transfers any
interest, other than a security
interest, in agricultural land in
the United States is required
by law to report the transaction
no later than 90 days after the
date of the transaction,” said
Hanlin.

Foreign investors must
file Agricultural Foreign
Investment Disclosure Act
(AFIDA) reports with the
Farm Service Agency County
Office that maintains reports
for the county where the land
is located.

“Failure to file a report,
filing a late report or filing an
inaccurate report can result
in a penalty with fines up to
25 percent of the fair market
value of the agricultural land,”
said Hanlin.

For AFIDA purposes,
agricultural land is defined
as any land used for farming,
ranching or timber production,
if the tracts total 10 acres or
more.

Disclosure reports are
also required when there
are changes in land use. For
example, reports are required
when land use changes from
nonagricultural to agricultural
or from agricultural to
nonagricultural.

When the Agricultural
Foreign Investment
Disclosure Act was signed
into law in 1978, the reporting
requirement was adopted as

Pneumonia is a deadly serious disease for Americans

Andrew B. Crocker,
Extension Program
Specialist, Texas AgriLife
Extension Service, reports
that every year, more
than 60,000 Americans
die from pneumonia —
an inflammation of the
lungs that is usually
caused by infection with
bacteria, viruses or other
organisms.

Pneumonia is a particular
concern for older adults,
people with chronic
illnesses or impaired
immune systems, but it can
also strike young, healthy
people.

There are many kinds
of pneumonia ranging in
seriousness from mild to life-
threatening. Infection often
follows a cold or the flu, but
it can also be associated
with other illnesses or occur
on its own. Symptoms of
pneumonia caused by
bacteria usually come on
quickly, including but not
limited to

- Cough, sometimes
producing rusty, green or
blood-tinged mucus

- Fever

- Fast breathing, heart
rate and/or shortness of
breath

- Shaking and chills

- Chest pain that often
feels worse when you cough
or breathe in

- Feeling very tired and/
or weak

- Nausea and vomiting
and/or diarrhea

Symptoms caused by
viruses are usually the
same as those caused by
bacteria; but, they may
come on slowly and often
are not as obvious or as
bad, states Crocker.

[ronically, high-risk
groups such as older
adults may have fewer or
milder symptoms than less
vulnerable people do.

And instead of the high
fever that often characterizes
pneumonia, older adults
may even have a lower than
normal temperature. Or
they may have a cough but
not bring up mucus.

The main sign of
pneumonia in older adults
may be a change in how
well they think — confusion
is common.

If you think you may have

pneumonia, do not hesitate
to get medical care.

See your health provider
right away if you have a
persistent cough, shortness
of breath, chest pain
that fluctuates with your
breathing, an unexplained
fever or if you suddenly
feel worse after a cold or
the flu.

You usually do not “catch”
pneumonia from someone
else. Instead, you develop
the disease because
your immune system is
temporarily weakened. The
following suggestions can
help keep you healthy:

Get vaccinated.
Because pneumonia can
be a complication of the
flu, getting a yearly flu shot
is a good way to prevent
viral influenza pneumonia,
which can lead to bacterial
pneumonia.

In addition, get a
vaccination against
pneumonia at least once
after age 55. Medicare may
pay for this if you are a
Medicare beneficiary with
Part “B” coverage.

- Wash your hands. Your
hands are in almost constant

Washing
your hands thoroughly and
often can help reduce your
risk.

- Don’t smoke. Smoking
damages your lungs’ natural
defenses against respiratory
infections.

- Take care of yourself.
Plenty of rest and a healthy
diet along with moderate
exercise can help keep your
immune system strong.

- Protect others from
infection. If you have
pneumonia, try to stay
away from anyone with
a compromised immune
system.

If you have pneumonia,
the following measures
can help you recover more
quickly and decrease your
risk of complications:

- Get plenty of rest.

- Drink lots of fluids,
especially water. Liquids
keep you from becoming
dehydrated and help loosen
mucus in your lungs.

- Take the entire course of
any prescribed medications.
Stopping medication too
soon can cause your
pneumonia to come back
and contributes to the
development of antibiotic-
resistant bacteria.

- Keep all of your follow-up
appointments. Even though
you feel better, your lungs
may still be infected.
