That the Rock'Island railroad 
will operate a Kaffir Cora, spec­
ial demonstration train over its 
Uoea in Texas during the month 
of February is an aaaured fact, 
following the visit df H. M. Cot­
trell, agricultural commissioner 
of the Rock Idaud.

Mr. Cottrell arrivod Saturday 
morning and waa in conference 
daring the day wHh G. S. Pente- 
eoflt, general paeeenger agent, 
whd will hRvo -charge o^ the ar- 
rangementa for the trip of the 
train.

Thb itioerary of the train ia be* 
kig prapared and will be complet­
ed by the middle of the week. It 
has been ataSed prcvioimly that 
the triuB will he operated only 
upon the Rock Island lines in 
Texas, which cover a diatanee of 
approximately 600 mRea.

Mr. (ottrell was enthusiaatie 
over the Kaffir corn que<kion 
when aeon hy a peporter for The 
Reconi. He ia df the ppiaion that 
the fanners of Texas can realise 
a much greater profit from Kaf­
fir corn than from corn. Espec­
ially ia this predicted in wc- 
tiona of Texas where the rainfall 
ia not very heavy. The Kook 
Island eommiisduner also ia en- 
thnaiastic over the planting of 
Spanish {>eanuta in Texas.

Boosts Bpaniah Pmauni.
‘ ‘ Texas farmers should pealise 

a profit of from $12 to-$lA per 
acre on Kaffir ami from $20 to 
$40 on .Spansdi peanuts,”  he said. 
“ At the present time, they are 
realising from nothing to $10 per 
sere on their corn rropa. There 
is always a ready market for kaf­
fir and S|>aniah peanuts. In the 
aiate of Oklahoma there are 12,- 
000 seres of the |>eanuta and 
1,500,000 a«-res of Kaffir. A cam­
paign it on fo^  up there to in- 
ereaae the peanut acreage to 200,- 
000 and the Kaffir corn to 3,000,- 
000,000 acrea”

The Kook Island recently oper­
ated a kaffir eorn special train 
in Oklahoma, covering 4.600 miles 
It haa been estimated tbai> .10,000 
perwM attended tbe lecturea and 
witnessed tbe demonstrations df- 
fered by tjie experts who accoui-

panled tbe train. The interest in 
the two e^ops mentioitod extends 
to the four quarter* of Qie stale. 
^Commercial organixatioim, farm*; 
ers* unions, aaaociationa of vari­
ous kinds, bankers, business men, 
pave been aroused to active ioter- 
eiitl and a campaigD ia being wag­
ed among the farmers to plant 
more Kaffir and peanuta.

Hopes to A ro w  Intsrsst .
Mr. Cottrell expects to create 

a siuiilar interest in tbe staie of 
Texas. He said yesterday that 
there are se^ion* in Texas where 
corn hsa failed to make % good 
paying / crop for years, but $be 
farmers persist in planting com 
from year to year. In these dis­
tricts, he said, ke wants to show 
tbe farmery that there is a mneb 
larger and surer crop in Kaffir 
or peanata than in com. Tbe 
last two named crops seldom fail, 
he says. “ Kaffir eorn will wait 
weeks for rain. . The hot winds 
and t be lack of moisture ssnir 
make it wither and carl some­
what during the day, but k 
will freshen every night. It 
may be forced to stand still 
and not grow for days or 
weeks, but it .-will Kve and 
ki*cp green. When the deferr­
ed rains do come, it shoots 
out heads quickly, they fill with 
grain and a good yield follows. 
Ten b\ishela of Kaffir corn have 
tbe same value as nins buahsls 
tif eorn for feeding work horsea 
beef 8tKl dairy cattle, hogs and 
sheep. A bushel of Kaffir eorn 
is worth more than a bushel of 
eorn for feeding poultry.

OottrsU Oost to Tsbsss
Mr. t'ottrell hM gone to Kan 

aaa to attend meetings of assoei 
ations interested in the Kaffir 
com campaign in that state. He 
will be in Oklahoma City next 
week to aSteod a big meeting of 
lanucrs to be held under the au­
spices clf the Cbajnber of Com­
merce of htat city, loir tVs pur­
pose of bringing about store in­
terest in the planting of Kaffir 
com and (Spanish peanuts in that 
state. Th* eommiasioner will, rc- 
turh to Fort orth’ in about two 
weeks.—Fort Worth Record.
