Oaa o f tka first oM d s l acta o f  tha 
MsCf adadniatrstloa was tka abotitioD 
« r  tko staU pardoe board. This would 
•saai t« indi^to that the Gooamor is 
Astcrmined to srold sboso o f  tha 
power o f oxeeutiTO cUakency^ But 
1st os oao whsthcr this sbusc raa bt 
placed directly upon the shoulders o f 
the chief executive or whether it is 
the fault of the people.

In the first place the Governor is 
alorted to office by a direct vote of 
the people. Powerful political or­
ganisations and agencies, directed by 
prominent men.'extend into every 
county, city, town'and village in the 
state. These organisations, which 
have a large influence over the mind 
o f  the public, arc set to work in the 
laterest of some particular ntaa. 
Should their candidate be elected, 
Bwa the powers that be usually feel 
that they are entitled to soase claims 
ppon hiin.

It therefore happens that those who 
sssk to obtain pardons for seme way­
ward sen, brother, father sr other 
klasman take advantage o f this very 
system. They set to work the ssost 
powerful agencies. Long petitions 
for  executive clemency are drawn up 
mmd they are usually signed by every 
prominent person in the convict’s 
saaununity. In smay cases these pe- 
tMens contain the naatas o f the t i ^  
Judge and the sttom sy general.

When the petition has been prepar­
ed H is usually taken to Au^in by 
some prominent man and presented 
to the Governor in person. It is the 
aaase old question o f political patron­
age. The Governor, moved and urged 
and prodded, is placed in tsro poei- 
tioDs He can either grant the par­
don outright, or he can refuse. Be­
ing human he usually follows the 
lines of the least resistaitce. And 
ao the people themsehrea are renpon 
sible then for the abuse o f  ti,e par­
doning power, for they are The ont% 
that appeal for clemency.

The average person fails to .sppye- 
ciate the Governor's position in re­
gard to this power. It is quit* ponti- 
Me that Mr. N eff himself iocs  rot 
yet fully appreciate K. A Gove? 
ia besieged by hundreds o f 
tious. Wives and mothers prostrate 
themselves before him. He is callsti 
apeai to see their tears, to hear th«ir 
 ̂stricken appeals, to stoel kimself 
against ordinary human saatimenu. 
And who can wsadsr then at the 
■umber o f pardons granted during 
psuvious ndministrations. And 
darutanding this, who can aronder 
whether Mr.- N eff eriU base the coar 
age ta stand firmly apon the ques­
tion and make political enemies, or 
whether at the end o f his administra 
Mon the total number e f pardons 
granted will be as graat as those is 
aned by his predsccssors.

For the ills o f the pardoning power 
He with the peop' e, and antil the 
people wake ap to the importance of 
the question we predict that the cus­
tom win go on Just as H has gone on 
for theae/many yasrs.

C. M. Evans, livestock and dairy 
specialist o f the extension service o f 
the A. A M. College, has contributod 
an interesting article on ox warbles 
to the Extension Service Farm News 
The article followa:

“ We are receiving a great many in­
quiries at the present time as to how 
to lid rows of ox warbles, or “ wolfe- 
in-the-bsek,** or “ grubs" as the are 
sometimei called. These grubs are 
the progeny of last year’s heel-fly 
There is some difference in opinion 
as to just how the grub gets into 
the body o f the cow, but there is no 
question but what the heel-fly de­
posits the egg, eight or 10 months 
previous to the development o f the 
large grubs under the skin on the 
cow’s back. No doubt if systematic 
effort was made by every stockman 
in the country, this pest could be 
considerably decreased or possibly 
eradicated. The system followed 
would be to kill all tke grubs, so that 
no flics would be allowed to hatch

The cost of operation o f airplanes 
IS very great, the average at this 
time being about $60 an hour, and 
is about 20 to 60 per cant more f o r ' 
seaplanes. In fact, seaplanes, or fly­
ing-boats. are the most expensive 
aircraft to operate.
