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Autos and Good Roads.
A larjfe part of the ag^itation 

for good roads is the work of the 
automobile associations and of 
the associated -manufacturers. 
For this they deserve great cred­
it, and there should not be any 
objection to the making of good 
^oads because these associations 
advocate them. That good roads 
area necessity to the automobile 
trade does not militate against 
good roads - on the contrary, is 
•%n additional reason for making 
roads good. And especially are 
farmers and others who live in 
the country interested in auto­
mobiles and in go«>d roads. The 
modern automobile makes a great 
difference in country life, all for 
the better, and will l>ef«>re many 
years add so m'uch to the enjoy­
ment pf country life that we 
shall find it difficult to under­
stand how we ever did without 
them. It is yet to revolutionize 
country life.

Among the greatest changes 
will be in country schools. Un­
der present conditions it is im­
practicable 1o have schools no 
good in country localities as in 
cities and the larger towns, but 
the automobile is to change this. 
There will be fewer school bouses 
and more schools. The concen­
tration of pupils w’ill enable coun- 
tr)' localities to have as good 
schools as in the cities. That 
this may come it is first necessary 
that there be good roads. With­
out giKxl roads the automobile b  
not a go<»d, vehicle. It is truj. 
that some vendors will insist that 
an automobile can go almost any­
where that a buggy can go, but 
those who know best do not cred­
it this—W any great extent. The 
automobile needs a gtsMl road— 
the good road leads to the auto­
mobile.

One of the fir^t stefis to make' 
the autnmolnlc popular and t<> re­
move objections to its presence 
on public streets'and highways 
is that there be such speed limits 
as will pres’cnt the dangers of

automobile accidents and will 
preserve the ,oads. The road 
h(»g and the speed crank have 
been ftnd are still the enemies to 
progress in automobiling.

Manufacturers are always 
ready to hear things which will 
add popularity to their products 
and Increase sales. "Ndnimg’ will
add more to the popularity of the 
automobile than will be the cess­
ation of the speed mi.nia. The 
racer has no place on public 
places. It is unlawful to run 
horses on highways and it should 
be unlawful to run̂  automobiles 
on them. The penalties for vio­
lation of s|>eed laws should be 
such as tu enforce oliedience.

But we need the autumobijes 
and we need the good roads. 
Let us have both, and let IkiiIi 
be so used as to be of advantage 
to all. That the movement for 
gooil roads will grow more rapid­
ly when there is more regard for 
s'jwed laws cannot be doubted.

T4ie comenlratiort of schools 
means so much for country peo­
ple that we are most anxious fur 
the great service of the automo- 
bile to be made available. When 
children are brought to the 
schools there will be larger 
schools with greater possibilities. 
It is now practicable for young 
jieople in cities to acquire liberal 
educations in the public schools, 
while in country precincts there 
is little chance for them. With 
good roads the automobile can 
easily change this.—Farm and 
R ah ^ .
