Year-end moves will cost Terry
county tenant farmers more than
$24 453, and that is only the be-
ginning of the cost to them and
‘0 the general public, it was stated
by Dennis Q. Lilly, County Super-
visor of the Farm Security Ad-
ministration.

The Supervisor estimated that
429 farm tenants of this county
move every year. The actual cash
cost is around $57.00 per family;
he said, but the final cost to the
tenant and to the public is much
greater.

Most of the tenants who move
could be stabilized through leas-
ing me‘hods which would en-
\courage them to remain upon the

same farm and to improve it, the|
