We don’t know whether it is

just because our people are more
prosperous this year, or getting
out their crops earlier than last
year, or are taking advantage of
the discount offered by the county
and state if payments are made
this fall. Anyway, the payments
this year are around a thousand
per cent better than at the same
time last year.

It is true that we had a very
severe drouth over most of the
county last year, and it was none
too good over some of the section
this year, especially in the imme-
diate Meadow area, but while the
people were paying a measly $3,-
779.00 last year by the first of
November, Sam White, deputy
sheriff and collector informed us
that up to November 1, this year
the collections were approximate-
ly $35,000.00, and he felt sure that
some more money was in the mail,
possibly from out-of-town and out-
of-state people, who are taking ad-
vantage of the October discount.

The fact of the business is, per-
haps, that they are far ahead of
collection to date of any year in
the county’s history. If collections
continue good until January 31,
after which time the penalty goes
on, there will be a record amount
of taxes paid in Terry county. Just
how much of this is delinquent
from other years, we do nct know.

Fact is, Olton don’t lack a great
deal of being in Hale or Dimmitt
counties, and alahough Littlefield
is far from the center of the coun-
ty, it is much nearer than Olton,
and also much nearer the center
of population. Amherst is nearer
both the geographical as well as
population center of Lamb county,
than any of the towns mentioned.

So, there may have been other
reasons than financial that the
jail bonds were snowed under. Lit-
tlefield is keeping county prison-
ers almost free it is said, but oth-
ers maintain the jail is crowded
often, with a general mixture of
whites and blacks.

FOR HOLIDAY

As a pleasant change from the
usual, why not have a tempting,
richly browned whole ham as the
piece de resistance of your Thanks-
giving dinner? The tangy flavor
of smoked ham combines well with
the fall fruits and vegetables so
plentiful at this time of year.

An oven temperature
of about 300 degrees F. has been
found to give excellent results. If
the rind was not removed before
the ham was purchased, this
should be done a little while be-
fore the ham is done.

| the rind becomes loosened, so that

all you need to do is take the
ham from the oven, lift off the
rind, and return the ham to the
oven until it is slightly browned.

There are many ways to dec-
orate a baked whole ham for
Thanksgiving. One of the easiest
is by placing almond halves in
diagonal rows over the ham. Or
you may wish to spell the work
Thanksgiving with whole cloves
across the surface of the whole
ham. If desired, you may rub the
surface with brown sugar or
strained honey and return to the
oven to glaze.

To be sure that this immunity
has been established in your child,
six months after the first dose of
toxoid, he should be taken to the

physician to be Schick tested to
against diptheria.
