Waste Paper And
Junk Metals Valuable

The Herald wishes this week to

elaborate some on the waste pa-
per and junk metal proposition.
First, let us take the paper part
of the proposition. Ordinarily,
enough waste paper and new pulp
are obtainable about the papermill
vicinity to supply all the wrap-
ping paper, paper boxes, etc, that
are needed. But we are now very
much at war. Our manufacturing
plant haxe been greatly expand-
ed, and millions of new workers
employed.

Many millions of men and wo-
men are now employed in turn-
ing out tanks, airplanes, guns,
ships, etc. A lot of them are em-
ployed in making munitions. Boxes
and cartons by the millions are
needed to pack these war sup-
plies in, and as it takes a great
deal of time to make new paper
pulp, the best thing is to con-
vert old newspapers, magazines,
collapsed boxes, etc., in to new
boxes. Rags, too, are becoming
an object so better prepare to
save them instead of carrying them
to the back yard to burn.

You have no idea how many
pounds of scrap metal the av-
erage farm has about the place,
some of it half covered with dirt,
and rusty. No matter, it is val-
uable. All your collapsible tooth
paste tubes, and such, are al-
most pure tin, and that metal is
especially valuable. Save them un-
til they are called for. You will
be mstructed about this later.

In the meantime, if you wish
to dump your scrap iron, steel,
etc., for charitable purposes, there
is a place near the light plant.
There are also junk dealers who
will buy it, we are told. It's your
stuff to do as you please with it.
But be sure to keep the nuts,
bolts, cog wheels, etc., that you
might need for repairs later.

WARNING

Precautions About Handling NATURAL GAS

In Case Of Air-Raid Alarms!

Natural gas is the safest fuel you could be using during an air raid. BUT,
the HANDLING of natural gas is a technical matter, requiring the serv-
ices of trained men who know how to avoid the hazards involved.

It is therefore extremely important that everyone should study and follow
the carefully prepared instructions relating to the handling of natural gas
during air raid alarms. If these instructions are not followed, serious con-
sequences may result. Untrained persons should not attempt to
turn gas off and on at the meters.

Following are the official instructions which have been approved and
adopted by local Office of Civilian Defense. They are simple. Read them
carefully. Discuss them in the family circle so all will understand. Cut
them out and post them where all can see them. Above all, follow them!

In Case Of An Air-Raid Alarm:

Make no attempt to shut off the gas at the meter.

Simply turn off all burners which you customarily turn on
and off. Do not turn off pilot lights.

Only in case the house or building is badly damaged should
the gas be turned off at the meter.

If, for any reason, the gas is turned off at the meter, do
not turn it on again yourself. Call for a trained man.
