Yule Lights
V ASHINGTON, D.C. (Oct. 31) 

-The U.S. Consumer Product 
Safety Commission today 
launched its sixth Consumer 
Deputy program to utilize the 
assistance of hundreds of volun­
teers nationwide to canvass 
stores for potentially hazardous 
Christmas lights.

Last December, the Commis­
sion issued a warning that 
approximately 300,000 sets of 
indoor-ou tdoor m iniature 
Christmas lights that sold 
around the country over the past 
two years could present severe 
hazards of electric shock. The 
companies involved initiated a 
voluntary recall of potentially 
dangerous sets.
A CPSC area office survey 

underway since July of manu­
facturers, importers, and distri­
butors already has turned up 
over 100 cases of decorative 
lights with possible defects or 
hazards. The Commission is 
seeking voluntary corrective 
action by the companies, but 
could initiate a hearing to seek 
mandatory repair, replacement, 
or refund for consumers. 
According to a CPSC spokes­

person. the Consumer Deputy 
programs augment official 
agency inspection efforts and 
serve important educational 
functions for both, consumers 
and retailers.
The Consumer Deputies are 

trained by staff from the Comm­
ission's 14 area offices. The

(f) An employer who conducts 

business in this state may not 
discriminate in his employment 
practices against a handicapped 
person on the basis of the 
handicap if the person's ability 
to perform the task required by 
a job is not impaired by the 
handicap and the person is 
otherwise qualified for the job. 
Section 3 (a) Nothing in this 

Act prohibits an employer from 
utilizing a test or examination 
administered to all applicants as 
a means of determining the 
ability of job applicants to 
perform the tasks required by 
the job, provided that such a 
test or examination be based on 
the actual tasks to be performed 
in the job which the applicant is 
seeking.
(b) Nothing in this Act requires 

the establishment of any form of 
quota system in employment 
practices for handicapped 
persons.

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LUBBOCK-Tax conscious 
farmers and others who need to 
shift their income and deduc­
tions to take the bite out of their 
taxes should be making their 
decisions now, a farm manage­
ment economist says.
Estimating taxable incomes for 

1975 at this time of the year 
allows time for tax management 
actions, says Marvin Sartin, 
Extension Service area specia­
list. Even though harvests are 
not complete, projections of 
yields, quantities to be sold, and 
prices along with deductible 
expenditures between now and 
Dec. 31 should be used to map 
strategy in reducing taxes.
"Most farmers currently use 

the cash method of accounting, 
an alternative that may not be 
available in the future,”  Sartin 
says. "However, until this 
option is revoked, farmers can 
act to more nearly balance their 
taxable income from year to 
year. The most common 
methods to shift income and 
expenses between accounting 
periods involve postponing 
sales, making advance pur­
chases of farm inputs, and post­
poning deductions."
These techniques are 

commonly used by most farmers 
and are generally understood, 
the Lubbock-based economist 
says. In the past, most indivi­
duals who wished to postpone 
the realization of income from 
their crop simply carried it over 
into the next year before the 
sale was made. Because owner­
ship was maintained, no ques­
tions arose about the timing of 
the income.
However, today with more 

concern for fluctuating commod­
ity prices, a farmer may want to 
sell on the current market to 
eliminate the risk of price 
change but not receive the 
income for tax accounting until 
the following year. This can be 
accomplished by using a 
deferred-sale contract.
To accomplish the shift of 

income for tax reporting with 
deferred-sale contracts, certain 
specific conditions must be met, 
Sartin says. The contract should 
be a written one which definitely 
precludes the taxpayer from

receiving payment until a speci­
fied date. These contracts must 
also explicitly indicate that they 
are not assignable.

Thus, if the contract is 
a bona fide arm's length 
transaction, provides a small 
down payment, fixes the dates 
of subsequent payments and 
declares that it is nonas- 
signable, the right to the income 
does not arise until the contract 
date of payment.
"A  point to keep in mind is 

that the mere postponement of 
payment will not push income 
into a later year,”  he says. “ It is 
essential that the right to in­
come be postponed. A condition 
employed by the taxpayer solely 
for tax juggling is usually insuf­
ficient to postpone constructive 
receipt without the benefit of at 
least some business reason for 
the action. Also, a risk may be 
involved if a contract is made 
with an unknown party for 
payment at a later date. Know 
the other party because you are 
trusting them with your 
money.”
The advance purchase of items 

to be used in the farm business 
can be used in years of high 
income. A tax-conscious farmer 
can choose the times when 
buildings are repaired, addi­
tional small tools are purchased, 
soil and water conservation 
expenses are incurred, fertilizer 
is applied in the fall, and seed is 
purchased early.
Sartin says that with commer­

cial livestock feeding programs 
increasing, questions have been 
raised about the deductibility of 
the prepayment for large quan­
tities of feed. Currently, legisla­
tion is being considered that 
could limit the deductions from 
agricultural business for those 
persons who have nonfarm 
incomes. The final outcome of 
this bill and when it will become 
effective are unknown at this 
time.

