40 Hour Week

Recently the Rotary Club of
Brownfield appointed a committee
to address a letter to the Presi-
dent, our Senators and Repre-
sentatives, asking that they do
something to eliminate the “Forty
Hour Week” and “Strikes” in De-
fense Industries. The letter drew
favorable and encouraging com-
ment from all parts of the nation.
This move on the part of the Ro-
tary club was patriotic and com-
mendable, but, let’s take a look at
our own war efforts.

We have been asked by the
Treasury Department to purchase
during 1942, out of current in-
come, $554,000.00 in War Savings
Bonds. Our quota for the first
three months on this basis was
$138,500.00. There were actually
purchased during the first quar-
ter of 1942, in Terry County,
$56,000.00 worth of bonds, or 41%
of our quota. These facts cast a
shadow on the record of Terry
County when you consider these
questions:

Can the United States win this
war on a 41% Production Basis?

Likewise, can the United States
win a war with only 41% of the
money needed to execute the war
to a final victory?

The only answer to both is NO.
DEFINITELY NOT.

Then what are we going to do
with the “Strikes” and “Forty
Hour Weeks” that have develop-
ed in the purchase of “War Sav-
ings Bonds” throughout
County.

Think it over.

In a recent press conference,
President Roosevelt named April

1 17th as “Victory Book Day.”

Americans all over the U, S. A.
are urged to give as many books
as possible on that day to swell
the libraries of the boys in train-
ing at various points in the na-
tion, and this will include sol-
diers, sailors and marines either
at home or overseas.

While practicing and getting
ready to fight, these boys will
have some time on hand for re-
creation, and a good book is not
a bad entertainer to say the leas‘,

And yet, they are learning and
striving to conserve for the war
effort.” Miss Cannon explained

“Money can be more skillfully
used if farm families learn thrifty
buying practices, keep and anal-
yze records, and buy cooperative
whenever possible. Better use of
farm-grown foods, satisfactory
| storage space and careful cooking
fund use of waste fats for soap
are examples of some economies
that can and are being made by
farm home-makers.”

America has become alarmed
because so many of its rural youth
|'was found unfit for military serv-
| ice, very largely because of diet-
ary conditions.

“These,” she said, “are among
the conditions the Farm Security
Administration is working to cor-
rect. Adequate nutrition through
home production and preservation
of an all-year food supply, and
economical planning of whole-
some meals, are of major impor-
tance,” she declared.

“When we know the facts about
the incomes of these small farm
operators, often as low as $600.00
a year, including everything used
and sold, it is obvious they cannot
invest much money to help win
the war. But on the other hand,
they can and they are, producing
greater quantities of food for the
United Nations, building up their
own strength, and helping i:ake
rural America strong enough to
take the offensive against the

Why Farmers Should
Plant Their Full
Alloted Cotton

Acreage

Secretary ¢f Agriculture Wick-
ard has called upon the 'cotton
growers to plants their full cot-
ton acreage allottment—4,000,000
acres more than was planted last
season, because the United States
wvitally needs more of the pro-
ducts of cotton and cottonseed.

Many farmers under-plant their
allottment from 1 to 3 acres, fig-
uring that this small reduction
does not amount to anything. Now
figure this in a county where
there are 2,000 farms, each farm-
er underplanting his allotment 2
acres makes a total of 4,000 acres
in the county. If the cotton pro-
duces one-half bale per acre that

means 2,000 bales of under-apro—‘

duction.

Out of this 2,000 bales of cotton
there could be produced 800 tons
of cottonseed.

From this 800 tons of cotton-
seed there could be produced 200
bales of cotton linters for muni-
tions; 240,000 pounds of cotton-
seed oil (2 tank carloads) for
food; 360 tons of 43 per cent pro-
tein cottonseed cake; 200 tons
of cottonseed hulls for livestock
feed.

Now multiply this by all the
counties in Texas that produce
cotton. Of course many of them
do not have as many as 2,000
farms that plant cotton, but many
of them have more than 2,000
fartas with cotton planted on

TYPHOID UNNECESSARY
AND PREVENTABLE

AUSTIN—“If you have not
been vaccinated against typhoid
fever within the last two or three
years, go to your doctor and be
protected against it,” Dr. Geo. W.
Cox, State Health Office1, advises
prospective campers, Boy and Girl
Scout, summer vacationists, and
all other users of the open road—
whether for business or pleas-
ure—as the out-of-doors season
approaches.

“Typhoid fever,” he continued, |
“is unnecessary and preventable. |
Every case is due either to com-
munity negligence or to the ignor-
ance or carelessness of some in-
dividual.

“A carrier is a person who has|
had typhoid at some time and who
even after recovery carries the
germs in the urine and the dis-
charges from the intestinal tract.
Carriers who are careless
their perscnal habits are likely
to infect any food they handle
with unwashed hands. Some of
the most serious and far reaching
out breaks of the disease have

jeating foods that have been hin-
ldled by carriers. Persons may be
carriers without knowing it.
“Typhoid germs are hitch-hik-
ers. They are picked up and
spread from person to person by
water, milk, flies, fingers, food.
Every case of typhoid is contract-
jed by way of the mouth and the
lldigestive system. The State De-
| partment of Health and the local
\'health departments can be de-
pended upon to continue their
 fight against the disease, but there
