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Farmers Promote
Petitions For

Average Parity

Petitions requesting an oppor-
tunity to average parity prices
for farm and ranch products by
retaining the 110 percent parity
price ceiling are being circulated
by leading farmers in all Texas
counties, J. Walter Hammond,
Taylor county farmer and presi-
dent of the Texas Farm Bureau
Federation, announced this week.

“President Roosevelt and many
members of Congress are being
advised by other groups to ad-
vocate a price ceiling of 100 per-
cent parity for all agricultural
commodities,” Hammond said. “If
the present price ceiling is low-
ered to that level, farm families
will be unjustly denied a fair ec-
onomic opportunity, and in view
of the existing shortage of farm
labor caused by higher wages in
defense industries, our Food for
Victory program will be further
handicapped.”

Hammond pointed out that anly
a few farm products were protect-
ed by 85 percent of parity floor,
this being the highest guarantee
by law or proclamation. “With
farm markets constantly fluctuat-
ing from the 85 percent parity
floor to 110 percent ceiling, farm-
ers now have only a reasonable
chance to average parity,” the
Texas farm leader explained,
“and if price ceilings were set at
100 percent parity, then all mar-
ket fluctuations would of neces-
sity be below that figure.

“Parity to farmrs means only
a fair exchange for the establish-
ed purchasing power of their pro-
ducts and cannot be construed as
an inflationary demand. Parity is
a comparison and not a price;
therefore, if wages and profits are
controlled as they must be to
avoid disastrous inflation, then
farm prices are automatically con-
trolled.”

The petition movement was ini-
tiated by members and leaders of
the Texas organization following a
similar declaration disapproving
the 100 percent parity price ceil-
ing by the American Farm Bu-
reau Federation, its national af-
filiate.

Copies of the various county pe-
titions will be forwarded to all
Texas Congressmen near June 1,
urging their support of the 110
percent parity ceiling. Hammond
stated that Farm Bureau organi-
zations in 41 other states will take
parallel action.
