To Vacationists

AUSTIN—Some timely advice Texa,s

st S

to vacationists concerning the
proper precautions to be used in
water sports was released from
the State Health Department to-
day by Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State
Health Officer.

It was pointed out, that in view
of wartime restrictions, wvacation
pleasures are apt to be himited to
excursions and picnics at nearby
lakes, rivers, and ponds of unfam-
iliar depths and currents, and
without the wusual lifeguard su-
pervision associated with bathing
beaches and commercial swim-
ming pools.

“Swimming and water sports
are beneficial to good health pro-
vided one’s physical condition jus-
tifies this type of exercise,” Dr.
Cox asserted; “nevertheless, they
possess dangerous possibilities if
the rules of safety through care-
lessness or thoughtlessness, are
disregarded.”

The State Health Officer outlin-
ed the following simple rules for
bathing and swimming in safety:

1. At least one hour should
elapse after a meal before enter-
ing the water.

2. Upon the first indication of

fatigue, come ashore and call it a|
