Some time last year when the
boys began to be called into the
service, some of the papers, to
show their patriotism perhaps,
and without taking foresight into

consideration, agreed to send all
service men of their county, or

in case of smaller papers, men|

from their community, their pa-
per free of charge. This was a
bit embarrassing to the Herald
whe did not jump at the idea. In
fact; we have believed ever since
the first squad of men were sent
to reception centers from Terry
county, that there would be a long
and ever increasing string of them.

Indeed, R. A. Simms, secretary
of the Terry County Draft Board,
is our authority that more than
600 men from Terry county, vol-
unteers and draftees, are already
in the Army, Navy, Marine
Corps, Coast Guard, Air Corps
and other departments of the
armed service. So you see, if the
Herald had jumped into the mat-
ter and stayed hitched, it would
be costing us already to the tune
of $900 per year to carry out the
agreement. This is something that
few country papers are able to do,
and no other business man would
be asked to do. In some places,
however, newspaper men are
sometimes embarrassed by the un-
thinkng by being asked why they
are not sending their papers to
the boys free.

And we still had another angle
this week. A good lady called and
wanted a writeup about their son
in the navy, with his picture. It
costs a weekly with no engraving
plant $1.25 each to get cuts made
in Dallas, in Lubbo around
$2.00. We offered to get a cu}
for them at cost, and give the
boy a writeup free of charge, of
course. The lady was mighty nice
about the matter, but friend hus-
band got pretty sore, and talked

pretty sarcastic about the matter. |

We explained that if we made and
paid for a cut for their son, we
would feel obligated to have cuts
made of the other 600 sons of
Terry county people, should they
demand it, and you can see where
such a bill would end. In fact,
it would break most country
weeklies to send the paper free
and make cuts of all in the service
from their counties. Many country
weeklies dont net more than
2000 per year after expenses are
paid. for their owners to live on.

We are glad, however, that
practically all our people take a
different view of the matter. In-
deed, we have some 50 or 75 of
the home boys on our mailing list
now, being paid for by their par-
ents, or in some cases by the boys
themseves. These people are glad
to pay for the paper going to
their boys, and wish to put no
burden on the Herald.

What are the mewspapers do-
ing in the war effort? Well, sir,
according to their income, they are
doing more than any other one
business aside from those who
are actually furnishing boys to the
service, and some of them now
have as many as three boys in the
service. Each week ,the Herald
gives from $25 to $40 worth of
free space in selling War Bonds
and Stamps, in scrap metal and
rubber and Red Cross Drives and
what have you. Just check up on
our columns some week of the
number of inches of such matter,
and multiply the number of col-
umn inches by 30c¢ per inch and
see what you have. No other bus-
iness
expected to do so.

In other words, no man would
go to agroceryman and ask them
to send $2.75 worth of merchan-
dise to their son. We are always
glad to get letters from the boys

and will try to print them. But|

remember that even that costs us
money when you get down to
brass tacks and toenails, as lino-
type operators, makeup men and
pressmen do not work for nothing,
nor is print paper free. Letters

from the boys, or news about them !

is real NEWS to our readers, and
we want all of it we can get.

We know that few will ask us
to do the impossible.

“You may get ‘captured or kill-
ed,” we being the Reds fighting
the Blues, and pretly interesting;

and never know what next. I have
n’t heard a word from anyone yet,
but have written several, but I
guess this is caused by us mov-
ing so much. Guess we will get
mail out here. Trees 100 feet high
and hot as can be here in Central
La. I hear we will be here until
Nov. 7. Time has passed fast, so
far.

No time for anything, can’t
write at night as we have black-
out all the time. wish I had one
of those big Terry county melons.
My vaccination didn’'t hurt me;
had only two. I guess I will be
stationed here in La. after the
maneuv as many of us have
had no training.. Write when you
can. Guess I'll get your
sometime, so 'bye, with love,”