Besides advance purchases of 
inputs, farmers can shift their 
expenses by delaying items 
already used. In years of below 
normal income, it is sometimes 
possible to delay payment until 
after the end of the year to shift 
the expense into the following

period. If interest is paid on the 
withheld payment, the interest 
is also deductible.
Sartin lists other items to 

refresh taxpayers' memories: 
-Interest can be paid in ad­

vance and deducted as a current 
expense. The Internal Revenue 
Service will ordinarily allow a 
current deduction for the pre­
payment of interest for a period 
not to exceed 12 months.
-Lease payments are ordinarily 

current expenses. In the area of 
leasing farm machinery, some 
agreements actually amount to 
conditional sales contracts. If 
the lease is in fact a sales 
contract, the annual lease pay­
ments are not current deduc­
tions. The asset must be depre­
ciated just as a similar imple­
ment purchased with cash.

Hater To
Prevent Frost 
Damage

COLLEGE STATION -  The 
first frost of the fall season need 
.not spell doom for your garden 
vegatables. A vegetable specia­
list with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service suggests 
using water to protect cold- 
susceptible plants from freezing 
temperatures.
"When water freezes it gives 

off heat." says Sam Cotner. "In 
fact, when a pound of water 
loses a degree of temperature, it 
gives off more heat than any 
other substance. This heat can 
warm the air around plants and 
protect them from freezing."
The most effective way to 

protect plants is with a sprink­
ler. contends the Texas A&M 
University System specialist. 
Apply water continually during 
the time freezing temperature 
exist. This may mean sprinkling 
the garden all night.
" I f  a frost is expected, sprink­

ling in the early morning will 
probable be sufficient." notes 
Cotner.

Another method of protecting 
plants from freezing temper­
atures is furrow watering. How­
ever. this method is not as 
effective as sprinkling.
Cotner warns against washing 

plants off with warm water after 
a frost occurs.
"Plant tissues can be badly 

damaged when they arc forced 
to thaw in such a short time. It's 
better to let them thaw out 
gradually."
So don't let the first frost or 
freeze put an end to your supply 
of nutritious, home-grown vege­
tables this fall. If light freezing 
conditions are expected, crank 
up the water sprinkler, advises 
the specialist.

Turkeys Best 
For Economy
COLLEGE STATION-Economy 

conscious consumers will buy 
"b i-p u rp ose " turkeys this 
season--that's turkey big 
enough for Thanksgiving 
dinner, with lots left over for 
other meals. Frances Reason- 
over. a foods and nutrition 
specialist, says.
"Allow three-fourths to one 

pound per serving if the turkey 
is 12 pounds or under, or 
one-half to three-fourths pound 
per serving for a heavier bird.”  
Miss Reasonover is with the 

Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, The Texas A&M Uni­
versity System.
"Protect leftovers from bac­

terial contamination by refrige­
rating right after dinner. Since 
refrigerator space is usually at a 
premium during the holiday 
season, remove meat from 
bones before wrapping for stor­
age. And remember to store 
stuffing separately. Freeze all 
the meat that cannot be used 
within two or three days," Miss 
Reasonover advised.

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New X -R a y  Technique Used
An EMI Brain Scanner, a new 

X-ray technique for producing 
pictures of the brain, is now in 
operation in Methodist Hos­
pital. George M. Brewer, 
president announced today.
“ This new diagnostic device 

provides detailed information on 
brain tissue abnormalities in a 
new perspective. It is more 
comfortable and less costly for 
the patient, as hospitalization is 
avoided. It is safer than pre­
vious procedures used to diag­
nose conditions within the 
brain," Brewer states.
The EMI Scanner system, 

located in the Nuclear Medicine 
area of the hospital, uses small

amounts of X-ray in conjunc­
tion with a computer to produce 
clear pictures, which are cross- 
section views from the top of the 
head, looking down.
Methodist Hospital staff physi­

cians in neurology and neuro­
surgical services are scheduling 
patients to be evaluated for 
tumors, blood clots or strokes, 
brain hemorrhages, hydro­
cephalus. acute head injuries, 
epilepsy, multiple sclerosis and 
degenerative brain disease.
There is no pain during the 

examination. The patient wears 
normal clothing and reclines on 
an adjustable couch with the 
head positioned in a water-filled

rubber head-cap. The exam­
ination does not cause head­
aches or nausea, and hospital­
ization is not required for a 
recovery period.
During the scan, a portion of 

the machine rotates around the 
patient's head, taking readings 
of X-ray transmission. These 
readings are converted to elec­
tronic form and fed into the 
computer. Within seconds, the 
results are shown on a viewing 
screen, similar to television.
The picutres are recorded on 
permanent discs. Additionally, 
the X-ray results are reproduced 
as a numerical printout, giving 
another permanent record of

a i i i -s s i i i o

conditions within the brain.
The EMI Scanner system 

includes a Diagnostic Display 
Console and a Viewing Unit, 
where the pictures are shown on 
monitoring screens and are 
recorded as Polaroid prints for 
examination by radiologists and 
physicians.
Prior to development of the 

EMI Scanner, normal and ab­
normal conditions within the 
brain could be displayed only by 
injecting substances which 
created contrasts between* 
tissue structures. Radiological 
methods most commonly used 
include injections of radiois­
otopes or dyes into the arteries

or the introduction of air into the 
ventricles of the brain. These 
procedures normally can be 
done only when the patient is in 
the hospital, and they involve 
various degrees of discomfort. 
The new EMI Scanner does not 

make these methods obsolete, 
but it does offer the radiologist 
and surgeon a method of mapp­
ing out the contents within the 
skull to make an early, definite 
and painless diagnosis.

High Plains Board 
Concludes Meetings

On October 30, the newly 
formed High Plains Research 
Co-ordinating Board. Inc. con­
cluded a series of meetings 
designed to acquaint the 
members with the agricultural 
research personnel and capabil­
ities of most of the research 
facilities in West Texas. This 
meeting was comprised of a 
short seminar and field tours of 
West Texas State University at 
Canyon, Texas.
The group was welcomed by 

Dr. Lloyd Watkins, President of 
West Texas State University, 
who stated. "The University is 
seriously committed to business 
and agriculture, and the school 
of agriculture, under the leader­
ship of Dr. Charles Smallwood, 
is prepared to assist, in any way 
possible, in a better total agri­
cultural research program for 
West Texas.”
Dr. Smallwood told the group 

that he was proud of the 
facilities at West Texas State 
University, and that in the last 
ten years approximately $1,500, 
000 has been placed into im­
provement of the school of agri­
culture.
Dr. John McNiell presented an 

overview of the research poten­
tial at the University, and a very 
informative tour of all research 
facilities was enjoyed, which 
included a demonstration of the 
excellent computer capabilities. 
Also seen on the tour was the 
agriculture building, a modern 
new Science Center, the Horse 
center, swine facilities, a new 
meats laboratory, the Killgore 
Research Center, and cattle 
operations at the Nance Ranch 
east of Canyon.

Previously, this Co-ordinating 
Board has met at Halfway, 
Texas Tech University, and the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station at Lubbock.
The Board is composed of 

representatives from Texas 
A&M University, Texas Tech

University, West Texas State 
University, the High Plains 
Research Foundation, Texas 
Agricultural Experiment
Station. Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service, along with rep­
resentatives from each of the 
major commodity organizations 
which serve the High Plains. It 
is under the direction of Don 
Anderson, Lubbock, who serves 
as President.
The purpose of this Board. 

Chartered September 9, 1974, is 
to provide the inputs, both from 
a knowledge standpoint, and 
eventually a financial stand­
point, to produce the most 
complete total agricultural 
research program possible for 
West Texas. It is possible that 
the High Plains Research Co­
ordinating Board. Inc. can help 
eliminate any duplication of 
research effort and help make 
more efficient use of research 
dollars spent, by having a 
thorough knowledge of all re- 
serch capabilities in the area, 
and by encouraging cooperation 
between agencies involved in 
agricultural research. It may 
also play an important role in 
contacting both State and 
Federal legislators, to help them 
have a working knowledge of 
the research needs of area 
farmers and the capabilities of 
all the area research facilities.
When the Co-ordinating Board 

was originated, a position was 
created for the addition of a 
member to represent one of our 
most precious commodities; 
water. In a short business 
session, George McClesky. 
president of Water, Inc. was 
nominated and elected unan­
imously to fill this position, with 
Duncan Ellison. Executive 
Director of Water, Inc., to serve 
as alternate. This now com­
pletes the structure of the Board 
according to it's original Charter 
and By-laws.

The Federal Safety Law was 
passed three years ago. It, 
among other things, established 
the Consumer Product Safety 
Commission. The CPSC has the 
exclusive authority to initiate 
the rules for establishing safety 
on consumer products. If the 
CPSC doesn't move fast enough 
in clearing the safety features of 
various consumer products, 
then the consumer can take the 
CPSC to court and force action. 
No other federal agency has 
such a time limit imposed on 
matters before it. The CPSC has 
to move in 120 days or into court 
they go. If a private party wants 
action. The provision was placed 
in the legislation as an experi­
ment which might eventually be 
used with other federal agen­
cies. The reason for this was 
that no outside party could force 
the federal agencies to take 
action on any issue.
The big users were expected to 

be consumers. But, business is 
threatening to cause a tremen­
dous burden to the Commis­
sion's legal problems by getting 
in dai ly with safety problems for 
individual industries in order to

blunt what could be excessive 
safety demands by various con­
sumer groups.
Business is also trying to get 

the pressure off one industry by 
asking for tougher safety stand­
ards in other industries. A 
National Bureau of Standards 
report found that cigarettes 
were the "dominant ignition 
source" of furniture fires. The 
furniture manufacturers paid for 
a study by Arthur D. Little 
which showed that "96% of 
furniture fires would not have 
occurred if cigarettes had self-- 
extinguished within 10 minutes 
of contact.”  So a group of 
furniture upholsterers last year 
asked the CPSC to regulate 
cigarettes as the primary source 
of ignition in furniture fires.
The CPSC didn’ t want to get 

into the middle of the cigarette 
issue. It asked Congress to 
remove its power to regulate the 
cigarette safety rules. But. you 
know, that really isn’t a bad 
idea--a cigarette that self-extin- 
guishes in ten minutes!

JERSEY LILLY BISCUITS

Probably thirty years ago. my 
husband and I had the good 
fortune to be introduced to a 
picturesque little basement 
restaurant in downtown 
Lubbock. The food was memor­
able. especially the hot biscuits. 
Perhaps memory has improved 
upon their quality, but over the 
years 1 have tried to duplicate 
those biscuits. Like the rainbow, 
those delectable biscuits are no 
longer attainable. Soon after we 
visited the small cafe, we 
attempted to return, but it was 
gone. Nothing indicated that it 
had ever existed other than in 
my vivid memory. The following 
recipe is my attempt to repro­
duce those memorable biscuits. 
-Mrs. Morris McKillip

2 cups flour
3 teaspoons baking powder 
1 teaspoon salt
‘/s teaspoon baking soda (dis­
solved in 2 Tablespoons water) 
'/ j  Cup milk (approximately)
V4 cup buttermilk 
*/j cup salad oil 
Prepare pans by adding 1 

Tablespoon salad oil and placing 
in oven to heat while mixing 
biscuits. Don’t heat until too 
hot.
Sift flour, baking powder and 

salt.
Combine baking soda solution 

with salad oil, buttermilk and '/i 
cup of milk. Work quickly. Pour 
liquid mixture into dry ingre­
dients.
Stir until all dry ingredients are 

well moistened.
Add milk if needed to make a 

fluffy, soft, moist dough.
Turn out on floured waxed 

paper. Fold gently a few times 
so that biscuits will be layered 
for easy splitting. Pat gently 
into % inch layer. Cut with 
floured cutter. (1 use Hershey 
Syrup 5'/: oz. can with both 
ends cut out.)
Place in shallow pans by 

dipping each biscuit in hot oil. 
turning and placing in pan. Be 
sure that both sides arc well 
oiled. Makes 15 to 20 biscuits. 
Bake at 475 degrees for 10-15 

minutes, depending on how 
brown you like the crust to be.

He lists a few precautions to 
take when working with farm 
machinery.
1. Make sure all farm machin­

ery is operated and cared for 
acording to the instruction man­
uals and that everyone in the 
family is instructed in safe 
operation.
2. Keep shields and guards in 

place when operating machin­
ery. turn off the engine before 
refueling, adjusting or servicing 
a machine, and always replace 
defective parts as soon as 
possible.
3. Keep children and pets away 

from operating machinery.
4. Always hitch drawbar loads 

to a drawbar in the proper 
towing position, not to the 
tractor's axle or frame.
5. Equip tractors with protec­

tive cabs, fire extinguishers and 
first aid kits.
6. Make sure lighting on 

machinery is adequate. When 
using a public road, have slow- 
moving vehicle emblems 
mounted on machinery.
7. Have sprayer operators wear 

protective clothing, such as long 
rubber gloves and goggles, 
change clothes daily, and wash 
before eating or smoking and 
immediately after completing 
the operation.
8. Equip sprayers with nozzle 

cleaning devices and at least 
five gallons of “ first-aid" water 
carried on the applicator or 
tractor where it can be reached 
easily.
9. Always position support 

jacks or transport wheels before 
disconnecting hydraulic cylin­
ders, block movable parts be­
fore repairing, and have faulty
